The Austin District created the needs map by overlaying four datasets: 1) bicycle
compatibility index which considers factors such as the presence of bike lanes or
shoulders, the posted speed limit, and the motor vehicle volume; 2) destinations
such as schools, parks and bus stops; 3) bicycle commuting mode share which
includes the percentage of adult bicycle commuters in a census tract; and 4) bicycle
crash history on the state system roadways. Combining these factors is the first
step in needs identification and will be considered along with public input,
engineering judgment, route connectivity and directness, barriers, ease of
implementation, system integration, and availability of funds.
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
