Project History

Since the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) issued a Finding of No Significant Impact
on August 13, 2010 for this project, continuing project development efforts have identified
the need for design changes.

Proposed Design Changes

The proposed changes include; revising entrance and exit ramps, new overpass at Lago Mar
Blvd., sidewalk and bicycle accommodations, and the construction of detention ponds.
Approximately 20 acres of additional right-of-way would be required for the proposed
detention ponds, with no additional displacements.

Project Need and Purpose

= Decreased mobility due to congested lanes, ramps, and need for additional turn lanes
(With traffic congestion anticipated to increase in the future)

= Facility currently has no sidewalks or bicycle facilities & there are significant commercial

There were also aerial maps with
the proposed project schematic overlaid, proposed typical sections, and environmental
constraints map exhibits. Project team members were available to answer questions. The
open house format allowed attendees to move freely between the displayed exhibits and
discuss project details with the project team. Several Spanish interpreters were available to
accommodate the communication needs of Spanish-speaking individuals.
