“To improve mobility for seniors and individuals with 

disabilities throughout the country by removing 

barriers to transportation services and expanding the 

transportation mobility options available.”  

 

 This program is also known as the Section 5310 

Program (§5310). 
 



Coordinated Public Transit-Human Services Plan 

The Coordinated Public Transit-Human Services Plan 

is developed locally, and is intended to: 
 

 Identify the transportation needs of individuals with 

disabilities, seniors and people with low incomes 
 

 Provide strategies for meeting those needs  
 

 Prioritize transportation services for funding and 

implementation 

 

 

 



About §5310 Projects   

 Projects funded through this program must be in 

concurrence with the Coordinated Public Transit-

Human Services Plan for the region. 
 

 Projects must be designed to address a gap or 

objective identified and prioritized by the plan. 



Federal §5310 Program Funding 

 Each year TxDOT receives approximately $6.5 million 

in Federal Enhanced Mobility of Seniors and 

Individuals with Disabilities Program Funding for the 

rural and small urban areas across the state.
