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Overview

The Texas Department of Transportation (TxDOT) held a public open house on
November 7, 2019, to gather input on the US 183 from SH 71 to SH 130 project.
The open house provided attendees the opportunity to review informational
boards and exhibits, provide comments and ask questions about the project.

The population of the Austin area has grown significantly in recent years. The
increase in population has resulted in the need for transportation improvements
such as those being considered along US 183 in south Travis County. The
potential improvements would enhance safety, access and mobility within the
project area.

The project is still in its beginning stages, and the project team is currently
developing different high-level alternatives for improvements. Several
alternatives for US 183 from SH 71 to SH 130 are being considered, including
but not limited to: widening the roadway, adding frontage roads, constructing
overpasses/underpasses at intersections and building innovative intersections
(e.g., diverging diamond intersections; continuous flow intersections). These
options will be evaluated as the study progresses.

Attendees were encouraged to provide written feedback about the project at the
workshop, or email or mail comments to the project team. Comments will help
guide the next planning phases of the project, including environmental analysis,
design and construction. A summary of the comments received, and their
responses, is included in Appendix A.

Open House Information

The open house was held from 5 to 7 p.m. on Nov. 7, 2019, at the Creedmoor
Community Center, located at 12511 FM 1625, Creedmoor, TX 78610. Notices
announcing the open house were distributed beginning 29 days before the event
and continued on an ongoing basis through the day of the workshop.

Approximately 82 people (65 members of the public, 1 elected official, and 16
staff) registered their attendance by signing in at the workshop. Sign-in sheets
are included in Appendix C.

Upon arrival, attendees were provided with a fact sheet, duplicated in English
and Spanish. Comment forms in English and Spanish were also available for
those who wished to leave a comment.

Workshop displays included 11 informational boards duplicated in English and
Spanish. The boards included information about the project purpose, growth,
traffic and crash data for the area, conceptual layouts for potentially expanding
the roadway, examples of innovative intersection possibilities for the project,
process and next steps and how people could stay informed about the project.
There were also copies of a roll plot showing a map of the project. Copies of the
fact sheet, comment form, display boards and map are included as figures in
Appendix E.

Comments and Responses

A total of 21 written comments were submitted on the day of the workshop and
eight additional comments were submitted by the public comment deadline via
email. Copies of the comments received in response to the workshop are
included in Appendix D. Feedback includes:

It would also align with TxDOT’s
multimodal mobility goals as well as
John Barton’s 2011 “Guidelines
Emphasizing Bicycle and Pedestrian

While planning the SH 71 project, the
TxDOT schematic showed a shared
use path connecting to the east side
of East Riverside Drive (see dashed
blue below). This is not currently being
constructed because there is no safe
crossing of 183 at Riverside. ATD
request that there be a safe crossing
at this location. This could be a
signalized intersection of a grade
separated crossing. Keep in mind that
the Project Connect plan from Capital
Metro shows this alighment across
183 at Riverside for high capacity
transit, which likely would not work
without a fully grade separated
crossing.

TxDOT has since met with the Austin
Transportation Department (ATD) and
is working closely with ATD to address
these comments.

While you may not have determined
specifics, you must have done studies that
limit the options shown on 11/7/2019.
Please clarify what is planned for all the
segments of the project. Providing clear
information will allow those of us in the area
to prepare for the changes. Providing clear
ambiguous or inaccurate information can
only lead to public mistrust and litigation.

As examples, at the Creedmore meeting, one
representative stated several times that Hwy
183 cannot be made into a toll road because
it is an existing roadway. However, SH 130 to
our south was once Hwy 183 down to
Lockhart, and to our north Hwy 183 is
currently becoming a toll road, possibly down
to Hwy 71.

US 183 from 71 to SH 130

Austin Transportation Department comments — 10-24-2019

The Austin Strategic Mobility Plan recommends a shared use path along the full length of US 183
in the City limits. ATD requests that a shared use path be incorporated for the length of the
project. This would provide needed connectivity with the other 183 and 71 SUPs being built by
TxDOT, in red below. It would also align with TxDOT’s multimodal mobility goals as well as John
Barton’s 2011 “Guidelines Emphasizing Bicycle and Pedestrian Accomodations” memo.

While planning the SH 71 project, the TxDOT schematic showed a shared use path connecting to
the east side of East Riverside Drive (see dashed blue below). This is not currently being
constructed because there is no safe crossing of 183 at Riverside. ATD request that there be a
safe crossing at this location. This could be a signalized intersection of a grade separated
crossing. Keep in mind that the Project Connect plan from Capital Metro shows this alignment
across 183 at Riverside for high capacity transit, which likely would not work without a fully
grade separated crossing.

e Travis County is currently in the design process for a funded trail along Onion Creek. A shared
use path along 183 should tie into this trail.

e Any east-west street crossing being built across 183 should provide safe crossings for
pedestrians and bicycles.

e At the interchange of 183 and 71, the below figure shows shared use paths that are under
construction (solid red) or planned and designed awaiting construction (dashed). One key gap is
between the two points circled in green, from the NW corner of the interchange to the SW
corner. This 183 project should address this gap to tie all of TxDOT, CTRMA, and City of Austin
infrastructure together.
