16 2/21/2019 Ferris, William Numerous times my wife and I have voiced our concerns regarding this Bell Boulevard Realignment Project, and how this plan will affect 
not only negative environmental changes, such as air pollution to nearby Park Place Subdivision, but also increased noise pollution. We 
have stated many times that the City of Cedar Park and the Texas Department of Transportation's combined noise study stating that 
traffic noise estimated by a "model" from the City would generate only 67 decibels, with an allowable maximum of up to 77 decibels. With 
my personal sound meter, I have measured traffic noise to be as high as 77(A) to as high as 85(A) decibels, and with the proposed Bell 
Boulevard Realignment, the traffic noise could only increase the decibel level considerably above 77(A) decibels. Moving Highway 183 
(Bell Boulevard) to within 100 feet of our backyard would increase the noise level to beyond 
acceptable levels. 
Another issue that my wife and I have with this realignment, is compounding the increasing traffic noise with various new businesses near 
Park Place, such as bars, clubs, and loud inside/outside music venues just to name a few. All 
of these issues will have a direct negative impact to our property value; that is, a much lower property value because of increased noise 
levels, and the peace of mind of those of us who live on Kings Canyon Drive, as well as houses 
adjacent to Kings Canyon Drive.

Placing a major highway intersection directly adjacent to a railroad crossing instead of a block away increases risk of car/train involved 
wrecks.

Plans for pedestrian and bicycle crossing of US183 is grossly inadequate. We need a properly designed, grade separated crossing - 
specifically a tunnel. There are already large culverts nearby going under US183, a slightly larger culvert 
designed for pedestrians and bicycles would prevent residents to the East from being cut off.

We oppose the Bell Blvd project for the following reasons: 
1. The proposed solution does not address the most significant traffic issues: 

1.1. Northbound rush hour traffic stops flowing at Cypress Creek Blvd., but the proposed project begins a major 

intersection later at Brushy Creek Blvd. This incomplete solution will not correct the worst traffic congestion on 

US 183. It often takes me 4 changes of the light (or more) to get through the Cypress Creek Blvd. intersection 

going northbound in the afternoon. 

1.2. The current back-up likely contributes to the accident statistics. The impatience people feel from fighting 

through the traffic increases their willingness to engage in riskier driving behavior. 

1.3. Cedar Park needs a free expressway, not to expand what is a de facto major street.  City officials have stated that 

people passing through Cedar Park are what causes our traffic issues. They favor the Bell Blvd. project because it 

is favorable to a planned commercial development that city officials favor. Finding a way to enable people to 

commute through Cedar Park, like making 183A a freeway is a better solution. 

2. The proposed solution will make traffic worse for my subdivision (Park Place). 

2.1. Currently, persons leaving Park Place have the following options to access US 183 and its businesses. The 
change will eliminate the option of using Old 183 as a back way, which is currently available to anyone: 

2.1.1. Turn onto Old US 183 - It allows us to access businesses on the east side of US 183 , such as Dominos, 

Goodwill, Century Food Store, and Texas Discount  Furniture,  without getting onto US 183. 

2.1.2. Cross old US 183 and turn onto US 183. With the traffic light, it is easy to turn to the north or the south. 

2.1.3. Ot her means of access, such as through Brushy Creek Blvd. and through Discovery Blvd., after going through 
Quest Village. 

2.2. Moving US 183 east will remove the buffer between the railroad tracks and US 183. As a result , traffic will back 

up into our neighborhood. Some of the risk of traffic-related injury that exists in that buffer area will move 

inside our neighborhood, increasing the risk to our children.

3.1.2.1.1. Noise 
3.1.2.1.2. Pollution 
3.1.2.1.3. Traffic (Most people in my neighborhood who oppose the project are concerned about this 

point) 
3.1.2.1.4. Increased trash in the neighborhood. 
3.1.2.1.5. Delays and pollution in the neighborhood associated with the construction. 
3.1.2.1.6. Increased property taxes, causing affordability issues due to the new development that the 

City favors. 
3.1.2.1.7. Waste of highway funds on an undesirable project 

3.1.2.2. Most local small businesspeople with whom we have discussed the development oppose it because they fear 
having the property they are leasing taken for the project and being forced into higher cost locations.

It is true that the community has grown and it is true that growth requires 
certain infrastructure changes. However, it is possible to improve the infrastructure in a way that retains our town's 
character.

