book friend you ever had.
The pressure to sell and re-

cruit has led to underhanded
tactics that strain, fracture and
sometimes end friendships and
family relationships. Is dinner
with an old college roommate
just about getting caught up on
the past decade or is something
else afoot? Increasingly, it’s the
latter, and it leaves women on
the receiving end feeling duped,
angry and not sure how to re-
spond.

The structure of MLMs is to
blame for many of those “Let’s
catch up!” Facebook messages
piling up in your inbox. The
more recruits or team members
your friend pulls in, the more
money she makes. It’s what the
MLM industry calls “building a
downline,” which is lingo for
bringing in another recruit as
part of your team who sells un-
der you, while you act as their
“upline” and take a cut of their
sales. The less pretty term for
this is a pyramid scheme. It’s al-
so a pretty good way to infuriate
your social network.

Back in our moms’ era, at-
tendees knew from the outset
what they were in for when in-
vited to a Tupperware party. To-
day, some are upfront about
theirMLM involvement, but not
always. That coffee with a friend
or girl’s night is — surprise! —
not about catching up but about
making a sale or recruitment to
an MLM.

“I thought I hadmade a genu-
ine connectionwith amomImet
online in amomgroup,” said Er-
in Heger of Kansas. After Heger
declined this mom’s offer to be-
come a Beachbody coach, the
woman stopped talking to her.
“It really hurt,” Heger said. “I
even invited her and her kiddo
tomy son’s first birthday party. I
felt like an idiot for thinking we
were actually friends.”

Many unsuspecting women
have relayed being pursued for
get-togethers byMLM friends to
the point of feeling stalked.
MLMs are so pervasive and tac-
tics so aggressive, they’ve in-
spired a closed Facebook group,
“Sounds like MLM but OK,”
where its 80,000+membershave
a safe place to vent about MLMs

and “their poor business struc-
ture, obnoxiousmarketing prac-
tices, and all-around awful na-
ture,” according to the group’s
public description. It adds,
“This is also aplace to vent about
your #bossbabe ‘friends’ you
haven’t talked to since 5th grade
but have awonderful opportuni-
ty for you!”

Some of those tactics include
using email lists that are nor-
mally off limits for solicitations
to send invitation blasts to par-
ties, in hopes of making a sale or
gaining a recruit under the guise
of a get-together. (My own
church member directory ex-
plicitly states that the directory
is for church and ministry use
only, but I’ve been added to at
least one MLM mailing list de-
spite that warning.) Elline Lip-
kin fromCalifornia said that her
child’s school class list was used
todupeparents into anMLM-fo-
cused party, something other
parents who might have profes-
sional services to offer do not do.

“A parent at my child’s school
spams the whole class list to in-
vite everyone over for themed
get-togethers,” said Lipkin. “I
innocently went to the first one
and walked in just as another
rep was winding up her pitch
and felt trapped for over an hour
as she told us how pure, won-
derful, well-priced, etc. this

product was. I let other parents
know (subsequently) that these
weren’t social gatherings (as
some thought, too), but I’m re-
sentful of the duplicity.”

Formanywomen, that duplic-
ity is unforgivable. Grace Alex-
ander of Georgia had a colleague
reach out to her because she
knewAlexanderwasa chef, adi-
abetic and had a background
helpingdesignmeal plans for di-
abetic residents at an assisted
living center. This colleague
asked Alexander for help creat-
ing a diet for herself to help her
blood sugars stay level and
asked if keto diets were any
good. The conversation soon
took a turn. “Of course, then she
sent me this scammy keto shake
hard-sell MLM message, and I
was so disgusted,” Alexander
said. “I unfollowed her on social
media and stopped responding
to her ‘waves’ and DMs. I felt
completely disrespected and in-
sulted byher pretending towant
my educated opinion on some-
thing I am quasi-expert in. Dis-
covering it was all a front to sell
me some ridiculous get-skinny-
fast product was just the last
straw for me.”

MLM tactics can break family
relationships, too. Jen Johnson
said that her sister started sell-
ing MLM products, something
that theirmom initially support-

ed but stopped buying when the
sister claimed the product
would cure their mom’s cancer.
Her sister ended up not speak-
ing to her mother during her fi-
nal year of life. Johnson blames
both the MLM for its tactics and
her sister for being heartless
enough to follow them. “Also,
while my mom was in hospice,
my sister attempted one final
sale by having her MLM friend
try to sell to my mom,” she said.
“I have no respect for them.”

Why would any woman en-
gage in such tactics? According
to theDirect SellingAssociation,
the national trade organization
for companies thatmarket prod-
ucts and services directly to con-
sumers through an independent
sales force, 18.6 million Ameri-
cans are involved in direct sales,
and a staggering 74 percent are
women.

