Proposed Improvements to I-635/I-20 from United States Highway (US) 80 to State Highway (SH) 161 

CSJs: 2374-02-146; 2374-03-085; 2374-04-081 
  
The Texas Department of Transportation (TxDOT) is proposing improvements to I-635/I-20 from US 80 to SH 161 
in Dallas County, Texas, a distance of approximately 32 miles. TxDOT will conduct two public meetings to discuss 
and receive public comments on the proposed project. Both meetings will present the same information and will 
be held in an open house format with no formal presentation. Representatives from TxDOT and project 
consultants will be available to answer questions about the proposed project improvements. The meeting dates, 
times, and locations are provided below:

The proposed improvements would add frontage road segments along the interstate where none currently exist 
to provide continuous one-way frontage roads (two lanes in each direction). Intersection, ramp and main lane 
improvements would also be considered to accommodate the addition of frontage roads. 
  
Maps depicting the proposed project’s location and preliminary geometric design will be available for viewing at 
the public meetings. This information will also be available for public inspection Monday through Friday between 
the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. at the TxDOT Dallas District Office located at 4777 East Highway 80, 
Mesquite, Texas 75150. Meeting information will also be available online at www.keepitmovingdallas.com under 
Upcoming Public Hearing/Meeting. 
  
All interested persons are invited to attend the public meeting. Written comments from the public are requested 
and will be accepted for a period of 15 calendar days following the public meeting. Written comments may be 
submitted either in person at the public meeting, by mail to the TxDOT Dallas District Office, Attention: Mr. 
Stephen Endres, P.E., 4777 East Highway 80, Mesquite, TX 75150-6643, or by email addressed to 
Stephen.Endres@txdot.gov. Written comments must be received or postmarked on or before Friday, November 
24, 2017 to be included in the documentation of the public meeting.  
  
The public meeting will be conducted in English. Persons interested in attending the meetings who have special 
communication or accommodation needs, such as the need for an interpreter, are encouraged to contact the 
TxDOT Dallas District Public Information Office at (214) 320-4480.
