Access Control has changed for the frontage along the 19 acre tract 
(located at the SW Corner of SH 114 & Solana Blvd).  The previous 
existing access control shown on the July 2018 Schematic along the 
19 acre tract was approximately 350’ and now the access control is 
approximately 1200’.  There is a 100’ wide gap in access control to 
allow for a future driveway, but we were wondering what changed 
between July and October? What is the driver for the access control 
along the 19 Acre Tract?  There does appear to be in on-ramps, off-
ramps, walls, or anything else that cause this to warrant access 
control. Equity Office would like some flexibility to the location of a 
future driveway, so fine tuning the access control would help.

CRUNCHING THE
NUMBERS
There are 15.6 million

registered voters in Texas,
3.1 million of them are
between 18 and 29. That’s
about 4,000 more than
those who are 65 and
older.
Despite their larger

numbers, just a fraction of
young voters actually cast
ballots in the last two
mid-term elections, the
Star-Telegram analysis of
voter data provided by the
Texas Secretary of State’s
Office shows.
In 2014, just 323,094

voted in the general elec-
tion, compared with 1.4
million voters who were
65 and older. In 2010,
only 202,929 young voters
cast ballots, compared
with 768,415 voters who
were 65 and older.
And earlier this year,

only around 60,000
young voters cast ballots
in the primary election,
compared with the
723,252 ballots cast by
Texans who are 65 and
older.
“National turnout

among young voters is low
in presidential elections
and even lower in the
midterms,” said Matthew
Eshbaugh-Soha, who
heads the political science
department at the
University of North Texas
in Denton. “Texas voter
turnout is among the low-
est in the nation, regard-

less of whether it is presi-
dential or midterm.”
Generally, presidential

elections tend to draw the
most enthusiasm from
younger voters.
“Midterms are more

about who stays home
than who turns out,” Esh-
baugh-Soha said. “I re-
main skeptical and given
the trends, if I were a
candidate for elected
office, I wouldn’t bet my
campaign on young vot-
ers.
“They are just not re-

liable voters.”
But Benjamin Alvarez,

18, a senior at the Young
Men’s Leadership Acade-
my in Fort Worth, said he
plans to break that percep-
tion. He said he won’t
miss voting this election.
“It’s my first time,”

Alvarez said. “I’m ready to
vote. I want to practice my
right as an American citi-
zen.”
Election workers are

doing everything they can
think of to draw younger
voters to the polls on Elec-
tion Day.
High schools are doing

voter registration drives to
encourage 18-year-olds to
vote. And state lawmak-
ers, including state Rep.
Charlie Geren, even have
delivered voter regis-
tration forms to schools to
help out.
Geren, R-Fort Worth,

doesn’t know if younger
voters will head to the
polls this November.
But he wanted to do his

part to help get as many
registered as possible.
So he delivered voter

registration forms to high
schools in his district, to
help principals helping to
grow the number of new

voters. Texas law lets high
school principals serve as
deputy voter registrars to
help register students who
will be 18 by Election Day.
“We need to try to get

younger people registered
so they’ll vote,” he said.

Social media may be the

name of the game for
younger voters.
Snapchat is getting

involved, kicking off a
voter registration
initiative.
The popular app is send-

ing “Register to Vote”
links to the profile pages
of all users over the age of
18 — and releasing a voter
registration filter to help
non-voting users.
Facebook is encourag-

ing voters to turn out,
even displaying a remind-
er to register to vote at the
top of many news feeds.
And a new social short-

form series, called “Be
Woke,” has been launched
to encourage Gen Z and
millennial voters to head
to the polls this year. This
campaign includes a num-
ber of entertainers — from
Kim Kardashian and Wil-
l.i.am to Hilary Swank and
Jamie Foxx — in the effort
encouraging young voters,
particularly those of color,
to get involved in politics.
“There is a serious

problem in our country
surrounding our youngest
generations and involve-
ment in the political pro-
cess,” said Deon Taylor, a
movie director who helped
create this project that will
air on Twitter, Instagram
and Facebook. “We hope
this movement is conta-
gious and a broader na-
tional voice is heard dur-
ing future elections.”
Across the country,

some are touting a
#TurnoutTuesday cam-
paign that documents
weekly voter awareness
efforts on social media.
Unique Stewart, 21, a

junior who is the student
body president at the
University of North Texas
at Dallas, said technology
is a great tool, but many
young people don’t vote
because they are still try-
ing to figure out where
they stand on issues. Of-
ten, they haven’t decided
if they are Democrat,
Republican or Independ-
ent.
Stewart said their best

voter awareness efforts
combine social media with
frank discussions about
how issues affect friends.
She said some students
registered after hearing
this message from im-
migrant classmates: “I
wish somebody told me
that I could have a say.”
Stewart said her gener-

ation knows they out-
number older voters, but
like the experts, she too is
waiting for her classmates
to show up at the polls.
“We can take over the

world if we want to,”
Stewart said.
