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Abstract 

The Texas Department of Transportation (TxDOT) Environmental Affairs Division (ENV) 

contracted Blanton & Associates, Inc. (B&A) to conduct a reconnaissance-level historic 

resources survey for the proposed roadway improvements along United States Highway (US) 59 

in Redland, Angelina County, Texas (see Figures 1 and 2 in Appendix C). B&A’s survey efforts 

included a 1.8-mile section on US 59 from south of Farm-to-Market (FM) 2021 to north of Loop 

287. The proposed project would require approximately 53.8 acres of new right-of-way (ROW). 

The Area of Potential Effect (APE) is the existing ROW where no new ROW is required, and 150 

feet from the proposed ROW where new ROW is required. Since the proposed project requires 

approximately 53.8 acres, the proposed project has the potential to adversely affect historic 

properties. Because the project meets Appendix 6 of the Section 106 Programmatic Agreement 

(PA) among the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA), TxDOT, the Texas State Historic 

Preservation Office (SHPO), and the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation, a 

reconnaissance-level historic resources survey is required to identify and evaluate historic 

properties within the APE and determine potential effects to historic properties.  

B&A reviewed the Texas Historical Commission’s (THC) Texas Historic Sites Atlas to identify any 

previously identified historic resources within the 1,300-foot study area of the proposed project. 

There are no State Antiquities Landmarks (SAL), National Historic Landmarks (NHL), Recorded 

Texas Historic Landmarks (RTHL), or National Register of Historic Places (NRHP)-listed 

properties within the 1,300-foot study area.  

In January 2018, B&A completed a reconnaissance-level historic resources survey and 

identified 58 resources at 47 locations (Resource Nos. 1 through 47) constructed in or prior to 

1977 within the proposed project’s APE. B&A recommends that none of the inventoried 

resources are eligible for listing on the NRHP either individually or as part of a larger property, 

historic district, or rural historic landscape. 

The March 2018 reconnaissance-level survey report recommended that one of the properties 

that will be displaced, Resource Nos. 25A and 25B (the former Redland Drive-in Theatre), is not 

eligible for the National Register of Historic Places (NRHP). However, the State Historic 

Preservation Office (SHPO) reviewer requested more information regarding the historic integrity 

of the building. Therefore, TxDOT hired B&A in May 2018 to conduct intensive investigations of 

the property to document the property’s history and further assess its historic integrity. Based 

on B&A’s in-depth research of the property, B&A maintained its recommendation that Resource 

Nos. 25A and 25B are not eligible for the NRHP under Criterion A, B, or C.

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Project Setting/Study Area 

▪ Study Area  

 The northern half of the study area is located in the community of Redland, and the 

southern half of the study area is just north of the edge of the city of Lufkin. The 

northern portion of the study area has a mix of residential, religious, and light industrial 

commercial properties, as well as scattered woodlands. The southern portion of the 

study area is predominantly agricultural properties with scattered woodlands. The large 

ranch on the west side of US 59 south of Redland is the Winston 8 Ranch (Resource 

Nos. 37A through 37C). The southern project limit at the edge of the city of Lufkin is 

more developed, largely with commerical and light industrial properties. 

▪ Previously Evaluated Historic Resources  

 There are two historic-age bridges in the APE: US 59 at Mill Creek (National Bridge 

Inventory [NBI] Number 110030017602062) built in 1963 and US 59 at Union Pacific 

Railroad (NBI Number 110030017602060) built in 1949. These bridges were 

determined not NRHP-eligible as part of TxDOT’s Texas Historic Bridge Inventory and 

Evaluation of 1945-1965 Bridges, and they are covered under the Advisory Council on 

Historic Preservation (ACHP) Program Comment for Common Post-1945 Concrete and 

Steel Bridges. Per TxDOT instruction, B&A did not document and inventory these two 

bridges as part of this survey effort. However, for information purposes only, they are 

mapped on Figures 3.1 and 3.2 in Appendix C.

▪ Historic Land Use  

 Historically the study area was largely residential along present-day Winston 8 Road 

Road, and consisted primarily of single family homes and domestic outbuildings, and 

some small-scale subsistence farms. Larger agricultural properties were located south 

of Winston 8 Ranch Road east and west of present-day US 59. There were several 

churches in the area to serve the surrounding community. The arrival of the railroads in 

the late nineteenth century led to the area’s first period of residential growth. The

proliferation of the automobile in the mid-twentieth century and construction of new 

roads in the study area led to a secondary residential boom as Redland became a 

bedroom community for Lufkin. The majority of the houses in the project area were 

constructed during this time period. Transportation-related businesses such as auto 

repair shops were constructed along major thoroughfares.  

▪ Current Land Use and Environment  

 The current land use in the study area is a mix of residential, agricultural, commercial, 

and light industrial. The northern half of the project area is residental and located within 

the community of Redland. The southern half of the project area is comprised of 

predominately agricultural properties with scattered woodlands. The southern project 

limit is at the edge of the city of Lufkin and is more developed, largely with light 

industrial and commercial properties. 

▪ Historic Period(s) and Property Types  

 The anticipated project letting date is 2022; therefore, the survey cut-off date is 1977, 

and all pre-1978 resources are considered historic-age. Property types in the study area 

and in the APE include domestic, religious, transportation-related, recreation-related, 

commercial, funerary, and agricultural.  

Domestic Resources 

Domestic resources are the most common property type within the APE. There are 48 

inventoried resources within the APE that are either currently or historically domestic 

resources. The domestic resources were all constructed between ca. 1925 and ca. 

1975. They consist of single-family dwellings with associated garages and domestic 

outbuildings and associated resources (such as wells or tennis courts). Several of these 

resources are also located on agricultural properties or were historically or currently 

commercial properties. As such, they are also identified under the agricultural and 

commercial property types as applicable. 

The domestic resources exhibit a variety of styles including modest Craftsman, Minimal 

Traditional, and Ranch. However, a majority of the domestic resources within the APE 

exhibit no distinguishing style or notable form or are modest versions of national and 

regional architecture.  

The Craftsman style (such as Resource Nos. 11 and 16A) was one of the dominant 

styles for smaller homes in Texas in the first thirty years of the twentieth century. 

Characteristics of the style include exposed rafter tails, decorative beams under the 

gables, knee braces under the eaves, prominent partial and full-width porches, and 

square or battered porch supports that break above the porch floor and extend to 
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ground level. Craftsman houses were often constructed in the bungalow form 

(characterized by one or one-and-a-half stories and a low-pitched gabled roof). 

The remaining domestic resources are Minimal Traditional, Ranch, and residences with 

no distinct architectural style. Minimal Traditional houses (like Resource No. 21) were 

the main house type in Texas from the 1940s into the mid-1950s. Largely inexpensive 

to construct, these small houses were usually side-gable buildings with a projecting front 

ell and exhibited limited architectural detailing.  

With the post-war economic boom and increased prosperity of the 1950s through the 

1960s, homeowners constructed larger Ranch style homes (such as Resource Nos. 8, 9, 

14, 23, 24, 31, 36A, 39A, and 45) instead of the smaller Minimal Traditional 

residences. These homes had a more horizontal appearance and rectangular form with 

lower pitched gable (sometimes with a cross-gable) and hipped roofs, large picture 

windows, and often attached or integrated carports and garages.  

Residential secondary structures, including domestic sheds, well houses, tennis courts, 

and detached carports and garages, are typically not considered individually eligible for 

the NRHP, but rather as contributing resources to NRHP-eligible residences. They are 

sometimes more modest versions of the form and style of the main residence.  

Religious Resources 

There is one religious resource within the APE of the proposed project, the Redland 

Baptist Church (Resource No. 3). With some exceptions, church architecture often 

reflects regional and national architectural and building trends rather than the 

associated religion. Per National Park Service (NPS) guidance, a religious resource must 

meet Criterion Consideration A (Religious Properties) and be considered significant 

under Criterion A, B, or C. As such, religious resources are considered potentially NRHP-

eligible if they reflect regional or national architectural or building trends, are the work of 

a master, or have significant associations with persons or events identified in the 

historic context. Religious resources are not considered historically significant purely for 

their association with a particular religious organization or for their role within that 

organization’s history. 

Transportation-related Resources 

There is one building within the APE that currently functions as transportation-related 

resource: Resource No. 7, which is an automobile repair shop. Constructed ca. 1925, 

the building (which was originally a house) does not exhibit any unique or distinguishing 

style or architectural details. Since Resource No. 7 was originally a residence, it was also 

assessed as a domestic resource. 

Recreational Resources 

There are three recreation related resources within the APE: Resource Nos. 25A and 

25B (both associated with a ca. 1950 drive-in theater) and Resource No. 37B (a ca. 
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1970 tennis court on private property). Recreational resources are often important 

within the local history of a specific locale. For example, a drive-in theater may be 

significant Under Criterion A for its association with family entertainment trends and car 

culture of the post-World War II era, or under Criterion C as one of the only intact 

examples of a mid-century drive-in movie theater in the area.1  It is unlikely that a drive-

in theater would be significant under Criterion B. A tennis court on private property is 

rarely individually NRHP-eligible, but may be a contributing feature to a larger NRHP-

eligible property. In rare cases, a tennis court may be individually NRHP-eligible if it has 

important associations with significant events or people important within the history of 

tennis, or if its design is unique or represents a distinct aesthetic. 

Commercial Resources 

There are nine properties within the APE that either historically or currently operate as 

commercial resources (Resource Nos. 6, 7, 25A, 25B, 26, 34, 36A, 43, and 44). They 

were constructed between ca. 1950 and ca. 1975 and include a restaurant, an auto 

wrecking business, the Redland Drive-in (which is also assessed as a recreational 

resource), a storage shed for an adjacent business, and an office for the Winston Land 

& Cattle, LTD. Only one of the buildings exhibits a distinguishing architectural style, 

Resource No. 36A, which appears to have formerly been a Ranch style residence, and is 

also identified as a domestic resource above. Resource No. 7 is also a former residence 

and inventoried as a domestic resource as well. The remaining historic-age commercial 

resources within the APE are nondescript, architecturally indistinct buildings constructed 

of common materials. Because commercial and light industrial resources are ubiquitous 

to Texas, the integrity level for identified resources is considered high. 

Funerary Resources 

There is one funerary resource within the APE, the Walker Cemetery (Resource No. 35). 

