TxDOT Studying Ways to Improve SH 34

The communities of Quinlan and
Greenville, and surrounding areas
in Hunt County are currently
experiencing an increase in
residential and commercial
development. New businesses and
other development are appearing
along State Highway (SH) 34 and in
Quinlan and Greenville. This growth
has placed increased demand on
SH 34, which has already been
experiencing congestion, especially
at certain times of day.

To address this situation, the Texas
Department of Transportation's
(TXxDOT's) Paris District Office has
begun a feasibility study along an
approximately 20-mile segment of
SH 34 from |-30 to CR 2312 south of
Quinlan. The purpose of the study is
to identify issues that are affecting
mobility and safety on this stretch of
IH 34 and then identify solutions to
those issues.

Limited route alternatives, lack

of right of way for expansion or
reconfiguration of the highway and
environmental constraints all pose
challenges to potential roadway
improvement solutions. To identify
solutions to SH 34's shortcomings,
TxDOT must determine critical
elements of engineering, economic
feasibility, design concepts, general
right of way requirements, and
associated project impacts. The end
product of the feasibility study will
be recommendations for short-, mid-
and long-term improvements to

Eat what you hunt

To me, a hunting trip has not ended until the meat
is wrapped and in the freezer or, as was the case just
yesterday, in the skillet! You've read my articles long
enough to learn that my “loaded” opening sentence
will eventually lead to the tale of a recent successful
hunt and, probably arecipe! So, here we go!

| have a couple of corn feeders near my home
throwing corn about an hour before dark every eve-
ning. The trail cameras | have placed on each spot
have evidenced hogs but the time stamp on the photos
indicate they are showing up in the middle of the night
or very early in the morning, way before this old hunt-
er wishes to be out hunting! In the past couple weeks,
| “set” on each of these spots for an hour or so after
dark, hoping the porkers would get eventually come
in for an early snack but no luck and no hogs. Totally
unwilling to set up half the night in quest of fresh pork
chops from the wild, | decided to make another plan;
I'd put my hunting and sign reading skills to work and
take the hunt to the hogs! On almost every trail camera
photo, | noted the bottom portion of the hogs was wet,
only the top of their backs were dry. | began devising
aplan.

The porkers were obviously spending much
of their time in the water; the logical thing for hogs
to do in the heat of the summer. The nearest water
source was along gravel pit about 400 yards from the
feeder. | did abit of exploring and discovered the trail
the hogs used leaving the feeder. There were little bits
of mud and rubbings on several trees. On close scru-
tiny, the trail was pretty obvious and easy to follow. It
took a straight course through the woods to a deeply
rutted trail on the top of the bank of the water source.
The water level was low and it was a good 10 feet
from the top bank to the water’s edge. The mud along
the shoreline literally looked like a hog pen. Tracks
were everywhere and several mud wallows a good 3
feet deep outlined the shoreline. | had found WILD
HOG CENTRAL, the epicenter of wild pork! | backed
out quietly and made plans to be there at daylight the
next day (yesterday) with my lightweight little .223
rifle.

My plan was to edge along slowly at first light, use
binoculars to glass the shoreline ahead and attempt to
locate the sounder of hogs.

If I'm going to have enough space for the promised
recipe, I'll have to hurry this story aong! The next
morning, | positioned myself at the spot where the
hog trail dropped down at the high bank. I could hear
splashing and squealing around a bend in the slough.

Thiswas going to be too easy, | thought as | stalked
quietly to the edge of the brush where | hoped to get a
shot. As luck would have it, all the hogs, about 20 of
them, were on my side of the water but they must have
gotten my scent, about half of them hightailed it out
of sight but a couple of them hit the water and swam
to the other side. | waited until afat 75 pound sow hit
the opposite bank and made the shot. My pork was on
the ground but, there was 60 yards of water between
the hog and myself. | had a small kayak stashed not
far from the spot but no paddle. A 15 minute round
trip back home to get the paddie and | was on my way
in the little craft to retrieve my meat! | found some
clear water about 2 feet deep and did my butchering
chores right there. | was home in 30 minutes and put
the finishing touches, cleaning up and packaging the
fresh pork. I cubed the meat from a front shoulder for
guisado, one of my all time favorite Mexican dishes.

My wife always asks me why | often put fresh meat
from the wild to use immediately and | kid her that
| consider that part of a successful hunt! I broke out
my big 14 inch cast iron skillet, poured a little cook-
ing oil in and tossed in the cubed shoulder meat. Next
went acouple of chopped jalapenos, a handful of fresh
chopped garlic, one big yellow onion, a couple stalks
of celery, powdered cumin, sat and just a touch of
chili pepper. Next | added aquart of my canned toma-
toes. With the fire on low, I let the ingredients sim-
mer for an hour, stirring occasionally and adding a bit
of water about halfway through the cooking process.
Guisado, if you haven't tried it, is a thick Mexican
dish that can either be eaten as a soup or, as | prefer,
allow the liquid to reduce and be served on hot flour
tortillas.

Within 3 hours of the harvest of this good eat-
ing little hog, | was dining on freshly made guisado
made from some VERY fresh wild pork. My wife still

doesn't understand my desire to use the rewards of
my hunts immediately and I'm not sure | do either.
It might have something to do with the great times
I've spent at hunting camps where fresh game meat
is always eagerly awaited. | think | might just put
those little hamsin some cure and transform them into
cured, smoked ham! It only takes 6 days for them

to become cured meat and a few hours in the smoker
to transform the meat into, SMOKED ham! Yep, | do
enjoy thetotal experience of hunting; everything from
the scouting to the eating!

