
PROJECT OVERVIEW
The US 75 Project will provide long-term transportation and operational improvements on US 75   
and US 82 in Grayson County. It follows the agency’s US 75 Corridor Study which assessed safety, 
maintenance and system effi ciency, congestion and freight reliability, environmental sustainability, 
transportation choices and economic vitality along US 75. 

The changes to this important highway are designed to improve safety, address congestion and  
improve traffi c operations, and correct defi ciencies in this aging roadway.  

The US 75 Project will add main traffi c lanes, continuous frontage roads and U-turns.  Access and 
egress ramps, bridges, and highway intersections will be reconstructed as necessary, using phased 
construction. The project will also renovate the US 75 and US 82 intersection, including frontage 
road lanes and U-turns, and improve the US 82 and Loy Lake Road intersection. 

Existing north- and southbound lanes will remain during construction, but there will be major  
confi guration changes as work progresses. There also will be long-term closures of several 
intersections along this portion of US 75. 

IMPROVEMENTS SNAPSHOT
■ Widen existing four lanes to six-lanes-divided from FM 1417 to SH 91

■ Create continuous frontage roads along the US 75 corridor

■ Reconfi gure & improve the US 75, US 82 intersection

■ Provide U-turn lanes at major intersections

■ Reconstruct & improve the bridge at South Travis Street

■ Move the main traffi c lanes of US 75 between Lamar and Washington Streets 
out of the 100-year fl oodplain
