their children’s teachers.

For a long time now, San Anto-
nio early childhood education
practitioners, including AVANCE
and the Family Service Associa-
tion, have infused this approach
in public schools through vari-
ous partnerships. Pre-K 4 SA, the
city-funded early education pro-
gram meant to be a model for
other schools, also has ap-
proached family engagement in-
formed by studies that suggest a
clash between Latino parents
and traditional schools over the
roles of parents and teachers.

A recent study from the Pew
Research Center found that, con-
trary to stereotypes, Latino par-
ents have higher expectations for
their children’s academic perfor-
mance than white parents do,
said Sarah Baray, CEO of Pre-K 4
SA.

Misunderstandings =~ among
parents and educators aren’t
“something we talk a lot about”
but should be, Baray said, espe-
cially among Latino and Asian-
American families that may not
yet see themselves in school
roles or be prepared to fill them.

Baray has published her own
research affirming the belief
among Latino families that
teachers are the educational ex-
perts, while the family’s role is to
develop the child’s behavior so
they can be receptive in the class-
room. Such families may think
the school is not a place for par-
ents, because education is not
their expertise, she said.

No Child Left Behind

But in mainstream U.S. cul-
ture, schooling is seen as a part-
nership in which parents can
make suggestions for the class-
room and teachers can offer ad-
vice for the home. When that
partnership isn’t there, it leads to
misunderstandings and judg-
ments about the parents, Baray
said.

“I will tell you that I’ve never
met a parent, I don’t care what
their circumstance was, that did
not love their child and want
their child to be well educated,”
Baray said.

Educators across the country
have emphasized parental en-
gagement, because studies show
students whose parents are in-
volved outperform those whose
parents do not appear engaged.

The 2001 No Child Left Behind
Act set a statutory definition of
parental involvement and re-
quired schools to implement
programs, activities and proce-

dures to involve parents. Those
techniques are still up for de-
bate, especially when parents
are absent at events or volunteer
opportunities in the classroom,
and only a few of the city’s chil-
dren and their parents are expe-
riencing such outreach.

Alot of obstacles exist for Lati-
no parents, especially for those
with language barriers and for
whom speaking to an educator
may be intimidating. For some
parents, cultural views about au-
thority figures may prevent them
from going into the schools, said
Kathy Glascock, vice president of
development and donor engage-
ment for the Family Service As-
sociation.

The nonprofit has partnered
with school districts for more
than a decade to try to improve
that, meeting with parents who
might feel they don’t belong or
will be looked down on. Glascock
said such parents have been “un-
engaged,” but not necessarily be-
cause they don’t care about their
children’s education.

“They justaren’tinvolved yet,”
she said. “We have to overcome
those obstacles to help them be-
come involved.”

Parent-to-parent teaching

The association has set up 13
“parent rooms” in schools,
equipped with computers on
which they can work on résumés
and access school portals.
School clothes are also stored in
the rooms for parents who may
be struggling to provide them.
Parents have met and bonded in
these spaces, said parent engage-
ment manager Fabiola Martinez.

“As a professional, I can go and
tell a parent how important it is
for their children’s school suc-
cess that they’re part of it,” Marti-
nezsaid. “Butif another parent is
telling them that, it’s going to
take on a different message.”

In parent rooms, parents find
comadres, Spanish for co-mother
or co-parent, a term referring to
a child’s godmother. Such par-
ents are encouraged to visit one
another when problems, such as

a child’s absences, arise. Seeing a
friend at the front door is much
less intimidating than being vis-
ited by a school resource officer
or administrator, Martinez said.

That parent-to-parent func-
tion is being used at Pre-K 4 SA,
too.

One of the program’s parents,
Kristy Valenzuela, was initially
reluctant to send her son, Arlo,
to preschool. A relative con-
vinced her of the benefits of early
childhood education and Valen-
zuela became involved. She had
a role model in her adoptive
mother, also Hispanic, who
chaperoned field trips and was a
substitute teacher during Valen-
zuela’s own early education.

“I have to put my effort into it
so he can see that I'm showing
him, too, that I can participate,”
Valenzuela said.

She attended just about every
parent activity at Pre-K 4 SA — in-
cluding a literacy event last year
from which she had to leave early
when she went into labor — and
has continued to do so now that

her daughter, Leia, is in the pro-
gram.

