25· mailed letters to elected officials and adjacent



·1· property owners, and then we also had a posting on the

·2· TxDOT website.

·3· · · · · · · · The purpose of this public hearing is to

·4· present the proposed improvements to FM 2252 and to

·5· receive your comments on the proposed project.

·6· · · · · · · · The verbal comment session will begin

·7· following the presentation.· We will not answer

·8· questions during the presentation or public comment

·9· session.· This official public hearing will adjourn

10· after all verbal comments have been heard.

11· · · · · · · · Now, I would like to discuss the proposed

12· improvements on FM 2252.

13· · · · · · · · The proposed project limits extend along

14· FM 2252 from Evans Road to FM 3009 in Bexar and Comal

15· Counties, a distance of approximately 2.75 miles.

16· · · · · · · · The proposed project improvements would

17· include the expansion of the existing two-lane road to

18· four lanes with a continuous two-way left turn lane or

19· raised medians, bike and pedestrian accommodations,

20· along with drainage improvements.· Dedicated bike lanes

21· would be constructed from Evans Road to 5th Street,

22· slash, Marbach Lane.

23· · · · · · · · There will be intersection improvements at

24· Evans Road, reconstruction of the bridge over Cibolo

25· Creek, an overpass over the Union Pacific Railroad at



·1· Bracken Drive, and a shared-use path from 5th, slash,

·2· Marbach Lane to FM 3009.

·3· · · · · · · · The proposed project would be constructed

·4· primarily within the existing 120-foot right of way.

·5· Approximately two -- two acres of additional right of

·6· way would be required.· Although additional right of way

·7· is required, no residential or nonresidential structures

·8· would be displaced.

·9· · · · · · · · Okay.· Based on the results of a traffic

10· analysis conduct -- conducted on the proposed project,

11· the 2016 Average Daily Traffic count of 12,600 vehicles

12· is expected to increase to 23,050 vehicles by the year

13· 2041.· This is an increase of almost double the 2016

14· count within a 25-year time span.

15· · · · · · · · What you see here on this slide is a

16· representation of existing and projected traffic

17· conditions at major intersections along the project.

18· The traffic analysis considered the existing total

19· intersection delay, a no build alternative, and a build

20· alternative.· This analysis considered how the total

21· intersection delay would be affected in these three

22· scenarios.

23· · · · · · · · As you can see, in the fourth column, the

24· results of the traffic analysis indicate the proposed

25· project would improve the anticipated 2041 total



·1· intersection delay along FM 2252 at all seven

·2· intersections compared to the no build alternative.

·3· · · · · · · · Major intersections along the project were

·4· evaluated to determine whether a traffic signal would be

·5· required.· Based on the results of this evaluation, a

·6· total of two intersections located at FM 2252 and

·7· 5th Street, slash, Marbach Lane and at FM 2252 and Bat

·8· Cave would meet the criteria that would require

·9· additional traffic signals.

10· · · · · · · · The existing Union Pacific Railroad

11· crossing located at Bracken Drive accommodates twelve

12· train crossings per calendar day.· Of these twelve

13· crossings, six occur during nighttime hours and six

14· occur during daylight hours.· Constructing a new

15· overpass or grade separation at this location will

16· eliminate traffic delays associated with train

17· crossings.

18· · · · · · · · A safety evaluation was conducted to

19· assess the crash history and trends occurring along

20· FM 2252 within the limits of the project.· Data

21· evaluating the severity and the physical location of the

22· crashes were documented from January 2011 to

23· February 2018 and are included in Tables 1 and 2 on this

24· slide.

25· · · · · · · · Based on the results of the evaluation,



·1· two fatalities were documented out of the 194 total

·2· documented crashes listed in Table 1.· Data included in

·3· Table 2 also indicates that the majority of crashes were

·4· intersection or driveway related.· Two documented

·5· crashes located at the intersection of FM 2252 and Evans

·6· Road and east of the intersection of FM 2252 and Bracken

·7· Road involved bicycles.

·8· · · · · · · · So within the limits of the project, the

·9· existing FM 2252 roadway consists of two 11-foot wide

10· travel lanes (one in each direction), a 14-foot two-way

11· left turn lane, and two -- I'm sorry -- two-foot wide

12· outside shoulders.· The existing right of way is

13· typically 120 feet in width.

14· · · · · · · · The proposed typical cross section from

15· Evans Road to 5th, slash, Marbach Lane would include

16· four 11-foot travel lanes (two in each direction), a

17· 5-foot dedicated bike lane (one in each direction), and

18· 6-foot sidewalks in each direction.

19· · · · · · · · The proposed improvements from

20· 5th Street/Marbach Lane to FM 3009 would include

21· widening the existing facility from a two-lane roadway

22· to a four-lane roadway with a raised median for

23· continuous two-way left turn lanes.· This is a proposed

24· typical section depicting the proposed roadway design,

25· including four 11-foot travel lanes (two in each



·1· direction), a 10-foot shared use path on one side, a

·2· 6-foot sidewalk on the other side, and a raised median.

·3· The proposed roadway improvements will be constructed

·3· · · · · · · · The CE includes a proposed project

·4· description, a summary of impacts, commitments and other

·5· measures to minimize or eliminate impacts, and

·6· appropriate technical reports and mapping.

·7· · · · · · · · This slide shows all of the resources that

·8· were studied as part of the CE process, and were

·9· included in the environmental reports, the studies that

10· are also on display here tonight.