The Bell Boulevard (US 183) Realignment Project would return the current Bell 
Boulevard roadway east onto the full extent of Old Highway 183 from Cedar Park Drive 
to south of Buttercup Creek Boulevard in Cedar Park. Currently, Old Highway 183 is a 
two-lane roadway parallel to Bell Boulevard, running generally north and south. Bell 
Boulevard would be realigned and relocated to the Old Highway 183 alignment and 
reconstructed to a four-lane divided roadway that would include a raised median with 
turn lanes at intersections and driveways. The project would also include lighting and 
pedestrian and bicycle accommodations. The project is 0.8 mile in length and would 
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include grading, base, asphalt pavement, culverts, signing, and pavement markings. 
This project would require the acquisition of additional right of way. 

The purpose of the Bell Boulevard (US 183) Realignment Project is to improve public 
safety within the corridor in a manner consistent with the Destination Bell Boulevard 
Master Plan. During the Destination Bell Boulevard Master Plan process, the public 
selected the separation of the through traffic on realigned (east) Bell Boulevard and the 
commercial access traffic on what is the proposed west Bell Boulevard. This separation 
seeks to improve safety and accessibility for vehicles and pedestrians accessing the 
commercial corridor between Cedar Park Drive and south of Buttercup Creek 
Boulevard.

The Bell Boulevard (US 183) Realignment Project would return the current Bell 
Boulevard roadway east onto the full extent of Old Highway 183 from Cedar Park Drive 
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to south of Buttercup Creek Boulevard in Cedar Park. Currently, Old Highway 183 is a 
two-lane roadway parallel to Bell Boulevard, running generally north and south. Bell 
Boulevard would be realigned and relocated to the Old Highway 183 alignment and 
reconstructed to a four-lane divided roadway that would include a raised median with 
turn lanes at intersections and driveways. The project would also include lighting and 
pedestrian and bicycle accommodations. The project is 0.8 mile in length and would 
include grading, base, asphalt pavement, culverts, signing, and pavement markings. 
This project would require the acquisition of additional right of way. 

The purpose of the Bell Boulevard (US 183) Realignment Project is to improve public 
safety within the corridor in a manner consistent with the Destination Bell Boulevard 
Master Plan. During the Destination Bell Boulevard Master Plan process, the public 
selected the separation of the through traffic on realigned (east) Bell Boulevard and the 
commercial access traffic on what is the proposed west Bell Boulevard. This separation 
seeks to improve safety and accessibility for vehicles and pedestrians accessing the 
commercial corridor between Cedar Park Drive and south of Buttercup Creek 
Boulevard.

I am writing to address the Bell Boulevard Realignment or moving the
section of highway back to where it was moved from as proposed by
Cedar Park between Brushy Creek/Buttercup and Cedar Park.

 

Since highways 183 and 183A are the main north-south corridors
through Cedar Park, it would seem that with Leander growing rapidly
and the new Cedar Park Mall that traffic flow and safety would be a
priority.  The Cedar Park Bell/183 plan for the 0.819 mile section has a
major flaw to that purpose.  Moving the highway next to the railroad
will cause a continuous interaction with the railroad and the railroad
will control the interaction.  Capital Metro has already announced that
it is enlarging the Lakeline and Leander stations to increase the
commuter train traffic to every fifteen minutes during peak periods and
that relates to rush hour traffic. They are also planning on running
trains five minutes apart in the same direction. Then freight trains run
whenever and the East Park intersection will be blocked each time if
183 is moved.  Every  time  a train crosses the Park intersection the
traffic- lights will have to change to clear the tracks and that alters
traffic in all directions.  Which means that left and right turn lanes along
with Park Street are stalled until the light sequence gets back to them,
in order to give priority  to  183 traffic and not affect the lights from

1431 to Avery Creek and that will back up East Park even longer.   
Which will result in traffic detouring north or south on Blue Ridge
Parkway (residential) to avoid the East Park/183  intersection.   The
Cedar Park  has stated that they will make a right and left turn lane on
East Park but this does nothing if the light is red or the train barrier is
down.

 

The intersection at Buttercup, Bushy Creek, and old 183 can be fixed
with signs and a barrier on the left lane before Bushy Creek.  Dead
ending old 183 should not be a problem as that is what the city plans to
do with the current 183. (See included diagram)

 

I believe that 183 was moved originally to avoid the problems with the
railroad and for safety.  If put back, I hope the state is prepared to
spend more tax money on law suits resulting from wrecks, deaths and
other problems at the East Park intersection.
 