These women are not setting
out to annoy their friends.Many
women want and need flexible
work options because of family
or other responsibilities, but it’s
challenging to find a standard
job that fits within school hours
or a specific set schedule, espe-
cially if you’ve been out of the
workforce a few years to care for
a child or relative. MLMs ex-
ploits so many of the fault lines
around women and the econo-
my—women remain underpaid

in the workplace and underval-
ued as stay-at-home mothers.
MLMs promise instant entre-
preneurship success, camarade-
rie with other women in a
“team” environment, and a ca-
reer identity, trappings that
standard jobs typically require
years to build and develop. The
lure of an MLM increases fur-
ther when you’re also promised
tomake loads ofmoneyworking
from home in your pajamas
while drinking wine and being
your own “boss babe” as your
friends post pictures doing just
that.

Once in an MLM, it’s chal-
lenging to leave, as Leslie Loges
from Virginia, an ex-MLMer, at-
tested. “In an attempt to leave a
job where I was burning out, I
joined anMLM for the first time
and was quite naive about
them,” she said. “My upline said
step one was to have a party to
try to recruit more consultants,
and I was tasked with getting
four people to attend. My invita-
tion to my friends was super ge-
neric and made it seem like
they’d get to try products, but I
didn’t even have samples for
them to try yet.” Loges was un-
der pressure from her upline
and desperate to get people to
RSVP. Two friends ended up
coming.

“My upline facilitated and led
the whole thing, but I was the
onewhohad chosen to be vague-
ly deceptive on the invitation,”
Loges said. “In reality, I was
deeply embarrassed to tell them
I was just trying to get them to
sign up with me. My friends
were confused and annoyed, my
upline was pretty displeased,
and the whole thing was a bit of
a disaster.”

Loges said she’s lucky that the
experience didn’t end those
friendships, but she never
brought up the MLM to those
friends again. “That was in 2013,
and I still feel shame fromtheex-
perience,” she said. “I cut the
upline out of my life this past
August when she repeatedly
askedme to host a party even af-
ter I said no. I blocked her from
contacting me - on social, email
and phone. She texted me from
someone else’s phone a couple
weeks ago. I blocked that num-
ber, too.”

For example, in the cur-
rent test — two minutes of
situps, two minutes of
pushups, a 2-mile run —
younger soldiers must do
more repetitions and run
faster to pass and getmax-
imum scores than those
who are older or female.

Townsend said the new
testwasdesignedbasedon
scientific research that
matched specific exercises
to tasks that soldiers in
combat must do: sprint
away from fire, carry a
wounded comrade on a
stretcher, haul cans of fuel
to a truck.

The scoring is divided
into three levels that re-
quire soldiers with more
physically demanding
jobs, such as infantry or
armor, to score higher.

“We needed to change
the culture of fitness in the
United States Army. We
had a high number of non-
deployable soldiers that
had a lot of muscular/skel-
etal injuries and medical
challenges because we
hadn’t trained them froma
fitness perspective in the
rightway,” saidArmyMaj.
Gen. Malcolm Frost, com-
mander of the Army’s
Center for Initial Military
Training and the officer in
charge of developing the
new fitness test. “The goal
is about a having a more
combat-ready army.”

Frost said that about
one-third of the soldiers
who come into the service
leave before their third
year, many because of
muscular skeletal injuries.
The new test, he said, will
help screen out recruits
who are less physically fit
and mentally disciplined.

Thosewhomake the cut
are more likely to stay in
the service.

It will also challenge se-
nior officers such as
Sampson, who have been
doing less physical desk
jobs.

“It breaks the mindset

of `I am an intel soldier,“’
said Sampson. “It changes
it to ‘I am a soldier,’ be-
cause bullets on the battle-
field don’t discriminate.”

The Associated Press
was with Frost on a recent
sunny Tuesday as he
watched soldiers from
three battalions go
through the test. The six
events take nearly an hour
and are done in order with
only a fewminutes’ rest in
between:

• a dead lift, with
weights between 140
pounds and 340 pounds.

• a standing power
throw, which requires sol-
diers to throw a 10-pound
medicine ball backward
and overhead.

• hand-release pushups,
completing as many as
possible in two minutes.

• the “sprint-drag-car-
ry” that includes a 50-yard
sprint, a 50-yard back-
ward sled drag, a 50-yard
lateral, where soldiers
shuttle sideways down the
lane and back, a 50-yard
carry of two40-poundket-
tle bells and a 50-yard
sprint.

• after a short rest, the
soldiers do the leg tuck
pullup, as many as possi-
ble in two minutes.