All funerary resources must meet Criterion Consideration D (Cemeteries) and be 

significant under Criterion A, B, or C. There are several ways that a cemetery may meet 

Criterion Consideration D. A cemetery may contain graves of persons of transcendent 

importance, such as persons who achieved great importance in their field or persons 

who had significant impacts on the history of their community. A funerary resource may 

also meet Consideration D if it has achieved relative great age within the context of the 

surrounding community, or if it exhibits distinctive design values for its landscape 

architecture, engineering, or mortuary art and sculpture. Finally, a cemetery may meet 

Criterion Consideration D if it has a significant association with historical events, such as 

a Civil War battle, or for its potential to yield important archaeological information. 

Agricultural Resources 

Within the APE, there are three agricultural resources within the APE all associated with 

the Winston 8 Ranch: Resource Nos. 37A, 37B, and 37C (house, tennis courts, and 

outbuilding, respectively). Resource No. 37A is also inventoried as a residential 
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resource, and Resource No. 37B is also inventoried as a recreational resource. As 

outlined in the Agricultural Theme Study for Central Texas, agricultural properties tend to 

be spatially organized into three distinct zones: the domestic work zone, the agricultural 

work zone, and fields and pastures. The domestic work zone includes the main house of 

the property and associated support features such as garages, carports, small sheds, 

windmills, wells, and root or storm cellars. Sometimes there are also ancillary features 

such as a private pool or in the case of Resource No. 37, a private tennis court. Unlike 

the agricultural work zone where the function or activity of the property dictates the 

types of buildings and structures located therein, the domestic work zone’s buildings 

and structures reflect the time period in which they were built rather than the domestic 

activities that occur. Small sheds may be clad in wood or corrugated metal while 

windmills are often metal construction.  

The agricultural work zone is comprised of resources that support the property’s 

activities, whether it is farming or livestock production. Buildings and structures in this 

zone include barns, sheds, livestock pens and corrals, chicken coops, windmills, wells, 

and equipment storage buildings. These resources are most often located close to the 

domestic work zone, although sometimes the original residence or associated domestic 

buildings are no longer extant and/or the landholdings have been subdivided and sold, 

severing the connection between domestic and agricultural work zone resources. 

The agricultural work zone resources are a direct reflection of the function and activity of 

the property. As such, the function of the property dictates the type and size of these 

buildings and structures. Most often the barns, larger sheds, and equipment storage 

buildings are transverse (front gable) or side gable, sometimes with a side room on one 

elevation exhibiting open bays, and have wood or corrugated metal cladding. Most 

livestock agricultural properties have loafing sheds – front gable, long rectangular 

buildings with open bays used for feeding livestock in the agricultural work zone and 

pastures.  

The fields and pastures are located adjacent to the agricultural work zone and include 

crop fields or grazing areas for livestock. This zone is largely devoid of buildings except 

loafing sheds for livestock, windmills, stock ponds, and feed bins.  

▪  Integrity of Historic Setting  

 B&A’s survey found that existing impacts within the project area that affect the integrity 

of historic setting include:

Survey Methods 

▪ Methodological Description  

 Since the proposed project requires approximately 53.8 acres, the proposed project has 

the potential to adversely affect historic properties. Because the project meets Appendix 

6 of the Section 106 PA among FHWA, TxDOT, the Texas SHPO, and the Advisory Council 

on Historic Preservation, a reconnaissance-level historic resources survey is required to 

identify and evaluate historic properties within the APE and determine potential effects to 

historic properties.  

B&A surveyed and documented all buildings and structures constructed in or before 

1977, and any potential historic districts on parcels within or partially within the APE. The 

team identified and surveyed a total of 47 properties with 58 historic-age resources. The 

identified resources include domestic, religious, commercial, transportation-related, 

recreation-related, funerary, and agricultural-related resources These properties and 

resources are mapped on Figures 4.1 through 4.4 in Appendix C. B&A documented and 

evaluated only those historic-age buildings that are within or partially within the APE of 

the project.  

During field survey, B&A took at least two photographs of each resource, including both 

primary façade and a side elevation. In cases where vegetation, fencing, lack of access 

at the time of the survey, distance from the public ROW, or safety concerns limited or 
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prohibited photographic documentation, B&A provided the best view available from the 

public ROW. B&A noted any photodocumentation limitations on the survey forms in 

Appendix B.  

B&A consulted the Angelina County Appraisal District (CAD) information to assist with 

estimated dates of construction; however, these dates were often inaccurate. 

B&A also consulted HistoricAerials.com, which has aerial photography from 1947, 1996, 

2004, 2009, 2010, and 2012 and topographic maps from 1950, 1961, 1980, 1981, 

and 2004. The U.S. Geological Survey (USGS) has aerial photography from 1947, 1977, 

1979, and 1982. B&A’s estimated dates of construction for the historic-age (and non-

historic-age) resources are based on review of this aerial photography, topographic 

maps, background research, and field investigations.  

▪ Comments on Methods  

B&A completed the historic resources survey in accordance with TxDOT Environmental 

Affairs Division’s (ENV) instruction and October 2017 Documentation Standard and 

Report Template for Preparing an Historic Resources Survey Report. 

Survey Results 

▪ Project Area Description 

 The proposed project is located in central Angelina county, in and south of the town of 

Redland. It follows US 59 for approximately 1.8 miles. The northern portion of the 

project area is primarily residential with scattered religious and commercial properties 

along US 59. The southern end of the project is characterized by the large Winston 8 

Ranch to the east of US 59 and scattered commerical and residential properties west of 

US 59.  

▪ Literature Review 

 B&A conducted the literature review in accordance with the TxDOT-approved Research 

Design and examined available reports, studies, maps, and other data pertinent to the 

survey area. This task commenced with an investigation of the Texas Historical 

Commission’s (THC) Texas Historic Sites Atlas and the National Register Information 

System (NRIS) website. 

Before, during, and after the completion of fieldwork, B&A historians conducted 

research of published and unpublished materials, aerial photographs, maps, and 

vertical files. Although B&A reviewed dozens of sources, the most applicable information 
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utilized in this historic resources survey report (HRSR) is listed below by repository or 

online source:

Historical Context Statement 

 Areas of Significance: Exploration/Settlement; Community Planning and Development 

Period of Significance:  

Exploration/Settlement (1853 to 1882): B&A added Exploration/Settlement based on 

the identification and inventory of the ca. 1855 Walker Cemetery (Resource No. 35) 

during field survey. The period of significance begin date coincides with the earliest 

known burial in the Walker Cemetery. The end date coincides with the arrival of the 

Houston, East and West Texas Railroad to the area, which led to the foundation of 

Lufkin and opened the area to broader regional and state markets.  

Community Planning and Development (1920 to 1977): The begin date coincides with 

the estimated date of the earliest domestic resource in the APE. The end date coincides 

with the survey cut-off date, as well as around the time the Winston 8 Ranch was 

established in the APE. 
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Historical Context 

Exploration/Settlement (1853 to 1882) 

Early exploration and settlement within the project APE is indicated by the presence of 

the mid-nineteenth century Walker Cemetery (Resource No. 35). The cemetery is the 

only extant resource dating from this time period within the APE, and as a result this 

historic theme focuses on the specific development and history of the cemetery. 

Until the mid-nineteenth century, the project area remained largely uninhabited, with the 

exception of a handful of scattered settlers. 2 In 1846, Angelina County was officially 

formed out of Nacogdoches County, and the town of Marion (roughly 12 miles west of 

Lufkin) became the county seat. Settlers began arriving to the area shortly thereafter, 

and the 1847 census shows that the population of Angelina County was roughly 834, 

including 679 Anglo-Americans and 154 slaves.3 The county was primarily comprised of 

small, loose-knit communities such as Redland in the northern project area, with 

settlers mostly engaging in subsistence farming and ranching. Settled before the Civil 

War, the community of Redland was located at the intersection of the former Native 

American trade route Bedias Road (which roughly followed present-day US 59) and the 

Cherokee Road (which traveled east to west). The community got its name from the rich 

red color of the soil, and settlers moved to the area in the late 1840s to take advantage 

of its meandering creeks and its location as a crossroads of regional trade routes.  

One of the early settlers to Redland was Thomas R. Walker, who arrived in the area in 

1846. Walker married Emily Z. Briscoe in 1851, and throughout the late 1840s and into 

the 1850s and 1860s, Walker served alternately as sheriff and county judge. In 1858 

he purchased and farmed 217.8 acres of land in present-day Redland. Local families 

had already been using a portion of his land as an informal cemetery, which is now part 

of present-day Walker Cemetery. Early burials include Caroline E. Briscoe (likely an aunt 

of Emily Walker) who died in 1853 and Nathaniel S. Abney, young son of early settler 

Paul C. Abney, who died in 1855.4  

In 1853 Angelina County’s first saw and grist mill was constructed. The no-longer extant 

mill was located along Peach Creek (present-day Mill Creek), roughly 50 feet west of 

present-day US 59 within the boundaries of the present-day Winston 8 Ranch.5 The mill 

helped provide roughhewn lumber for the early homesteads and outbuildings in the 

area. In 1859, members of the Redland community organized the Liberty Baptist 

Church, with the original site near the present-day drive-in (Resource No. 25).6 That year 

Angelina County had grown to 4,271, of which 427 were slaves.7 During the 1860s, the 

Redland area experienced a wave of new settlers, many of whose descendants are 

buried in Walker Cemetery. In 1877, Thomas Walker died and was buried on his 

property in what was then called Red Land cemetery (present-day Walker Cemetery, 

Resource No. 35).

In 1882 the Houston, East and West Texas Railroad came through the area, and the 

town of Lufkin, which had formerly been a small settlement known as Denman Springs, 

was established as a stop along the railroad. The arrival of the railroad, and access to a 

reliable transportation system that could easily move goods, propelled the lumber 

industry in the area, setting off the trajectory of the region’s economy to come. Lufkin 

eventually eclipsed all other communities in the surrounding area, and Redland 

remained a small outpost.  