Beasts unburden:
Donkeys help

people de-stress

ULSTER PARK, N.Y. — In most of the world,
donkeys are beasts of burden, but the only job of
the long-eared denizens of Donkey Park is to nuzzle,
bray and beguile the diverse group of people who
find comfort in their company.

Donkey Park is the creation of Steve Stiert, who
sought a new direction after his job as a software
engineer for IBM was eliminated six years ago.

He first heard about donkeys from his daughter in
veterinary school and fell in love with them. Now
he’s devoting his life to providing an opportunity for
people to interact with donkeys and experience their
calming presence.

“Donkeys resonate with who I am,” says the
59-year-old Stiert, whose equine epiphany came after
26 years glued to a computer screen. “They brought
out this caring, sensitive person [ had pushed to the
background while trying to be successful.”

Stiert has 11 donkeys, a mule and a donkey-zebra
hybrid that live in a neat, 1.5-acre (0.6-hectare) mini
ranch at his home in Ulster Park, 80 miles (130 Kki-
lometers) north of New York City. He takes them to
schools, nursing homes and events for children with
disabilities. He also teaches donkey husbandry and
has an 800-member Meetup group that features hikes
with donkeys.

“They’re great stress sponges,” Stiert says. “A lot
of people come up from the city, travel long distanc-
es. When they come out here you can just see the
stress melting away from them.”

Employing donkeys for animal-assisted therapy
is gaining popularity among groups dedicated to
protecting them from mistreatment. The Donkey
Sanctuary, based in Devon, England, offers donkey-
assisted therapy programs for children recovering
from cancer, victims of human trafficking and other
vulnerable people.

“We're not providing therapy for the trauma
but for developing life skills,” says Caron Whaley,
therapy director at the sanctuary.

Unlike how donkeys are portrayed in popular
culture as gloomy or ill-tempered, they're actually
mild-mannered, intelligent and affectionate, donkey
advocates say.

“Some people come with the preconceived notion
that they kick, they bite, they’re stubborn, they're
ornery,” Stiert says. “None of those things are true.”

One-way friendship ends, but guilt remains

My “friend”

Tended the one-sided friend-
ship last year. My problem is,

1 feel guilty for doing it. I feel I
left her with cancer. But I also
feel that because someone is
sick doesn’t give them the right
to be abusive or inconsiderate.
Camille hasn’t tried to contact
me, either. In fact, she has told
others that she will never speak
to me again.

I bent over backward for her,
but if some other person sent
a card, she would make a big
deal out of it. I'm deeply hurt
and don’t know how to move
on.

DEAR WOUNDED: One way
to stop feeling guilty and get
on with your life would be
to acknowledge in your head
and your heart that the re-
lationship with Camille was
not a healthy one for YOU. In
fact, from the way you have
described it, it was more like
a bad habit.

Bad habits can be difficult
to break, but many people
have been able to accomplish
it by replacing a bad habit
with a good one. Example: In-
stead of feeling guilty for not
rubbing Camille’s feet, con-
sider getting a pedicure for
yourself. Although it might
seem expensive, it would be
cheaper than talking to a
therapist.

DEAR ABBY: My siblings and
I, all born in the ‘50s in a small
town, have fond memories of
our childhood. After our mother
died in 1989, our father mar-
ried “Sylvia,” a new arrival in
town. They lived together in our
childhood home until his death
in 2016.

| understand your concern and appreciate you coming to the meeting last night.

Right now, we are very early in the process of seeing what a widening project would look like. We
want to be able to show property owners the potential impacts of a widening project. In general,
there is 100" of highway right of way through this section. To build a 5 lane section it takes, in
general, 130" of right of way to fit everything in. From this, we can assume that we would need an
additional 15" of right of way on each side of the road. However, there are lots of different factors
that can impact this assumption. If there are hills, creeks, curves, ditches or storm sewer,
reimbursable utilities, houses, churches, cemeteries, etc it can play a part in how much additional
right of way, if any, is needed on any particular side. | can say that | have never been involved in a
project that acquired the same amount of right of way on each side of the road for the length of the
project. There are too many factors that come into play through the design process, but it’s our best
guess right now.

We will take this feasibility study (which will be available online) and see what meaningful,
substantive projects we can create from it. The public is telling us loud and clear that they want
something done. Support doesn’t always translate into funding but | am hopeful we can begin to
implement some improvements to SH 34 soon.

| do know that if it is determined that right of way must be acquired from you to construct a
widening for safety and mobility improvements on SH 34, you will be treated fairly and notified early
in the process. There would be another round of public meetings to show and discuss the smaller
scale project and all affected property owners would be personally contacted by the department so
we can explain what the project is shaping up to be, what the timelines are, and why we think we
need to buy more right of way.

That said, right now there is no funding to build anything that would need right of way. If we had the
funding for a project, we are still at least 2-3 years (and a lot of meetings) away from acquiring right
of way.

* my neighbors to the south have had their stone columns and landscape destroyed by a high
speed driver....

* the electrical right of way has been plowed into by a high speed driver.

Have
you experienced the horror of picking up your dogs entrails, and organs, and mangled limbs,
head, body and having to bury it? If not, I'll be sure to invite you to the next killing on this
road.

* the road noise with two lanes is already disturbing; it prevents enjoyment of my property
at night.

* | have a trailer and the middle turn lane is ESSENTIAL to be able to execute a safe turn
into my property during peak traffic times. If you take this away, you increase the risk of my
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getting rear ended.
* During peak traffic times, | can barely get onto the hwy from my property. Now, please
tell me how having 4 lanes to cross would make anything easier?