Pre-K 4 SA helped when Valen-
zuela didn’t know how to ap-
proach situations with Arlo’s
teachers in his new school, such
as last fall when they told her Ar-
lo was struggling to focus, was
hyperactive and was creating a
distraction in class.

Building skills

At Pre-K 4 SA’s Parents as Part-
ners program, Valenzuela had
practiced how to interact with
teachers, but her first reaction
was to defend Arlo.

“I guess I came off too strong,”
she said.

Arlo’s former preschool teach-
ers gave her a refresher and
made suggestions about how to
talk to Arlo at home.

“They get to practice here in a
way that builds that skill set,” Ba-
ray said. “We want that relation-
ship to live past the year they’re
with us.”

would make it illegal for a
Texas doctor to perform an
abortion except to save a
woman’s life, and there are
several other proposed bills
that would create various re-
strictions. If any of the bills
are signed into law, they’re
sure to face alegal challenge,
sending the two sides back
to to Yeakel’s courtroom.

“We know we’ll be fight-
ing this again,” said Marsha
Jones, the executive director
for The Afiya Center, one of
the plaintiffs in the case.
“This case will still be going
on a year from now, and
there will probably be a new
one too, just a different law
with a different name affect-
ing women’s reproductive
health care. But we’ll still be
here”

The legal landscape for
these cases has shifted fol-
lowing President Donald
Trump’s appointment of
conservative Justices Brett
Kavanaugh and Neil Gor-
such. Kavanaugh replaced
longtime swing vote Justice

Anthony Kennedy, throwing
Roe v. Wade, the 1973 ruling
legalizing abortion, into
question.

Despite the now conser-
vative makeup of the Su-
preme Court, former state
Sen. Wendy Davis said she
didn’t anticipate a change in
strategy on the part of abor-
tion rights groups in the
state. Davis drew national at-
tention in 2013 for her 13-
hour filibuster to block an
anti-abortion bill in the Tex-
as Legislature.

“I don’t think you can
abandon one strategy for an-
other,” Davis said. “That’s
why we have three branches
of government, and we have
to rely on exercising tools
and resources at our dispos-
al in each of those realms. It
would be foolish for us to
look at the current makeup
of the court and decide that
we’re going to give up on
that route, because I believe
that the law is on our side,
and I'mreliant on ajudiciary
that’s going to uphold that.”

On the other side of the
debate, Joe Pojman, execu-
tive director of Texas Alli-
ance for Life, also said he
doesn’t expect any Supreme
Court reversals in the near
future.

“Unfortunately, the case
law is currently very bad and
the precedent is very bad
against the Texas Legislature
for doing what we think is
just a matter of justice,” Poj-
man said. “I'm very cau-
tious, and I'm not foreseeing
any earthquakes anytime
soon.”

IfRoev. Wade is ever over-
turned by the Supreme
Court, conservative Texas
legislators heading into the
session are going to be
ready. Sen. Bob Hall, R-Edge-
wood, filed a resolution that
would amend the Texas
Constitution to automatical-
ly ban abortion if Roe v.
Wade is overturned.

| am a homeowner in the community at San Geronimo Airpark, the entrance of which is located at 15464 W FM471, also
known as Culebra Rd. We applaud the improvements being made to handle the rapidly increasing traffic, it is much
needed.

All of us who make our home here or use the airport facilities are very concerned that our needs for SAFE in and out
access to Culebra Rd in both directions will be overlooked or minimized during the planning and engineering processes.
While from the highway our access road may appear like a single residence entry, there is actually a thriving subdivision
with 81 property owners, their residences, as well as numerous aircraft hangars and other structures. Though the airport
property is privately owned, it is a designated public access airport, and at times sees considerable outside traffic from
airport users as well.

What we need:

1) A safe left turn lane to turn into the property from Culebra when travelling west.

2) A safe right turn approach lane for turning into the property when travelling east.

3) A break in the raised median to allow us to turn left ONTO Culebra. This is very important as 211 is becoming a
preferred route as it is expanded.

What we absolutely do not want to see is raised concrete median being placed as if we didn't exist and blocking our
access. The last time FM471 was worked on they painted a median that totally ignored us. Fortunately it was just paint
and we are able to use it like a left turn lane. But if it were replaced with concrete as-is it would create an extremely
dangerous situation and would be intolerable.

FM471 is choked with speeding gravel and cement trucks, and making U-turns or stopping in a traffic lane to turn left are
totally unacceptable solutions. People would die.

So, PLEASE consider our needs and our safety when making planning decisions.