11· · · · · · · · Throughout the environmental process,

12· TxDOT has coordinated or will coordinate with many

13· resource agencies, elected officials, and local

14· stakeholders, including all of the entities listed on

15· this slide, as well as the general public.

16· · · · · · · · In the next steps of the environmental

17· process, all comments received tonight, as well as

18· written comments received during the comment period,

19· will be included in the official public hearing record

20· and will be addressed in the next phase of the

21· environmental process.

22· · · · · · · · The CE and all approved technical reports

Based on the results of a traffic analysis conducted on the proposed project, the 
2016 Average Daily Traffic count of 12,600 vehicles is expected to increase to 
23,050 vehicles by the year 2041. This is an increase of almost double the 2016 
count in a 25-year time span.

This is a representation of existing and projected traffic conditions at major 
intersections along the project. The traffic analysis considered the existing total 
intersection delay, a no build alternative, and a build alternative. This analysis 
considered how the total intersection delay would be affected in these three 
scenarios. 

As you can see in the fourth column, the results of the traffic analysis indicate that 
the proposed project would improve the anticipated 2041 total intersection delay 
along FM 2252 at all seven intersections compared to the no build alternative.

Major intersections along the project were evaluated to determine whether a traffic 
signal would be required. Based on the results of this evaluation, a total of 2 
intersections located at FM 2252 and 5th Street/Marbach Lane and at 
FM 2252 and Batcave would meet the criteria that would require additional traffic 
signals.

The existing Union Pacific railroad crossing located at Bracken Drive 
accommodates 12 train crossings per calendar day. Of these 12 crossings, 6 occur 
during nighttime hours and 6 occur during daylight hours. Constructing a new 
overpass (or grade separation) at this location will eliminate traffic delays associated 
with train crossings.

A safety evaluation was conducted to assess the crash history and trends occurring 
along FM 2252 within the limits of the project. Data evaluating the severity and the 
physical location of the crashes were documented from January 2011 to February 
2018 and are included in Tables 1 and 2. Based on the results of the evaluation, two 
fatalities were documented out of the 194 total documented crashes listed in Table 
1. Data included in Table 2 also indicates that the majority of crashes were 
intersection or driveway related. Two documented crashes located at the 
intersection of FM 2252 and Evans Road and east of the intersection of FM 2252 
and Bracken Road  involved bicycles.

Within the limits of the project, the existing FM 2252 roadway consists of two 11-
foot-wide travel lanes (one in each direction), a 14-foot two-way left-turn lane, and 
two-foot-wide outside shoulders. The existing right-of-way is typically 120 feet in 
width.

The proposed typical section from Evans Road to 5th/Marbach Lane would include 
four 11-foot travel lanes (two in each direction), a 5-foot dedicated bike lane (one in 
each direction), and 6-foot sidewalks in each direction.

The proposed improvements from 5th Street/Marbach Lane to FM 3009 would 
include widening the existing facility from a two-lane roadway to a four-lane roadway 
with a raised median or continuous two-way left turn lanes. This is a proposed 
typical section depicting the proposed roadway design including four 11-foot travel 
lanes, two in each direction, a 10-foot shared-use path on one side, a 6-foot 
sidewalk on the other side, and a raised median. The proposed roadway 
improvements would be constructed primarily within the existing 120-foot ROW. 
Approximately 2 acres of additional ROW would be required.

Phase II limits are from Cibolo Creek to FM 3009

The Phase II limits are from Cibolo Creek to FM 3009. This section will construct the 
overpass that will span the Rail Road, Bracken Drive, and Bracken Creek.  Also a 
one way turnaround south of the rail road will be built for access.  Bracken Road will 
go under the new bridge, have drainage improvements, and along with 5th street 
the roads will be reconstructed.  Again, there will be new traffic signals at the 
intersections of 5th/Marbach and at Batcave as well.

Pedestrians and bikes will be able to cross FM 2252 at multiple locations including 
the newly placed traffic signals.  

Through the City of Garden Ridge, in tandem with the raised median, turning loons 
will be constructed.  Six of these will be placed strategically in order that traffic may 
perform U turns to access residences and businesses along the corridor while 
removing the conflict of rear end collisions.

As part of the CE process, natural, cultural and social resources were evaluated for 
potential impacts as a result of the proposed project. 

As previously stated, approximately 2 acres of ROW would be required for the 
proposed improvements with no displacements. 

The project area is classified as urban. No impacts to riparian vegetation are 
anticipated. 

The project would cross the 100-year floodplain and would be designed in 
accordance with current TxDOT and FHWA policies to meet the required drainage 
design and specifications. This project would not increase the base flood elevation.

The proposed project would not impact wetlands. At Cibolo Creek, the existing 
bridge will be replaced with a wider bridge. Two ephemeral stream channels will be 
affected by widening of pavement over the streams; but total project impacts on 
non-navigable waterways would be less than 0.1 acre.   

All unavoidable impacts to jurisdictional waters of the U.S. would require a Section 
404 Nationwide Permit through the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Fort Worth 
District. Mitigation efforts to minimize impacts to vegetation and wildlife habitat 
would be implemented.

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The historic Davenport Cemetery is located approximately 100 feet southwest of the 
project area and will not be affected by project construction. No significant 
archaeological or historic features were identified in the project area.