Moving 183 was never voted on in the 2015 bond, only that money
could be used to improve it and other roadways.   Not moving 183 will
not affect the city’s new mall, but will affect 183 traffic, make a
dangerous rail crossing, and deteriorate the living conditions of the
residential areas on the east as well as making egress into and out of
the neighborhood a royal headache and almost impossible during peak
hours.

To the City of Cedar Park, Texas:

Numerous times my wife and I have voiced our concerns regarding this Bell Boulevard Realignment Project, and how this plan will effect not only negative environmental changes, such as air pollution to nearby Park Place
Subdivision, but also increased noise pollution. We have stated many times that the City of Cedar Park and the Texas Department of Transportation's combined noise study stating that traffic noise estimated by a "model" from the
City would generate only 67 decibels, with an allowable maximum of up to 77 decibels. With my personal sound meter, I have measured traffic noise to be as high as 77(A) to as high as 85(A) decibels, and with the proposed Bell
Boulevard Realignment, the traffic noise could only increase the decibel level considerably above 77(A) decibels. Moving Highway 183 (Bell Boulevard) to within 100 feet of our backyard would increase the noise level to beyond
acceptable levels.

Another issue that my wife and I have with this realignment, is compounding the increasing traffic noise with various new businesses near Park Place, such as bars, clubs, and loud inside/outside music venues just to name a few. All
of these issues will have a direct negative impact to our property value; that is, a much lower property value because of increased noise levels, and the peace of mind of those of us who live on Kings Canyon Drive, as well as houses
adjacent to Kings Canyon Drive.

I have asked several times to see the noise study created by the City of Cedar Park, and the communications between the City of Cedar Park and the Texas Department of transportation regarding the noise pollution environmental
impact that resulted in TXDOT's statement to the City of Cedar Park, that a sound barrier was not needed along the rear property lines of houses where the back yards would only be within 100 feet from the proposed Bell Boulevard
Realignment Project; to wit: Kings Canyon Drive. After my first request for the above stated information, the City of Cedar Park then sent a letter to the Office of the Texas Attorney General, requesting that the information that I was
inquiring about, be protected from being released to the public. As of this date, I still have not received my requested information, which leads me to believe, and do believe, that the City of Cedar Park does not want the citizens of
Cedar Park, especially residents of Park Place Subdivision, to know of the communications between the City of Cedar Park, and the Texas Department of Transportation, as it relates to the so-called sound study that yielded the
decision not to put up a viable sound barrier.

In the public meeting on February 21, 2019, my wife and I were advised by a City Council Member, that some of the people had voiced their concern about animals being trapped if a solid sound barrier was erected along the rear
residential property lines. My response to this line of thinking is, if animals get in between a solid sound barrier and the railroad tracks, doesn't it stand to reason they can get out; if no other way than to go back to where they got in?
Is this really a valid reason for not having a sound barrier for the residents along Kings Canyon Drive? I think not!

Since this email will be part of the record for the Bell Boulevard Realignment Project, I will state once again, that I have yet to receive any documents to my original request (FOIA); i.e., sound studies submitted to TXDOT by the
City of Cedar Park, as well as all written supporting documents, notes, and other written materials relating to the Bell Boulevard Realignment Project Sound Studies. These documents should include, but not be limited to the
following:

      > The Draft Noise Study submitted to TXDOT - October 16, 2017.
      > TXDOT provided comments on Draft Noise Study - November 7, 2017.
      > Revised Draft Noise Study submitted to TXDOT to address comments - November 13, 2017.
      > TXDOT concurred with Noise Study conclusion that no abatement measures are warranted - November 22, 2017.

In conclusion, moving Highway 183 (Bell Boulevard) to within 100 feet of residential property lines serves no legitimate purpose, other than to significantly increased noise pollution, significantly increased air pollution, and
significantly lower property values to homeowners along Kings Canyon Drive, and other nearby residential properties.

I am writing in opposition of the project to move a portion of US183 in Cedar Park, located in the general vicinity of Park Street.

The project is a waste of taxpayer money and will degrade the properties and life of many Cedar Park residents.

The money would be far better spent completing frontage roads along 183A per the original TxDOT plans.