• a 2-mile run.
“Many folks find it easy

to do the maximum stan-
dard for the current test,”
Frost said. “This new test
is gender andageneutral. I

cannot max this test.”
Across the country, 63

battalions are working on
the final test development
and will eventually go
back to their units and
train others. By Oct. 1, the
entire Army will be using
the test. By October 2020,
it will be the official exam
that all soldiers will have
to pass.

Technique is key to suc-
cess.

As the soldiers lined up
to fling the medicine ball
back over their heads,
coaches stood by ready to
shove them out of the way
if the ball went straight up
andcame right backdown.

The first throws landed
with a chorus of thuds;
many throws fell short.
But the second and third
tries went farther as sol-
diers figured out when to
release the ball.

Next they quickly
moved to pushups.

Crouched beside a sol-
dier straining to master
the hand-release, Frost
shouts out encouragement
and then drops down to
demonstrate proper form.
Each time the soldier low-
ers his body, both hands
must quickly lift off the
ground and immediately
press back down for the
next pushup.

A few lanes away, Staff
Sgt. Idis Arroyo, has start-
ed what most consider the
toughest element, the

sprint-drag-carry. Pulling
the 90-pound sled back-
ward down the lane, her
feet slip and she stumbles.

“C’mon get up! Get up,
pull, pull!” a coach yells.
Arroyo bounces up, drags
it to the end and shifts
quickly to the next move-
ment.

How hard was it?
“It was pretty difficult,”

said Arroyo, who is with
the 519th Military Intelli-
gence Battalion. “Once we
got into the sprint-drag-
carry and then sprint
again and the laterals and
all that, I think that was
actually the hardest part.”

But she said she knows
it will help her when she
has to embed with a com-
bat unit.

Commanders said the
test will be harder at first
for less fit soldiers or long-
time veterans, who are in
less physical jobs, and
many may fail at first. But
they said that over time, as
soldiers adjust and get
stronger, their scores will
improve.

Lt. Col. Eric Haas, com-
mander of Arroyo’s battal-
ion, watched as his sol-
diers powered through the
test. He said it was very

telling to watch fit leaders
struggle.

“This is a good assess-
ment of where we are
physically,” Haas said.
“For years I’ve been taking
the Army physical fitness
test and that’s the most
miserable I think I’ve seen
a 2-mile finish line.”

Sampson, who is also
with the 519th battalion
and has deployed three
times to Iraq andAfghani-
stan, said improving fit-
nesswillmake his soldiers
more prepared to do their
jobs.

“It doesn’t matter that
90 percent of the time I
may sit in a chair working
behind a computer,” he
said. “I’m going to have to
move a person from point
A to point B.”

As for his expected em-
barrassment on the test?
He scored well and
passed.

This letter is in regards to the TXDOT Open House we attended on Tuesday, February 19, 2019 
concerning the U.S. 69 Corridor Project.  

We, Robert and Paula Hardin, have lived in our home in Warren, TX on U.S. 69 since December 2008 
after we lost our previous home to Hurricane Ike. At the time, we were not in the market to purchase 
another home but a natural disaster necessitated that need. Since moving into what we assumed would 
be our forever home in 2008, we have completed many costly projects to create a place that we are 
proud of and a home that we would be able to live in far past our retirements. We have worked as a 
couple alongside multiple contractors to make this house our own over the past ten years.  Projects 
include, but are not limited to: pouring concrete on mulitple occasions, adding a deck onto the house, 
creating a patio with outdoor kitchen attached to the garage, installing a full set of new windows, 
purchasing metal roofs for the patio and carport, creating a second full bathroom, purchasing a new roof 
for the entire home, redecorating and retiling the fireplace, putting down new flooring in the living room, 
painting every room in the house, purchasing a new HVAC system and electrical box, etc.  Most recently, 
we completed a floor to ceiling kitchen renovation that cost over $20,000. 

The revelation that our home could be absorbed into this project has been startling to say the least. Had 
we even an inkling that something like this could occur, we never would have spent the money and time 
we did to improve this house over the past 10 years.

The Texas Department of Transportation (TxDOT) 
Beaumont District US 69 corridor study spans 
approximately 60 miles stretching across Tyler and 
Hardin Counties (from US 96 to the Jasper/Angelina 
County line) and is a signifi cant contributor to the 
Texas economy and the public. Priority funding has 
been secured for the fi rst segment, which is located 
from FM 1003 near the Big Thicket National Preserve 
to Warren, Texas (“Gateway to the Big Thicket”).

After the Open House, TxDOT requested a change in the design of Alternative C to avoid the 
Big Thicket National Preserve.  The Project Team designed three options as shown in the 
attached Exhibit and presented them to TxDOT for further consideration.  All three options 
would avoid the Big Thicket National Preserve, which would allow the project to stay on 
track within the current schedule and eliminate a possible Section 4(f) impact.   
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