In 1892, Emily Walker deeded part of the Red Land Cemetery land to the community 

trustees, and a neighboring landholder J.W. Chamblee also deeded some of his 

property, for a total of three acres. In 1893 Emily Walker passed away, and was buried 

in the cemetery. Additional acreage has been added to the cemetery over the years.8 

The cemetery was incorporated in 1981 and is currently maintained by the Tom Walker 

Cemetery Association.  Records indicate that there may be over 900 burials in the 

cemetery, dating from the 1850s through present-day. 9 

Community Planning and Development (1920 to 1977) 

The project area remained rural in the first few decades of the twentieth century, with 

the timber industry dominating the economy. Some small-scale agricultural activity also 

occurred in the county, focused largely on corn and cotton production, as well as cattle 

ranching.10 By 1910, only 26 percent of the county’s acreage was farmland. The county 

had 1,403 farms, and the main cash crops were corn and wheat. Livestock centered on 

cattle and hogs, with just under 19,000 cattle and just over 32,000 hogs. However, 

100,488 acres of the farmland in Angelina County was woodland.11 Several sawmills 

operated in Redland, and there were over 150 lumber companies in the county in the 

                                                 
2 Ted Mayberry, The Redlander (Lufkin, Texas: Self-published, 1981), 7.

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first few decades of the 1900s.12 In East Texas, lumber production peaked between 

1907 and 1916 when the annual average production was 1.75 billion board feet per 

year in the area.13  

Roadways in Angelina County in the early 1900s were limited to mainly unpaved, rural 

roads connecting small communities. However, the numerous railroads that served the 

lumber industries, including the Houston East and West Texas Railway, St. Louis 

Southwestern Railroad, Angelina and Neches River Railroad, and the Eastern Texas 

Railroad, enticed further settlement in the area.14 The county’s population doubled 

between 1900 and 1930 from 13,481 to 27,803. Many of the new arrivals settled in 

Lufkin to work in the burgeoning oil equipment industry. The city experienced a massive 

population boom, more than quadrupling between 1900 and 1930, from 1,527 in 1900 

to 7,311 in 1930.15 The community of Redland jumped from just 25 residents in 1933 

to 700 in 1936 and had a school, sawmill, and church.16  

Residences constructed during the population boom of the 1920s and into the 1930s 

often reflected the Craftsman style (e.g. Resource Nos. 11 and 16A). The Craftsman 

style was a departure from the steeper-pitched roofs and spindlework detailing of earlier 

architectural styles. Craftsman houses exhibited lower-pitched roofs and more 

substantial bracketing, inset porches, and batter porch supports. Made popular via 

pattern books and popular magazines, it began appearing in residential construction 

throughout Texas and the country.17 

The Great Depression in the 1930s brought difficult economic times to much of the 

state and to the lumber industry in Angelina County. Poor lumber harvesting practices, 

coupled with a sharp decrease in demand for building supplies, plummeted the lumber 

industry to some of the lowest production levels since the turn of the century. In 1932, 

the state produced only 350 million board feet of lumber, down 85 percent from

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1907.18 Cattle production also dropped to 15,497 in 1925 and the number of hogs 

decreased to 13,595.19  

The discovery of oil in Angelina County in the mid-1930s helped buoy the economy, and 

companies in Lufkin switched from repairing sawmill machinery to producing drilling rigs 

and refinery equipment.20 Additionally, unlike other areas of the state where residents 

abandoned their farms and ranches and moved to cities with manufacturing and 

industrial jobs, many residents in Angelina County started embracing less labor-

intensive ranching pursuits, and the number of cattle increased to 18,659 in 1935. The 

number of farms also increased to 2,802.21  

Transportation improvements beginning in the 1930s and through the 1950s also 

helped the county’s economy as the improvements created more reliable trade 

corridors. By 1930, State Highway (SH) 35 was an improved road extending from Lufkin, 

south to Corpus Christi and north to Logansport at the Louisiana border. In 1935, the 

Texas Highway Department (THD) designated US 59 from Jefferson, through Carthage 

and San Augustine to the east of Lufkin, and terminating in Port Arthur. However, in 

1942, THD designated SH 35 to US 59, transferring the alignment through San 

Augustine to SH 96.22 In the late 1940s, THD also realigned a portion of US 59 to the 

east near the southern project limit. By 1952, FM 2021 was designated and extended 

nine miles from Clawson to the east of the project area to US 59 in Redland.23

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Improved transportation networks in Angelina County and throughout Texas helped open 

the way for the golden age of the automobile in the state. In 1930, nearly 27 million 

vehicles were registered in the state; by 1955, that number had more than doubled to 

over 62 million.24 Roadside attractions such as amusement parks, themed restaurants, 

and movie theaters, along with motels and hotels, opened along highways throughout 

the state. The first drive-in movie theater in the country opened in 1933 in New Jersey; 

however, drive-in theaters did not become more widespread until the invention of in-car 

sound speakers in the early 1940s. By the 1950s, drive-in theaters could be found 

across the country, peaking at over 4,000 nationwide by 1958.25 The Redland Drive-In 

movie theater (Resource Nos. 25A and 25B) opened along US 59 in the project area 

around 1950. Also in the 1950s, the Panther Drive-In movie theater opened just south 

of downtown Lufkin.  

Industrial expansion during and after World War II also resulted in widespread 

community growth and boosted employment in Lufkin and surrounding areas.26 Houses 

constructed in the latter part of the 1940s and into the early 1950s were largely 

Minimal Traditional (such as Resource Nos. 21), an inexpensive and small residence 

exhibiting a side gable roof, a projecting front ell, and minimal architectural detailing. As 

the post-war prosperity boom continued, housing shifted to the Ranch style (such as 

Resource Nos. 8, 9, 14, 23, 24, 31, 36A, 39A, and 45). This style resulted in larger 

houses than Minimal Traditional residences and featured a more horizontal appearance 

with lower pitched gable and hipped roofs, large picture windows, and often attached or 

integrated carports and garages. 

Cattle production also continued to increase in Angelina County in the post-World War II 

years. By 1969, the county had 22,251 cattle, up 6,000 from 1950. With the rise of 

agribusiness and inexpensive farming machinery, larger acreages could be farmed with 

less labor. Therefore, while the number of farms dropped to 793, the size of the farms 

increased from 66.6 acres in 1930 to 136.2 acres in 1954. Additionally, the county 

continued to lead in lumber production and paper milling, and began embracing mineral

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mining.27  In Redland, lumber production also continued well into the post-World War II 

years and the sawmill operated until 1969.28 

In the 1970s, the Winston family moved to the area and established the 3,400-acre 

Winston 8 Ranch (Resource Nos. 37A, 37B, and 37C), just south of Redland on the west 

side of US 59.29 The ranch reforested the property and currently specializes in cattle 

production as well as forest and wildlife management.30 Land use in the project area 

remained a mix of residential, agricultural, and commercial throughout the last few 

decades of the 1900s and into the 2000s. The George H. Henderson Jr. Expo Center 

opened on the west side of US 59 in 1983, at the southern project limit. Many other 

businesses opened in this area as well, converting former wooded areas to 

manufacturing sites that produce asphalt and manufacturing equipment. The Redland 

Drive-in closed in the 1990s, and the property became a scrap yard before being 

purchased by the current owner who operates an oil tank business. Redland is now a 

bedroom community for Lufkin, with 200 residents in 2000. That same year, Lufkin had 

a population of 32,709, and the overall population of Angelina County rose to 80,130.31

 Domestic Resources 

There are 48 resources within the APE that are either currently or historically domestic 

resources: Resource Nos. 1, 2, 4, 5A, 5B, 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14, 15, 16A, 16B, 

16C, 17A, 17B, 18, 19, 20A, 20B, 21-24, 27-33, 36A, 36B, 37A, 37B, 38, 39A, 39B, 

40A, 40B, 41, 42, 45, 46, and 47. These domestic resources include houses and 

domestic outbuildings/structures such as garages, sheds, wells, and one privately 

owned tennis court. They were constructed between ca. 1925 and 1975. Two of these 

resources are located on an agricultural property, the Winston 8 Ranch (Resource No. 

37A (residence) and 37B (tennis court), and are therefore also discussed separately 

below in the Agricultural Resources section. Several resources are also evaluated as 

additional property types below: Resource No. 7 (commercial and transportation-

related), Resource No. 36A (commercial), and Resource No. 37B (recreational resource).  

Under Criterion A and B, research did not indicate that the residences, outbuildings, and 

structures have any significant association with people or events outlined in the historic 

context.  

Under Criterion C, none of the domestic resources rise to the level of significance 

necessary for NRHP-eligibility. Two houses exhibit Craftsman style details (Resource 

Nos. 11 and 16A); however, they are only modest examples of their type. Some of the 

houses exhibit Minimal Traditional and Ranch styles (Resource Nos. 8, 9, 14, 21, 23, 

24, 31, 36A, 39A, and 45). However, as noted above, these are common architectural 

styles in the area and Texas and do not rise to the level of significance necessary for 

NRHP-eligibility. A majority of the houses and all of the domestic outbuildings also have 

no distinct architectural style (Resource Nos. 1, 2, 4, 5A, 5B, 7, 10, 12, 13, 15, 16B-

20B, 22, 27-29, 33, 37B, 38, 39B, 40A, 40B, 41, 46, 47). Moreover, domestic 

outbuildings such as sheds and garages are rarely eligible for NRHP-listing on their own; 

rather, they are considered contributing resources to a larger NRHP-eligible property. 

Furthermore, ancillary domestic features such as privately owned tennis courts 

(Resource No. 37B) are also typically not considered individually NRHP-eligible, but 

rather as contributing features to a larger property. For additional evaluation of the 

tennis court as a recreational resource, see discussion below.  
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Some houses in the APE were set back significantly from the public ROW and were not 

visible through dense vegetation (Resource Nos. 30 and 32). Review of current aerial 

photographs indicates that Resource No. 30 is a side-gable residence with an L-shape 

form. Resource No. 32 appears to cross-gable residence.  Although it is unknown 

whether or not these resources exhibit an architectural style, they were constructed 

between ca. 1945 and ca. 1950 during the post-war building boom and exhibit rooflines 

and forms that are common to Minimal Traditional and Ranch styles. As such, it is 

unlikely that they would rise to the level of significance necessary for NRHP-eligibility. 

Finally, the majority of the domestic resources exhibit alterations including replacement 

siding, windows, doors, and roofing (such as Resource Nos. 2, 4, 10 and 12). Many of 

the domestic resources also have non-historic-age additions (such as Resource Nos. 5B 

and 15). Others are in a state of disrepair (such as Resource No. 24). As a result, the 

resources’ integrity of design, materials, workmanship, feeling, and association are 

compromised. Consequently, B&A recommends that these 48 domestic resources are 

not eligible under Criterion A, B, or C. 