I have listed a selection of the many flaws below. This list may be long, but it is not exhaustive. Please consider each a separate public comment/complaint to be addressed:

The project does not significantly increase capacity.

The project does not significantly increase mobility.

The project is far more costly than improving the existing US183.

The project will cause congestion on East Park street (see next).

The project will cause  major backups on East Park Street, specifically cars waiting to get onto US183 and will block cross streets along East Park Street. The project will eliminate storage for 16-18 cars which can currently wait between
US183 and the railroad tracks, and eliminate multiple other exits (Old 183) which are currently heavily used to reduce the congestion bottleneck at the US183/Park intersection.

There has has been no comprehensive study of the effects this project will have on traffic patterns on East Park Street and its cross streets.

There is grossly inadequate planning to manage the expected traffic backup onto East Park Street.

Consultant study results and projections for intersection throughput on
US183 available to the public did not contain adequate detail of methodology and left out key items such as the above loss of storage and alternative routes and the planned increase in train traffic.

Placing a major highway intersection directly adjacent to a railroad crossing instead of a block away increases risk of car/train involved wrecks.

There is no inclusion of appropriate improvements for the Park Street corridor as a major bicycle route, per the Cedar Park Master Plan.

Plans for pedestrian and bicycle crossing of US183 is grossly inadequate. We need a properly designed, grade separated crossing - specifically a tunnel. There are already large culverts nearby going under US183, a slightly larger culvert
designed for pedestrians and bicycles would prevent residents to the East from being cut off.

There is a disproportionate impact on the residents East of the proposed project, including the disabled.

The current US183 relocation project documents incorrectly state there are no nearby disabled which will be affected.

There will also be a disproportionate impact on those of Native American descent. The most impacted area (Park Place neighborhood) has a higher percentage of residents with Native American ancestry than the city as a whole. I have
spoken with two of them, and they do not wish to be identified in any government documents due to historical precedent.

The project is eliminating existing public facilities: Specifically, the pedestrian sidewalk along the East side of US183. The plan will have no sidewalk on the East side of US183, and therefore those residents East of the proposed project
will lose access.

The proposed US183 relocation disproportionately places the vast majority of negative effects on one section of residents.

The Destination Bell Boulevard project/"Bell Boulevard District Project"
(DBB) studies and plan specifically excluded considering effects on residents and residential properties.

Noise pollution will be increased for many residents, no significant mitigation is planned. Existing mitigation (buildings, vegetation,
distance) will be drastically reduced or eliminated. We need properly designed, deeply textured, angled and vegetated sound walls along the East side of the railroad tracks to block and disperse the noise from DBB, the current trains and
the planned increase in trains.

Noise pollution and noise changes were inadequately studied.

Mitigation efforts for increased noise pollution is grossly inadequate.

Air pollution will be increased for many residents, no significant mitigation is planned and existing mitigation (buildings, vegetation,
distance) will be drastically reduced or eliminated. Thousands (likely tens of thousands) of Americans die from particulate pollution every year, and you will be putting it in our back yards and homes.

Air pollution changes was inadequately studied, no quantitative measurements were taken, no quantitative projections were made.

Mitigation efforts for increased air pollution is grossly inadequate.

The "voting" process for DBB layout/route selection which ultimately resulted in the plans for the US183 relocation was fundamentally flawed, deceptive, "push poll" type voting where the consultants hired by Cedar park kept pointing to
the biggest dollar signs as the preferred outcome.

TxDOT induced growth analysis incorrectly states this project is not being "proposed to serve a specific development" - this claim is grossly inaccurate. The project was conceived, planned and promoted at great expense for a specific
economic development project: Destination Bell Boulevard.

The City of Cedar Park has not provided requested copies of conflict of interest disclosures or a listing of any conflicts of interest.

Cedar Park has not been transparent about how much public funding has been spent promoting DBB.

Cedar Park has not been transparent about how much public funding has been spent on property acquisition.

Cedar Park has not been transparent about how much City staff time has been spent on DBB.

Cedar Park has not been transparent about how much other City resources have been spent to support DBB.

Cedar Park has not been transparent about debt funding for DBB - there was no standalone bond referendum for DBB.

Cedar Park has not been transparent with residents about how DBB has catered to business interests and development - messaging at "business"
oriented meetings has been different from messaging at "public" or "resident" meetings.