Religious Resources 

There is one religious resource within the APE of the proposed project, the Redland 

Baptist Church (Resource No. 3). It is a brick church with a steeply pitched roof, 

symmetrical primary façade, and an L-shaped rear portion. It was constructed ca. 1975. 

The NPS Bulletin How to Apply the National Register Criteria for Evaluation notes that in 

order to avoid judgment about the validity of any religion or belief, a "religious property is 

eligible if it derives its primary significance from architectural or artistic distinction or 

historical importance."32  A religious resource must meet Criterion Consideration A: 

Religious Properties in order to be eligible under Criterion A, B, or C.  

A religious property that meets Criterion Consideration A would meet one or more of the 

following: significant, direct association with an important event or person in history or 

religious history, significant, direct association with cultural traditions, significant for 

architectural design or artistic distinction, or significant for its ability to reflect historic 

associations.33 Research did not reveal that the building has a significant, direct 

association with an important event or person in history or religious history or a 

significant, direct association with cultural traditions. Although the congregation dates to 

1849 (according to an Official Texas Historical Marker located outside the church), the 

current church building was constructed ca. 1975, more than 120 years after the 

founding of the congregation. As such, Resource No. 3 is not a reflection of the 

                                                 
32 National Park Service, National Register Bulletin How to Apply the National Register Criteria for Evaluation 

(Washington, D.C.: Department of the Interior, 1998), 26.

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congregation’s long history in the community. Furthermore, Resource No. 3 lacks any 

distinct architectural style or design features, does not exhibit any significant type, 

period, or method of construction, and is not reflective of a work of a master. As a result, 

the building does not meet Criterion Consideration A: Religious Properties and is 

therefore not eligible for the NRHP under Criterion A, B, or C. 

Transportation-related Resources 

There is one resource within the APE that currently functions as a transportation-related 

resources: Resource No. 7. Resource No. 7 is a ca. 1925 front-gable former residence 

with partial-width inset front porch, horizontal siding, and two historic-age shed roof 

additions on the north and south elevations. There is a large corrugated metal auto 

repair shop with two large overhead doors attached to the building’s south elevation. 

Resource No. 7 is also evaluated above as a domestic resource.  

Under Criterion A, research did not reveal that Resource No. 7 has significant 

associations with important events outlined in the historic context and there is no 

indication that it is important within the transportation development of Redland or 

Lufkin. Under Criterion B, research did not indicate that Resource No. 7 has significant 

associations with important people identified in the historic context.  

Under Criterion C, Resource No. 7 does not rise to the level of significance necessary for 

NRHP eligibility. It does not represent a distinct type, period, or method of construction, 

is not the work of a master, and does not possess high artistic value. Furthermore, the 

resource exhibits alterations which compromises its integrity of design, materials, 

workmanship, and feeling. 

As a result, B&A recommends that Resource No. 7 is not NRHP eligible as a 

transportation-related resource under Criterion A, B, or C. 

Recreational Resources 

There are three recreational resources within the APE: Resource Nos. 25A, 25B, and 

37B. Resource Nos. 25A is a ca. 1950 ticket booth and screen for the Redland Drive-In. 

The lower portion of the structure is a brick ticket booth with a shed roof awning, topped 

with a large metal screen and attached neon sign. Resource No. 25B is the marquee 

sign for the drive-in. Resource No. 37B is the privately-owned tennis court located 

behind the Winston 8 Ranch residence (Resource No. 37A).  

Under Criteria A and B, none of the recreational resources have significant associations 

with important events and people identified in the historic context. While the Redland 

Drive-In is associated with roadside attractions and the car culture of the 1950s, it was 

not the only drive-in theater in the area. The no-longer extant Panther Drive-In also 
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operated just south of downtown Lufkin.34 Additionally, the current state of the Redland 

Drive-In (discussed below) hinders its ability to convey its significance as a roadside 

attraction. For Resource No. 37B, there is no indication that the tennis court has any 

important associations with significant events or people within the history of tennis. 

Under Criterion C, Resource Nos. 25A, 25B, and 37B do not represent a distinct method 

of construction, are the work of a master, or possess high artistic value. Review of aerial 

photographs indicates that the tennis court (Resource No. 37B) is a hard court (rather 

than a grass or clay court), which is a common court type in the country. There is also no 

indication that the court represents any distinct or unique design aesthetic. Resource 

Nos. 25A and 25B are a different type of resource in the area; however, as discussed 

below, alterations and its current state render it unable to convey any significance. 

Alterations and the current state of disrepair of Resource Nos. 25A and 25B negatively 

affect the resources’ integrity of materials, workmanship, design, feeling, and 

association. Resource No. 25A (the ticket booth and attached screen) is in a state of 

disrepair and overgrown with vegetation. The ticket booth is also missing doors and 

windows. B&A did not have access to the rear (east) of the ticket booth, but field 

investigations and aerial photographs indicate that the former parking area to the east 

of the screen is now used for oil tank storage. There are several non-historic-age 

buildings and structures located east of Resource No. 25A, and it appears the speakers 

and speaker poles for the cars are no longer extant. Resource No. 25B also exhibits 

missing sections of signage and neon lighting. Alterations to Resource No. 37B could 

not be determined. 

Consequently, B&A recommends that Resource Nos. 25A, 25B, and 37B are not eligible 

for the NRHP under Criterion A, B, or C. 

Commercial Resources 

There are nine commercial resources within the APE: Resource Nos. 6, 7, 25A, 25B, 26, 

34, 36A, 43, and 44. All of the commercial resources were constructed between ca. 

1950 and ca. 1975 during the post-war period. They consist of a storage shed company 

(Resource No. 6), an auto repair business (Resource No. 7), a ticket booth/screen and 

marquee sign for the Redland Drive-In movie theater (Resource Nos. 25A and 25B), a 

storage shed for an adjacent business (Resource No. 26), a restaurant (Resource No. 

34), an office for the Winston Land & Cattle company (Resource No. 36A), and an auto 

wrecking business (Resource Nos. 43 and 44). Resource Nos. 7 and 36A were former 

residences and are also evaluated above as domestic resources. Resource Nos. 25A 

and 25B are also evaluated above as recreational resources.

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Under Criterion A, there is no evidence to suggest that the commercial resources have 

significant associations with important events identified in the historic context. Research 

did not indicate that any of the resources are important within the commercial 

development in Redland, Lufkin, or the region.  

Under Criterion B, research also did not reveal that the commercial resources have 

significant associations with important individuals identified in the historic context. 

Under Criterion C, none of the nine commercial resources represent a distinct period or 

method of construction, are the work of a master, or possess high artistic value. Only 

Resource No. 36A represents an architectural style. However, the Ranch style is 

common in the area and the state and does not rise to the level of significance 

necessary for NRHP eligibility. As a result, B&A recommends that all nine commercial 

resources are not NRHP eligible under Criterion C. 

Funerary Resources 

There is one funerary resource within the APE. Resource No. 35 is the Walker Cemetery, 

located east of US 59 and north of Winston 8 Ranch Road. The earliest known grave in 

the cemetery dates to 1853, with other historic-age and non-historic-age graves and 

headstones scattered throughout the cemetery. The graves are laid in north-south lines 

and a north-south dirt drive splits the cemetery in half. There are several trees 

throughout the cemetery and a non-historic-age gazebo in the center.  

Funerary resources must first meet one or more of the conditions under Criterion 

Consideration D: possess graves of persons of transcendent importance, have 

distinctive design features, have significant associations with historic events, or show 

great age.35 If a funerary resource meets Criterion Consideration D, it must then be 

evaluated for NRHP eligibility under Criterion A, B, or C.  

Criterion Consideration D 

Field investigations and research did not indicate that the cemetery has graves of 

persons of transcendent importance. Formerly known as the Red Land Cemetery, the 

earliest known burial in the Walker Cemetery is that of Caroline E. Briscoe in 1853. 

Research indicates that many other early settler families buried their relatives in the 

cemetery throughout the following decades. However, there is no indication that any of 

the settlers had great importance within the history of Redland, Texas, or the county. 

The cemetery also does not possess distinct design features; rather it appears to have 

been laid out in an ad hoc fashion. Numerous late twentieth-century and non-historic-

age headstones are scattered throughout the cemetery, and in 2001 a gazebo was 

constructed in the middle of the cemetery. Research also did not indicate that a master 

landscape architect designed the cemetery. There is also no evidence to suggest that

the cemetery has significant associations with historic events in Redland, Angelina 

County, Texas, or the country.  

Walker Cemetery does meet Criterion Consideration D on the basis of age. As noted 

above, the cemetery’s oldest grave dates to 1853. This and other early burials from the 

1850s and 1860s coincide with the early period of exploration and settlement in the 

Redland area. As such, Walker Cemetery has achieved great relative age within the 

context of the history of the surrounding area. 

Criteria A, B, and C 

Under Criterion A, the Walker Cemetery is associated with the early period of settlement 

in the Redland area. However, changes to the cemetery over time render it unable to 

convey that association (as outlined in the integrity discussion below). Under Criterion B, 

there is no indication that the cemetery is associated with important people identified in 

the historic context. Under Criterion C, research did not reveal that the cemetery was 

designed by a master landscape architect, nor that its design is unique or distinguishing 

such that it represents a distinctive aesthetic. As noted above, the cemetery grew 

organically over time and contains late twentieth-century and non-historic-age 

headstones. 

Changes to the surrounding area and the cemetery itself compromise the property’s 

integrity of setting, feeling, materials, design, and workmanship, and its ability to convey 

its significance as a cemetery from the settlement period. Historic aerial photographs 

and TxDOT highway designation files reveal that in the 1940s, the THD upgraded and 

constructed the present-day alignment of US 59 through the area. This alignment 

bypassed Redland and Old Highway 59 (Winston 8 Ranch Road) to the east, closer to 

Walker Cemetery. It is likely that the original roadway adjacent to the cemetery was 

unimproved. The completion of US 59 spurred development adjacent to the new 

highway, converting former woodland and ranchland to commercial and light industrial 

use. The development surrounding the cemetery altered the setting and feeling of the 

cemetery, which had formerly been on the outskirts of the Redland community, 

surrounded by woodlands and agricultural fields. Setting and feeling is further 

compromised by a junk yard directly north of the cemetery, and only a narrow tree line 

separates the cemetery from the former woodland to the east that has now been clear-

cut for development. Additionally, field investigations revealed that the cemetery 

consists of numerous mid-to-late twentieth century and non-historic-age headstones 

scattered amongst nineteenth century headstones. There does not appear to be a 

designated or concentrated portion of the cemetery where the early settlement burials 

are located. Rather, small groups of nineteenth century burials are now interspersed 

among newer interments, altering the historic feeling of the cemetery. The newer 

headstones and the gazebo also alter the materials, design, and workmanship of the 

cemetery. 
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Consequently, B&A recommends that while Resource No. 35 meets Criterion 

Consideration D, it does not rise to the level of significance necessary for NRHP-eligibility 

under Criterion A, B, and C.  

Agricultural Resource 

There is one agricultural property within the project APE. Resource No. 37 is the Winston 

8 Ranch, and it consists of three historic-age resources (Resource Nos. 37A-37C) and 

scattered non-historic-age agricultural outbuildings.  

Resource Nos. 37A and 37B are located in the domestic work zone of the ranch, 

approximately 0.58-mile from the US 59 ROW. Resource No. 37A is the ca. 1970 cross-

hipped, cruciform-shaped residence located approximately 0.58 mile from the US 59 

ROW. By the viewing this house through a telephoto lens, it appears to exhibit brick 

siding and a large window wall and ground floor walkout on the east elevation. A non-

historic-age terrace is located on the east elevation. Directly to the west of the residence 

is the tennis court (Resource No. 37B). A non-historic-age shed is located adjacent to 

the court. Both resources are surrounded by a fence.  

Resource No. 37C is located in the agricultural work zone approximately 0.56 mile 

southeast of the residence and tennis court. It is a front-gable transverse barn with 

partially unenclosed north and south elevations that open into livestock corrals. It has 

horizontal wood siding and a corrugated metal roof. Several non-historic-age 

outbuildings are to the north, south, and west of Resource No. 37B. 

Fields, pastures, and woodlands surround the domestic and agricultural work zones to 

the north, south, and west. A livestock pond is located southeast of the barn. There 

appear to be scattered non-historic-age sheds in the pasture. 

Under Criterion A and B, there is no indication that the property as a whole or Resource 

Nos. 37A-37C are associated with significant events or people identified in the historic 

context. All three resources pre-date the establishment of the Winston 8 Ranch. 

Research indicates that the Winston 8 Ranch was founded in the late 1970s or early 

1980s, likely after the historic period.36 While the ranch raises cattle and is known for its 

forest management, there is no evidence to suggest that Resource Nos. 37A-37C in and 

of themselves have significant associations with the cattle or forest management 

industries. 

Under Criterion C, research did not reveal that Resource No. 37A is the work of a master 

or possesses high artistic value. Although the architectural style of the residence could 

not be determined, the cruciform shape and cross-hipped roof are common features in

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1960s and 1970s residences. The tennis court is a specific property type, but the hard-

surface court is a common court type throughout Texas and the country. It also does not 

represent a distinct type, period, or method of construction, is not the work of a master, 

and does not possess high artistic value. Resource No. 37C also does not represent a 

distinct type, period, or method of construction, is not the work of a master, and does 

not possess high artistic value. 

While the individual resources’ integrity of materials, design, workmanship, feeling, 

association, setting, and location appear intact, the resources are common property 

types and do not rise to the level of significance necessary for NRHP eligibility. 

Furthermore, the property as a whole exhibits non-historic-age alterations (see map in 

survey forms in Appendix B). A large portion of the property to the north of the residence 

used to be open pastureland, but it is now a managed woodland. This conversion of the 

land also truncated a circulation network from the pastures to the east of the residence. 

As such, B&A recommends that the property as a whole and the individual resources are 

not eligible for the NRHP under Criterion A, B, or C.

In March 2018, Blanton & Associates, Inc. (B&A) completed a reconnaissance-level historic 

resources survey report (HRSR) for the Texas Department of Transportation (TxDOT) 

Environmental Affairs Division (ENV) for the proposed roadway improvements along United 

States Highway (US) 59 in Redland, Angelina County, Texas (see Figures 1 and 2 in Appendix C). 

As noted in the March 2018 HRSR, the 1.8-mile-long proposed project would require 

approximately 53.8 acres of new right-of-way (ROW). The March 2018 HRSR documented and 

identified 58 resources at 47 locations (Resource Nos. 1A through 47) constructed in or prior to 

1977 within the proposed project’s Area of Potential Effects (APE). The APE was the existing 

ROW where no new ROW is required and 150 feet from proposed ROW where new ROW is 

required. 

The March 2018 reconnaissance-level survey report recommended that one of the properties 

that will be displaced, Resource Nos. 25A and 25B (the former Redland Drive-in Theatre), is not 

eligible for the National Register of Historic Places (NRHP). However, the State Historic 

Preservation Office (SHPO) reviewer requested more information regarding the historic integrity 

of the building. Therefore, TxDOT hired B&A in May 2018 to conduct intensive investigations of 

the property to document the property’s history and further assess its historic integrity. Based 

on B&A’s in-depth research of the property, B&A maintains its recommendation that Resource 

Nos. 25A and 25B are not eligible for the NRHP under Criterion A, B, or C.

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Project Setting/Study Area 

▪ Study Area  

 The project area is located in the community of Redland in the northern half, and just 

north of the edge of the city of Lufkin in the southern half. The northern portion of the 

study area has a mix of residential, religious, and light industrial commercial properties, 

as well as scattered woodlands. The southern portion of the study area is predominantly 

agricultural properties with scattered woodlands. On the east side of the road is the 

Redland Drive-In Theatre (Resource Nos. 25A and 25B) built in 1949. The southern 

project limit at the edge of the city of Lufkin is more developed, largely with industrial 

properties.

 Historically the larger project area was largely residential along present-day Winston 8 

Road, and consisted primarily of single family homes and domestic outbuildings, and 

some small-scale subsistence farms. Larger agricultural properties were located south 

of Winston 8 Ranch Road east and west of present-day US 59.  
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The property at Resource Nos. 25A and 25B was historically part of the 116-acre Cox 

Property, which was originally owned by local resident J.R. Cox. The property was likely 

used for agriculture or timbering prior to 1949, when Cox heirs leased 10 acres of the 

property to the East Texas Theatres, Inc. The property was used as a drive-in movie 

theater from 1949 until around 1987. In 1990, the property’s last theater owner sold 

the parcel to a property owner who began using it as a steel casting yard. Since 1990, 

the property has been used for light industrial uses, storage, and as a scrap yard.         

▪ Current Land Use and Environment  

 The larger project area’s land use is a mix of residential, agricultural, commercial, and 

light industrial. The northern half of the project area is residental and located within the 

community of Redland. The southern half of the project area is comprised of 

predominately agricultural properties with scattered woodlands. The southern project 

limit is at the edge of the city of Lufkin and is more developed, largely with light 

industrial and commercial properties. The property at Resource Nos. 25A and 25B is 

currently used a storage yard for oil tanks and equipment, as well as a scrap yard for 

abandoned cars. 

▪ Historic Period(s) and Property Types  

 The anticipated project letting date is 2022; therefore, the survey cut-off date is 1977, 

and all pre-1978 resources are considered historic-age.  

The following property type discussion and registration requirements for the Redland 

Drive-In Theatre focuses on the property as a recreation-related resource. While the 

former drive-in was a business and can be considered a commercial property, its 

primary function was as a recreational resource. Additionally, all NRHP-listed drive-in 

theaters are listed under Criterion A for Entertainment/Recreation. For those reasons, 

this intensive-level survey outlines the property’s registration requirements as a 

recreational property (specifically as a drive-in theater), rather than a commercial 

property.

Resource Nos. 25A and 25B are associated with the former Redland Drive-in Theatre, 

which operated from 1949 to around 1987.2 As a drive-in theater, this type of 

entertainment-related property was constructed throughout the US in the 1940s and 

1950s, during a time when the American car culture was at its height. Drive-in theaters 

were unique in their design, composition, and function. A review of NRHP-listed drive-in

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theaters reveal that they are listed as historic districts, with only one theater listed as a 

site (the Spud Drive-in Theatre in Driggs, Idaho). Since theaters’ elements function as a 

unit, B&A evaluated the former Redland Drive-in as a historic district due to the cohesive 

and interconnected nature of the property type. It should be noted that based on B&A’s 

review of the NRHP-listed drive-in theaters, no resource on a drive-in theater property 

has been listed on the NRHP as an individual structure. 

According to the nomination of the Comanche Drive-in in Chaffee, Colorado, there were 

four NRHP-listed drive-in theaters in the US in 2015; however, B&A found one additional 

NRHP-listed drive-in theater (listed in 2007) not cited in the Comanche Drive-in 

nomination. Therefore, it appears that the following six drive-in theaters are currently 

listed on the NRHP:  

• 66 Drive-In Historic District (Carthage, Missouri) 

• Spud Drive-In Theater (Driggs, Idaho) 

• Moonlite Theater (Abingdon, Virginia) 

• Comanche Drive-In (Buena Vista, Colorado) 

• 99W Drive-In Theatre (Newberg, Oregon) 

• Beverly Drive-in Theatre (Forrest County, Mississippi) 

B&A reviewed each of these nominations during the preparation of this HRSR, and 

relied heavily on them to prepare the following property type analysis discussion.   

Drive-in theaters are typically NRHP eligible under Criterion A for their association with 

family entertainment trends and the car culture of the post-World War II era. They are 

typically local representations of a national trend. All the above-referenced NRHP 

nominations are listed under Criterion A (Entertainment/Recreation) at the local level. 

Based on B&A’s research, it is unlikely that a 1940s or 1950s drive-in theater would be 

significant under Criterion B for an association with an important person.  

Drive-in theaters can also be NRHP eligible under Criterion C. Drive-in theaters had a 

designed landscape and overall layout with a specific arrangement of buildings, 

structures, parking areas, and driveways. The drive-in theaters listed on the NRHP under 

Criterion C are all cited as rare, intact examples of a drive-in theater (an important 

property type), such as 99W Drive-in Theatre in Newberg, Oregon, Comanche Drive-in 

Theatre in Chaffee, Colorado, and the Beverly Drive-in Theatre in Forrest County, 

Mississippi. Since drive-in theaters require numerous components to function as a 

whole (see complete list below), the overall composition of the property is also cited as 

important in every drive-in theater’s NRHP nomination. The Spud Drive-in Theatre in 

Driggs, Idaho specifically notes that it is important under Criterion C as it retains a 
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“unified ‘entertainment landscape.’”3  Therefore, drive-in theaters listed on the NRHP 

are listed under Criterion C for their distinctive characteristics of a type, period, or 

method of construction.  

With regards to architectural merit under Criterion C, drive-in theaters were part of the 

1940s and 1950s car culture and often exhibited limited design features commonly 

seen in roadside architecture (such as Art Deco and Art Moderne). However, no drive-in 

theaters are NRHP listed under Criterion C for possessing high artistic value as a 

representation of an architectural aesthetic. While NRHP-listed drive-in theater 

nominations discussed the buildings’ and structures’ architectural influences (such as 

the Art Deco and Art Moderne resources at 66 Drive-in Theatre in Carthage, Missouri), 

the nominations did not list the properties for their architectural distinction. Based on 

B&A’s review of NRHP nominations and drive-in histories, drive-in buildings and 

structures were mostly functional resources that had no overall architectural aesthetic. 

Instead, the resources would often have modest stylistic elements, such as decorative 

lettering on the street-facing side of the screen tower or a freestanding marquee. As a 

result, it is unlikely that a drive-in theater would be NRHP-eligible for its high artistic 

value.   

To determine the character-defining features of drive-in theaters, B&A reviewed the 

above-referenced NRHP nominations, aerial review of the 18 currently functioning drive-

in theaters in Texas4, the Texas Historical Commission’s Bankhead Highway property 

types and registration requirements for drive-in theaters5, histories about drive-in movie 

theaters, and primary source material about drive-in theaters in Lufkin. Based on this 

analysis, the character-defining features and contributing resources of the American 

drive-in theater include the following: 

• Marquee 

• Ticket booth and formal entrance 

• Theater arena  

o Fan-shaped parking area 

o Paved or unpaved parallel driveways  

o Parking ramps 

o Speaker poles at each parking ramp

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o Fencing or vegetative screening surrounding the arena 

• Screen tower 

• Projection booth 

• Restroom facilities 

• Concessions building 

• Bleachers or outdoor seating in front of the screen  

• Playground 

▪  Integrity of Historic Setting  

 The current setting of Resource No. 25 negatively impacts the historic integrity of the 

property. The property has been used as a light industrial property since 1990, and the 

impacts of this use resulted in a significant change to the property’s overall appearance 

and use. In particular, the property’s industrial function in the last three decades 

resulted in the demolition and significant alteration of some of the drive-in’s character-

defining features. Since the arena and its components are no longer visible on the 

landscape, the historic setting of the property is heavily modified.    

Survey Methods 

▪ Methodological Description  

 Since the proposed project requires approximately 53.8 acres, the proposed project has 

the potential to adversely affect historic properties. Because the project meets Appendix 

6 of the Section 106 PA among FHWA, TxDOT, the Texas SHPO, and the Advisory Council 

on Historic Preservation, TxDOT hired B&A to complete a reconnaissance survey of the 

proposed project’s APE. As part of that reconnaissance survey, B&A surveyed and 

evaluated Resource Nos. 25A and 25B. In the March 2018 HRSR, B&A recommended 

that Resource Nos. 25A and 25B were not eligible; however, the SHPO staff requested 

more information about the property’s integrity since the proposed project includes these 

resources’ demolition. Therefore, TxDOT hired B&A to complete this intensive level survey 

on Resource Nos. 25A and 25B. 

On May 16 and 17, 2018, B&A conducted fieldwork at Resource No. 25. Referencing a 

2017 right-of-entry approval, B&A called the current property owner, Lloyd Gillespie, to 

confirm that the right-of-entry was still valid. B&A gained right-of-entry to the property on 

May 16, 2018 when two of Mr. Gillespie’s employees were present. During field survey, 

B&A took several photographs of Resource Nos. 25A and 25B from different angles. B&A 

took photographs of the property from US 59 facing southeast to show Resource Nos. 
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25A in relation to the roadway and former arena, on the west side of the property next to 

US 59, and inside the former arena to show the current conditions on the west side of 

screen tower (Resource No. 25A). Detailed photographs of Resource Nos. 25A and 25B 

are included in Appendix B, and current photographs of the overall property are included 

in Appendix D.  

▪ Comments on Methods  

B&A completed the historic resources survey in accordance with TxDOT Environmental 

Affairs Division’s (ENV) instruction and October 2017 Documentation Standard and 

Report Template for Preparing an Historic Resources Survey Report. 

Survey Results 

▪ Project Area Description 

 The proposed project is located in central Angelina County, in and south of the town of 

Redland. It follows US 59 for approximately 1.8 miles. The northern portion of the 

project area is primarily residential with scattered religious and commercial properties 

along US 59, including Resource Nos. 25A and 25B. The southern end of the project is 

characterized by the large Winston 8 Ranch to the east of US 59 and scattered 

commerical and residential properties west of US 59. Overall, the project area has been 

and continues to be on the outskirts of Lufkin.  

▪ Literature Review 

 B&A conducted the literature review in accordance with the May 2018 TxDOT-approved 

Research Design. Prior to field survey, B&A completed deed research for the property 

online, and obtained the names of the property owners and leasees so these individuals 

could be researched while conducting local research in Lufkin. Also prior to fieldwork, 

B&A obtained several historic aerial photographs from Texas Natural Resources 

Information System (TNRIS), which are included in Appendix C. Review of these aerial 

images revealed the layout of the former drive-in theater and where non-extant 

resources would have been located. B&A also gathered NRHP nominations for drive-in 

theaters throughout the US, as well as histories of drive-in theaters.  

B&A conducted local research at the City of Lufkin Kurth Memorial Library. The library’s 

collections included several local histories, numerous years of phone books and city 

directories, as well as uncatalogued issues of The Lufkin Daily News and The East Texas 

News on microfilm. B&A continued research of materials collected prior to and during 

fieldwork during the preparation of this intensive HRSR.

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Historical Context Statement 

 Areas of Significance: Entertainment/Recreation  

Period of Significance: 1949 to 1987 

The begin date coincides with the opening of the Redland Drive-In, and the end date 

coincides with the closing of the drive-in.  

Historical Context 

The earliest settlers arrived in the north Lufkin and Redland area in the mid-nineteenth 

century, with timbering as a major industry. The Redland community was settled in the 

1850s or 1860s, and Lufkin merchant, C.A. Burke, was one of the first landowners in 

the Redland area. In 1901, Burke sold a 116-acre tract of his property to J.R. Cox, which 

included the 10-acre portion of the property that eventually became the Redland Drive-

in Theatre (Resource No. 25). If Cox had a homestead on the land, it is likely that Cox 

harvested timber and participated in subsistence farming. Sometime in the early 

twentieth century, J.R. Cox died and his son Benjamin F. Cox inherited his land.     

The nearby railroad town of Lufkin was the county seat and the governmental, 

commercial, and cultural hub of the area. The town’s prosperity was evident when the 

Lufkin Opera House opened soon after the turn of the twentieth century, and in 1913, 

the opera house began showing short silent movies. By 1916, picture shows gained 

significant popularity in the town, and The Palace opened with a live pianist playing 

during the shows. In the 1920s and 1930s, the Lufkin Amusement Company purchased 

the Palace and opened additional theaters, including The Pines and the Lynn.6 The 

Lufkin theaters were similar to those across the nation. They were exclusively indoors in 

opulent, highly stylized theaters with overall design aesthetics, often in Art Deco or Art 

Moderne Styles.  

The first outdoor, drive-in movie theater in the country opened in 1933 in Camden, New 

Jersey, based on Richard M. Hollingshead, Jr. 1932 patented drive-in theater design. 

The design focused heavily on parking ramps so each car had an unobstructed view of 

the movie screen and a sound system that allowed all patrons to hear the movie.7 While 

advancements in the sound system occurred over the years, Hollingshead’s arena 

design became the model for subsequent drive-ins built throughout the country (see 

Hollinghead’s patented drive-in and ramp designs in Appendix E). The overall drive-in 

design consisted of cars entering the property to the right of the screen, a drive-up ticket 

booth, a large screen tower facing away from the road, a projection booth located in the 

                                                 
6 “Movies in Lufkin,” City of Lufkin Kurth Memorial Library Cultural Life Vertical File (not published, no date, no author).

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arena, and a fan-shaped arena consisting of a series of driving aisles and ramps where 

cars parked. Hollingshead’s patented design also included a concession stand, as well 

as vegetative screening and/or high privacy fence to prevent people watching the movie 

from outside the arena.8  

The country’s second drive-in theater was in Galveston, Texas, and based on a design 

from Houston architect Louis P. Josserand. His drive-in theater layout and parking ramp 

design (which he patented in 1933) included different circulation patterns and layout of 

buildings and structures.9 Josserand and his business partner T.D. Dunn of Houston, 

built the drive-in on the beach with the cars facing the Gulf. The drive-in was short-lived 

due to the consistent erosion of the parking ramps, which required nearly daily 

regrading and compaction. Additionally, local residents could watch the movie from 

outside the arena because the owners could not fence the entire theater parameter.10      

While an innovative concept at the time, drive-ins did not gain widespread popularity for 

several years. In general, the drive-in theater concept emerged during a low point for 

movie attendance due to the Great Depression, and the cost of building a drive-in 

theater (especially the significant grading required) was approximately $25,000 to 

$30,000.11 Early drive-in theater owners also could not get contracts with the major 

Hollywood movie studios to show their headliner films (also known as A-rated films), 

which only allowed drive-in owners to show B-rated movies. The few drive-in theaters 

that existed in the 1930s had substandard facilities, such as small restrooms that were 

typically wood outhouses and small shacks that served as concession stands. The most 

important factors in the limited growth of drive-ins across the US was poor picture 

quality (due to improper placement of the projection equipment near the ground), and 

poor sound systems that caused a delayed, echoing effect.12 By 1938, drive-in historian 

Kerry Segrave hypothesized that there were only 50 or 60 drive-ins in the US.13 As a 

result, the indoor movie theaters were the only movie venues in most US cities prior to 

the late 1940s.  

Following World War II, Americans began buying cars in large numbers. In Angelina 

County alone, the county tax assessor/collector stated that his office processed nearly 

25 percent more automobile registrations in March 1948 compared to one year earlier 

in March 1947.14 American’s obsession with the car changed how Americans viewed

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their cars. With the wildly popular drive-in restaurant concept in the 1940s, Americans 

became quickly accustomed to being in their cars for long periods of time to eat and 

socialize. While new drive-in movie theaters opened in large US cities soon after the war, 

it took a few years for these theaters to open in small towns throughout the US.  

One of the small-town drive-ins to open in the late 1940s was the Redland Drive-in 

Theatre (Resource No. 25), which was owned by East Texas Theatre, Inc. (also known 

later as Jefferson Amusement Company and East Texas Theatre, Inc). The nearly 45-

year-old company owned dozens of theaters in the region. The owner of the Beaumont-

based company, Julius Gordon, held a contract with Paramount Pictures, Inc. and had 

the ability to show A-rated movies.15 In 1948, the East Texas Theatre company 

negotiated a lease for a new drive-in theater located on a 10-acre parcel on the 

outskirts of Lufkin, approximately 4.5 miles north of downtown Lufkin on the 

Nacogdoches Highway (present-day US 59). Like many of the drive-ins built at the time, 

the company sought a large piece of land on the outskirts of the city limits for 

inexpensive land and few close neighbors. The property the East Texas Theatre company 

selected was owned by Roberta Harper and Willie Mae Loggins (the heirs of the 

Benjamin Cox estate).16 The lease between the property owners and East Texas Theatre 

company was to terminate in March 1953, but could be extended to March 1973 with 

the owners’ permission.17 

East Texas Theatres, Inc.’s in-house architects, L.C. Kyburz and Edward Wortham, were 

responsible for the design and supervising the construction of the 400-car-capacity 

drive-in theater. The company was designing several drive-in theaters in the region, and 

according to one newspaper article, the architects had significant experience designing 

and building drive-in theaters in the area.18  

The overall design of the Redland Drive-in was similar to Hollingshead’s original 1932 

patented design, with fan-shaped arena with hard-surfaced parking ramps, a concession 

stand, projection booth, and restrooms. Like other drive-ins, the design of the Redland 

Drive-In focused on keeping patrons safe in the arena. Just as in Hollingshead’s 

patented design, the Redland Drive-in had a formal entrance to the right of the screen 

tower (see Photo D3 in Appendix D) and an exit on the left side of the screen tower. As a 

result, cars only made left turns while in the arena for improved safety for pedestrians. 

Like its contemporaries, the Redland Drive-In also required that all cars turn off their 

                                                 
15 “Paramount Theatre, 314 North Washington Avenue, Marshall, TX 75670”, 

http://cinematreasures.org/theaters/23128, accessed June 15, 2018.

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headlights if arriving late or leaving early. To help pedestrians and drivers see, amber-

colored “moonlights” on tall poles provided illumination without affecting the ability to 

see the movie. The Redland Drive-in also had a playground in the unusable space 

directly in front of the screen and bleachers on the outermost edge of the playground 

area to separate it from the parking area. With a few modifications, this circulation 

pattern and layout of the Redland Drive-in Theatre was remarkably similar to 

Hollingshead’s 1932 design. The Redland Drive-in’s layout was also identical to the 9-

acre NRHP-listed 66 Drive-In (also constructed in 1949) located in Carthage, Missouri. 

The Redland Drive-in Theatre took nearly a year to design and build, and when it opened 

on March 15, 1949, the East Texas Theatre company heavily advertised the theater and 

the concept of drive-in movies.19  

The first movie at the theater was an A-rated movie called “The Time, the Place, and the 

Girl.” The week of the opening, a series of newspaper articles and advertisements 

appeared in The Lufkin Daily News every day. The newspaper articles specifically note 

that the Redland Drive-in was a modern movie theater unlike the drive-in movie theatres 

of the 1930s. One article touted the theater’s modern, state-of-the-art features, 

including the 50-foot-wide screen (which was about four times the size of the area’s 

largest movie screen), individual speakers with personalized volume control that could 

be mounted on the car or held in hand, a modern concession stand, and modern 

restrooms. The article also stated that each parking space was “scientifically designed” 

to give each car an unobstructed view of the screen.20  

Although there were 88 drive-in theaters in Texas in 1948, the newspaper articles about 

the Redland Drive-in focused on providing detailed instructions for potential patrons.21 

One article provided step-by-step directions for obtaining tickets, driving/parking within 

the arena, how to find your car if you to go to the restroom or concession stand, and how 

to exit the arena. Photographs of the drive-in’s buildings appeared in different 

newspaper articles (see Appendix E) explaining the function of each building.  

The articles about the Redland Drive-in also heavily advertised the family-friendly 

aspects of the drive-in theater. One article entitled, “’Drive-In’ Banishes Baby Sitter 

Worries,” specifically explains the benefits of parents bringing their children to the drive-

in and saving money not hiring baby sitters.22 The article promotes the bottle warmers in 

the concession stand (a widely available amenity at drive-ins)23 and the playground 

located directly in front of the screen, with its swings, seesaws, and merry-go-rounds. If

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children were tired, the article recommended bringing blankets, pillows, and baby beds 

in the car so children could fall asleep while the parents watched the movie. The same 

article also attempted to entice elderly people and people who could not easily get out 

of their cars and were reluctant to attend indoor theaters.24 Tapping into the American 

love of the car, the article notes that these individuals could watch the latest movies 

from the comfort of their cars with little bother from those around them.25  

The Redland Drive-in Theatre was quite popular and quickly began attracting patrons 

from the indoor theaters. Soon after the Redland Drive-in opened, the advertisements 

for the movies at the Pines indoor theater (owned by a different entertainment 

company) doubled in size, and they began advertising their new air-conditioning system. 

The Redland Drive-in Theatre remained popular because within four years, two 

additional drive-in theaters opened in the Lufkin area - the Pines Drive-in Theatre and 

the Panther Drive-in Theatre. Little is known about the Pines Drive-in. Advertisements for 

its movies began appearing in 1952, although no articles were found about its opening. 

In October 1953, another drive-in theater (the Panther Drive-in) opened in Lufkin. With a 

550-car seating capacity and a location near downtown Lufkin, the Panther Drive-in 

Theatre quickly became a major competitor to the Redland Drive-in. The Panther Drive-

in, named for the local high school mascot, monopolized on the local connection to the 

community. The theater was also able to obtain new “first-run” movies, which meant 

that they showed movies that were first released in the region at their theater. To 

compete against the Panther, the Redland Drive-in expanded its screen in November 

1953 to be an “extra-wide screen” and began serving dinner.26  

By the end of 1953, the small community of Lufkin had three drive-ins and three indoor 

theaters. By 1954, drive-ins hit a peak in Texas, with 374 drive-in theaters in the state, 

more than four times the number of drive-ins just six years before.27 The drive-in theater 

concept was especially successful in Texas compared to other states, with more than 

double the number of California drive-ins in 1954 and 1956.28 W. R. Wilkerson, a 

Hollywood Reporter journalist, reported that drive-in movie theaters were very popular 

because not only could people bring their children, but patrons could also talk, sing with 

the songs during musicals, and be quite loud without distracting other patrons.29 1954 

was also a peak year for indoor theaters as well, with 13,760 indoor theaters 

nationwide. By 1958, there were approximately 1,500 less indoor theaters nationwide

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than in 1954, and indoor theater owners began pointing to the emergence of drive-in 

theaters as the main reason for the decline in attendance at indoor theaters. However, 

another entertainment innovation was likely to blame - the widespread ownership of the 

television.  

Drive-in theaters as an industry remained steady through the late 1950s and through 

the 1960s. By the late 1960s, the drive-in theater industry on a national level was 

declining, as the family-focused aspect of the drive-in theaters waned. As drive-ins 

became more attractive to people who looked for a private place to engage in sexual 

activity, families were less inclined to take their young children there. As one observer 

noted, over time, patrons of drive-in theaters began to be less interested in the movie 

and more about what was happening in the car.30 Additionally, as the drive-in theaters 

began to age, expensive improvements were required to keep the facility open, including 

repairs to screen towers, as well as upgrades to projection equipment and restroom 

facilities.  

Locally, a major change in the movie theater business in east Texas occurred in the mid- 

to-late 1960s, when Julius Gordon, the owner of the Jefferson Amusement Company 

and East Texas Theatre, Inc. (and the Redland Drive-in Theatre) died in 1966. Within two 

years, the Jefferson Amusement Company and East Texas Theatres, Inc. sold 33 

theaters in 17 cities in north, east, and southeast Texas to Golden Triangle Theatres, 

Inc., which was the largest transaction of its kind to date in Texas.31 As part of the sale, 

the Jefferson Amusement Company and East Texas Theatre, Inc. sublet their lease of 

the Redland Theatre’s land to Golden Triangle Theatres.32 The theater was operated by 

Gulf States Theatres of McComb, Mississippi, who owned dozens of theatres in eight 

states.33 By 1970, there were only three movie theatres in Lufkin, and Gulf States 

Theatres owned two of the three theaters, including the Redland Drive-in and one indoor 

theater (the Panther Drive-in was still in business and still locally owned). By 1972, Gulf 

States purchased the leased Redland Drive-in property.   

During the 1970s, drive-in movie theaters declined further, particularly as indoor movie 

theaters began to transition to multiplexes with several screens, and indoor theater 

owners typically had few employees to run the theater. With typically just one screen, 

drive-in theaters generally could not compete. Coupled with widespread urban sprawl 

and increasing land values for the large drive-in lots, many drive-in theaters closed. The 

Panther Drive-in was one such drive-in theater. It closed in 1977 to make way for newer 

development.

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Drive-ins that did survive the steep decline of the 1970s often turned to showing 

pornographic movies. This transition likely occurred because of the anonymity of never 

leaving the car before, during, and after the movie, and the privacy that cars afforded 

people. While the Redland Drive-in showed headliner movies in the early 1970s, by 

1977, it appears that the Redland may have shown pornographic films since their movie 

advertisements in the Lufkin Daily News disappear. In 1977, there were 192 drive-in 

theaters operating in the state, and by 1982, that number dropped to 137.34 That year 

the Redland Drive-in was sold to a group of five businessmen who collectively purchased 

the property under the Redland Drive-in Partnership.35 During their ownership, the drive-

in exclusively showed pornographic movies. The drive-in only survived for five years as a 

pornographic movie theater, and in 1987, the drive-in closed.36 At that time, there were 

only 56 operating drive-in theaters left in Texas.37 

In 1990, the Leach Cast & Steel Company purchased the Redland Drive-In property and 

began changing the arena. Aerial photographs during their ownership show that they 

demolished the projection booth, concession stand, and ticket booth. They also moved 

the original entrance gate, and the only access to the former arena was through the 

former exit gate. The owner also regraded the arena, and the driveways and ramps were 

no longer visible by 1995. In the middle of the arena, the cast and steel company 

owners also constructed two building pavilions and a steel casting table/platform in the 

northeast portion of the former arena.        

The current owner Lloyd Gillespie’s connection with the property began in 2000. As a 

local business owner based in Lufkin and Nacogdoches, Gillespie appears to have used 

the property for various uses, including as a storage facility and a scrap yard. While he 

sold the property to Robert and Jeanne McGrath in 2004, Gillespie bought the property 

back in 2013. In 2015, Gillespie noted that he had plans to demolish the former 

Redland Drive-in screen tower (Resource No. 25A) in order to build a manufacturing 

plant.38 Currently, Gillespie’s primary use for the property is for oil tank storage.  

According to DriveInMovie.com, there are 18 operating drive-in theaters in Texas 

today.39 In the last twenty years, there is a renewed interest in drive-in theaters 

throughout the state and the US as a novel concept to a new generation of movie goers 

in urban and rural areas of the state. As of June 2018, the closest known open drive-in 

theater near Lufkin is the Apache Drive-in in Tyler.

The former Redland Drive-in parcel contains 10.1 acres, and the former drive-in facility 

(including entrance/exit driveways and the entire arena) comprised 4.4 acres of the 

parcel. The only two remnants on the property from the drive-in theater are the screen 

tower (Resource No. 25A) and the marquee (Resource No. 25B). Since the screen tower 

is heavily overgrown with vegetation, B&A reviewed photographs included in the March 

2018 Reconnaissance-level HRSR; these photographs were taken during leaf-off 

conditions in January 2018.  

Resource No. 25A West Elevation 

Resource No. 25A, the former drive-in screen tower, is constructed primarily of brick and 

steel. The structure is divided into two primary sections, the office (which was located 

beneath the screen) and the screen. The brick-clad office’s front façade faces west 

towards US 59, with one door that is slightly off-center. The six windows on the west 

facade appear to be four-over-four windows; however, they were covered with heavy 

vegetation (even in January 2018) and steel security grates. The front door appears to 

be missing, and there is graffiti is on the brick. Five brick planters are located directly 

adjacent to the building’s outside wall. A simple, full-width shed roof covers the entrance 

to the office and serves as a visual separation between the office and the decorative 

side of the screen tower.   

The decorative side of the screen tower is clad with heavily rusted, vertical ribbed sheet 

metal. The Redland Drive-in Theatre name adorns the west elevation of the screen 

tower, with the words “Redland” and “Theatre” in red and the word “Drive-in” in blue. 

Each letter of the name was originally outlined with neon tubing; however, several 

sections of neon tubes are missing. Additional neon tubing above and below the name 

embellishes the screen tower with stars and wavy lines. Heavily rusted steel framing and 

corrugated metal sheeting for the wide-screen panels flank the decorative portion of the 

structure.  

Resource No. 25A East Elevation 

The east-facing portion of the structure faces the former arena. The office portion of the 

structure had an east-facing door that led to the former bleacher viewing area and 
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playground. A few windows were observed, but this side of the office was heavily 

overgrown and very difficult to view. On the upper portion of the structure was the steel 

framed screen and what appears to be corrugated tin painted white. A large section on 

the south side of the screen is missing. Two lower wide-screen panels flank the larger 

screen. Large trees have grown in front of the screen. 

Resource No. 25B 

This resource is the former drive-in theater’s freestanding marquee. The triangular-

shaped structure is constructed primarily of steel and includes white plastic panels that 

were used for announcements. A rounded decorative terminus of the marquee is 

located on the western side of the structure, directly adjacent to US 59. The marquee is 

on steel posts approximately 10 feet from ground-level. The structure consists of two 

marquee signs on the north and south elevations and metal paneling on the east 

elevation. A steel ladder facing Resource No. 25A allowed theater workers to access the 

upper level of the sign and steel platform, where they could change the announcements. 

The south-facing portion of the sign has been covered since January 2018, so its 

condition could not be confirmed. The sign is in disrepair with steel beams hanging off, 

and north-facing side of the sign is missing several sign panels.            

NRHP Evaluation      

The former Redland Drive-in Theatre was built in 1949 and closed in 1987; its period of 

significance spans those years. As noted above in the property type section above, B&A 

will evaluate the former Redland Drive-in Theatre as a historic district and Resource 

Nos. 25A and 25B as individual resources.  

The drive-in theater’s design was based heavily on Hollingshead’s original 1932 

patented design (see Photo E6 and E7 in Appendix E). According to historic aerial 

analysis (see Figures 5 through 10 in Appendix C) and contemporary newspaper articles 

of the property, the former Redland Drive-in Theatre was built with the following 

character-defining features:  

• Marquee (Resource No. 25B) 

• Ticket booth and formal entrance (no longer extant, originally located on the 

south edge of the arena) 

• Theater arena 

o Fan-shaped parking area (no longer extant, comprised most of the theater 

property) 

o Paved or unpaved parallel driveways (no longer extant, had a series of 

eight unpaved driveways) 

o Parking ramps (no longer extant, original arena was graded) 
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o Speaker poles at each parking ramp (no longer extant, poles have been 

removed) 

o Fencing or vegetative screening surrounding the arena (no longer extant, 

landscaping appears to be overgrown and fence along entry drive has 

been removed) 

• Screen Tower (Resource No. 25A) 

• Projection booth (no longer extant, was located in the middle of the arena) 

• Restroom facilities (no longer extant, was located in the projection building) 

• Concessions building (no longer extant, was located in the middle of the arena) 

• Bleachers or outdoor seating (no longer extant, was located in front the screen) 

• Playground (no longer extant, was located in front of the screen) 

According to historic aerial analysis of the property, the former Redland Drive-in Theatre 

retained the majority of these character-defining features while it was in operation as a 

theater from 1949 to 1987. However, it is possible that the playground and the outdoor 

seating area were removed when the Redland Drive-in Theatre showed pornographic 

films. With the exception of the screen tower and marquee (Resource Nos. 25A and 

25B, respectively), no other character-defining features of the property exist. The 

majority of the non-extant character-defining features were demolished around 1990, 

when the property was purchased by the steel casting company.    

Under Criterion A, the former Redland Drive-in Theatre was associated within the Lufkin 

area’s recreational and entertainment history from 1949 to 1987. As the first drive-in in 

Lufkin, the Redland Drive-in Theatre represented a new type of movie theater in the 

area. Although there were already 88 drive-in theaters in the state when the Redland 

was built, the Redland Drive-in Theatre was part of the first wave of post-war drive-in 

theaters in Texas. It was also a local representation of the widespread drive-in theater 

movement during the late 1940s and 1950s. As a result, the former drive-in theater has 

significance under Criterion A at the local level. However, as discussed below, the former 

drive-in theater does not retain sufficient integrity to be considered NRHP eligible, either 

as a whole or for its individual resources.   

Under Criterion B, there is no indication that the Redland Drive-in Theatre is associated 

with significant individuals, either locally or in the history of drive-in theaters. With the 

exception of the Redland Drive-in Partnership (owners from 1982 to its closing in 1987), 

the drive-in was owned by large entertainment corporations that owned several other 

indoor and outdoor theaters. As a result, there was no one who’s life work is best 

represented by the Redland Drive-in Theatre.   

Under Criterion C, the former drive-in theater had a specific layout for its overall design 

and its individual buildings, structures, driveways. However, with only the screen tower 
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and marquee (Resource Nos. 25A and 25B) extant, the unique design of the drive-in 

facility is no longer visible. As outlined in the list of character-defining features of the 

Redland Drive-in Theatre above, the majority of the property’s resources are no longer 

extant and the overall designed landscape, which made the property unique, is gone.  

Additionally, the extant resources at the Redland Drive-in Theatre do not rise to the level 

of NRHP eligibility on their own architectural merit under Criterion C. While the screen 

tower (Resource No. 25A) has decorative lettering on its west-facing elevation, the 

structure itself is not representative of a particular architectural style. Likewise, the 

marquee (Resource No. 25B) has a rounded edge that is often seen in Art Moderne style 

structures; however, the marquee by itself does not represent the Art Moderne style. For 

these reasons the Redland Drive-in Theatre is not NRHP eligible under Criterion C, either 

as a whole or for its individual resources.  

While the former Redland Drive-in Theatre is significant under Criterion A for its 

association with an important trend identified in the historic context, the property does 

not retain sufficient integrity to illustrate that significance. Alterations and the current 

state of disrepair of Resource Nos. 25A and 25B negatively affect the resources’ 

integrity of materials, workmanship, design, feeling, and association. As illustrated in the 

photographs included in the survey forms (Appendix B), the screen tower (Resource No. 

25A) is in a state of disrepair and overgrown with vegetation. The lower office portion of 

the structure on its east and west elevations is also missing doors and windows. The 

east side of the office is completely overgrown and barely visible. The east elevation of 

Resource No. 25A is missing sections of the corrugated tin screen. Resource No. 25B is 

also missing several panels and is in poor condition.  

Resource Nos. 25A and 25B by themselves cannot convey significance under Criterion 

A, since the property functioned as a cohesive unit. As a potential historic district, the 

former Redland Drive-in Theatre property is heavily modified, with the majority of the 

property’s character-defining features demolished since the period of significance (see 

photographs of the current condition of the property in May 2018 in Appendix D). As 

illustrated in Photos D5 through D12, the arena’s fan-shaped parking area, driveways, 

parking ramps, and speaker poles are no longer extant. Additionally, the ticket booth, 

concession stand, projection booth/restroom building, and the bleacher viewing area 

and playground are no longer extant. The entrance and exit driveways are overgrown 

and no longer visible (see Photos D3 and D13). During the May 2018 field visit, the 

former arena contained two non-historic-age pavilion buildings with concrete pads, 

scattered large oil tanks, large steel trusses for oil extraction equipment, concrete steel 

casting tables and platform, small relocated non-historic-age buildings, and an 

automobile junkyard in the northeast corner of the former arena (see Photos D10 

through D13 in Appendix D). Considering the changes that have occurred on the 

property, the former Redland Drive-in Theatre as a whole does not retain its setting, 

materials, workmanship, design, feeling, or association. 
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Consequently, B&A recommends that the former Redland Drive-in Theatre as a whole 

and individual Resource Nos. 25A and 25B are not eligible for the NRHP under Criterion 

A, B, or C.
