Good afternoon. My name is Skye Baldwin and | reside on 20 acres in Boerne. My address is

Boerne, TX 78006. My husband, Dr. Charles Baldwin, myself and our two daughters have owned and resided on
this land for eleven years. Myself, my husband and our neighbors are deeply concerned about the proposed
roadways listed in the Kendall Gateway Project. Specifically, the proposed “NE Outer Concept” roadway. This NE
Outer Concept would significantly damage our land and homes. When you review the map of the NE Outer
Concept, the area of concern involves the land between Cherry Ridge Road to Spanish Pass Road. That land
indicated for roadway use, involves my property and my driveway. A major road system, as proposed in the NE
Outer Concept, would place high motor vehicle traffic and pollution within less than 20 yards of my home. The 20
acres of property | reside on,is indicated as Wildlife Tax Exemption for the state of Texas. Our land and adjacent
properties, are bound to providing protection for the Texas State Songbird. Any construction of major roadways and
the resulting automobile traffic, would negatively impact the survival of this protected song bird species.

Additionally, the issue of the land (between Cherry Ridge Road and Spanish Pass Road) being utilized as a roadway
was addressed with the Boerne City Council six-seven years ago. Myself and my neighbors, presented an argument
against a proposed roadway on our property, before the Boerne City Council on two separate council meetings. At
the last meeting we attended to address this grave concern, the Boerne City Council agreed to strike our property
from any current and future roadway system plans for Boerne.

Please respond and advise on the best way for myself and my neighbors to publicly and personally address our
concerns related to the NE Outer Concept of the Kendall Gateway proposal. Although the actual “work” to build a
road way may take several years, time is of the utmost importance. | feel that the current and future proposal of the
NE Outer Concept needs to be eliminated immediately.

The purpose of this letter is to provide feedback concerning the Kendall Gateway Study concepts
southeast of Boerne connecting Highway 46 to Interstate 10 (specifically the “Southeast Outer
Concept”, “Southeast Middle Concept”, and “Southeast Inner Concept™). | have also completed
the Kendall Gateway survey (posted at https://kendallgateway.metroquest.com/).

I have attached my input to the Kendall County Thoroughfare Planning Citizens Committee
(TPCC) provided approximately 11 years ago on 11/28/2006 in response to similar, draft
concepts being discussed in 2005 and 2006. | believe that the fundamental principals described
in my 2006 feedback still apply today and that my feedback on the TPCC’s 2006 draft south
bypass concepts apply to TXDOTSs present day Southeast Outer Concept and Southeast Middle
Concept. My feedback on a second option to consider in place of the TPCC’s 2006 draft south
bypass concepts applies to TXDOTSs present day Southeast Inner Concept.

While much of my 2006 feedback still applies, a few things have changed since 2006:

1. My wife and | have built our planned home (completed in 2008) at 111 Ammann road
and have raised our three daughters in that home. It appears that the Southeast Outer
Concept and Southeast Middle Concept would require destruction of our home (the
concept lines on the map are essentially just beside our house). | am opposed to
transportation concepts that require the destruction of my home or that so severely alter
the nature of our family property that it becomes not livable.

2. While some of the names of the players involved have changed, the Esperanza and The
Ranches at Creekside developments (and others) have proceeded without a long-term,
comprehensive transportation plan for Kendall County and related surrounding areas.
Transportation planning should proceed development so that transportation needs (and
costs) can be accommodated within the scope of planned developments.

Note that the TPCC’s final report, issued May 2007, did not include recommendations for
concepts similar to TxDOTs present day Southeast Outer Concept and Southeast Middle
Concept. | would encourage TXDOT to also remove the Southeast Outer Concept and Southeast
Middle Concept from the final report of the Kendall Gateway Study.

Feedback from Russell and Lindsay Burkey to TPCC 11/28/06

The purpose of this letter is to provide feedback concerning the TPCC proposals which
directly affect our property and to support alternative solutions which better satisty the principals
which we believe should guide transportation planning in Kendall County. In particular, we are
opposed to the TPCC proposals which include a south bypass between SH-46 and IH-10 (MI-9,
MSR-3, MSR-4, and MSR-5) and related TPCC proposals which bring traffic to this proposed
south bypass (RW-4). The alternative proposals which we support include the widening of SH-
46E (described in MI-9), widening Herff Road/Boulevard and extending Herff Road to S. Main
St (Bus 87) (described in MSR-1), improvements to Old San Antonio Rd and the interchange at
Cascade Caverns Road and IH-10 (described in MSR-2), widening FM 3351 between Bergheim
to IH-10 to four lanes with a center turn lane (not described in any TPCC proposal), and
improving the interchange at FM 3351 and IH-10 (not described in any TPCC proposal).

The principals which we believe should guide transportation planning include:

1. Roadways should be maintained, expanded, and/or constructed to provide for the
transportation needs of the county residents and not to provide corridors to encourage
new growth. (i.e. Roadways should provide for the needs of county residents rather
than simply for the improved convenience of county residents and travelers)

2. Highest priority should be given to proposals which use existing road ways (as stated
in TPCC Charter).

3. Priority should be given to proposals in which landowners or developers are willing
participants in roadway expansion or new construction.

4. Priority should be given to proposals which use unimproved land (as stated in TPCC
Charter).

5. Transportation planning should attempt to preserve the rural nature of Kendall
County (as stated in TPCC Charter).

6. Priority should be given to proposals which have the maximum value i.e. the
proposals which provide the greatest improvement in transportation for the minimum
cost in terms of dollars, environmental impact, etc.

7. Priority should be given to proposals which minimize the environmental impact of
increased transportation capacity.

8. Priority should be given to proposals which address existing public safety concerns.
Public safety should be a key consideration in prioritizing TPCC proposals.

We believe that the TPCC proposals which include a south bypass between SH-46 and
[H-10 (MI-9, MSR-3, MSR-4, and MSR-5) do not adhere to these principals (a number of which
are taken directly from the TPCC charter). In particular, the south bypass proposals call for
construction of new road ways (and intersections) through improved land whose owners are not
willing participants in the new road construction.

Many affected landowners (including myself) expressed opposition to the south bypass
proposals in meetings with concerned neighbors in the area where the proposed south bypass(s)
crosses Ammann Road and with the Boerne Relief Route organization. I [Russell] was born and
raised in a home off of Ammann Road (where my parents still live). We purchased the property
at 111 Ammann Road several years ago with the plan to build a home in which to raise our own
children in the peace and privacy afforded by an approximate 4 mile setback from Ammann
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Road. However, the south bypass proposals (MSR-3, MSR-4, and MSR-5) would locate a major
highway along the longest boundary of our property less than a hundred feet from our property
line. These proposals would destroy the rural nature of our property and the ability for our
property to fulfill the use for which it was purchased. In addition, we expect that these proposals
would cause a significant and unrecoverable drop in our property value.

We know that the TPCC is aware of (and is considering) the potential negative
environmental impact the proposed south bypass options present. In particular, the area for the
proposed bypass is dotted with caves, sinkholes, and other groundwater “recharge features.” The
proposed south bypass routes have large potential for significant negative impact on the regions
groundwater resources (which is obviously a precious commodity which is currently and will
continue to be a hugely important and hugely contentious issue for our region).

In addition, the TPCC south bypass proposals as drawn (MSR-3, MSR-4, and MSR-5)
include a potentially dangerous, time consuming, and expensive (to properly construct)
intersection between the new south bypass road and the existing Ammann Road.

The alternative proposals which we support include the widening of SH-46E (described
in MI-9), widening Herff Road/Boulevard and extending Herff Road to S. Main St (Bus 87)
(described in MSR-1), improvements to Old San Antonio Rd and the interchange at Cascade
Caverns Road and IH-10 (described in MSR-2), widening FM 3351 between Bergheim to IH-10
to four lanes with a center turn lane (not described in any TPCC proposal), and improving the
interchange at FM 3351 and IH-10 (not described in any TPCC proposal). FM 3351 already
serves as the “southern bypass” from SH-46 to IH-10 for much of Eastern Kendall County
including the many residents with access to SH-46E between Bergheim and Boerne. The
improvements to Herff and Old San Antonio Rd and the Cascade Caverns interchange can make
this route a viable in-town “southern bypass” of Boerne Main Street for residents with access to
SH-46E close to Boerne. Another south bypass appears to duplicate existing routes (which could
be expanded and improved) at great economic, environmental, community, and quality of life
costs. These improvements have potential to provide comparable capacity increases in
comparison to the south bypass proposals at substantially less economic and environmental costs
in comparison to construction of new road ways through improved land whose owners are not
willing participants in the process.

However, if the above improvement to existing roads cannot provide sufficient increased
capacity, two other options warrant further consideration by the TPCC. These two options
involve new roads and do not satisfy the above guiding principals as well as improvements to
existing roadways. Therefore, they should be ranked of lower priority in comparison to
improving existing roadways. However, these two additional options may have landowners
willing to participate (or may have developers who could be made to be willing to participate)
for a portion of the routes.

First, the north bypass route (MSR-6) should be considered further. This route could
provide residents/commuters north of SH-46, where much of the future growth is planned to
occur, a more direct link to IH-10. In addition, the north bypass route can provide the long-haul
commercial truck traffic coming across SH-46 from [-35 and IH-10 (from Houston) attempting
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to bypass San Antonio a better means to also bypass Boerne (i.e. stay off Boerne Main Street)
and to continue on [H-10 West. Our understanding is that the high density residential Esperanza
Development currently being discussed among the City of Boerne, Kendall County and Marlin
Atlantis (developer) may include a significant portion of the proposed north bypass route in the
area where the proposed route departs from SH-46. Therefore, since this proposed north bypass
route directly benefits the residents of this large development under consideration, the interested
parties may find it in the public’s best interest to set aside land from the proposed development
for a new thoroughfare without significantly decreasing the profitability of the development.
However, the considerable difficulty in defining the north bypass route from 474 to IH-10 (or
Bus 87) though a more developed/settled area may endanger the viability of this option.
However, the north bypass route, including seeking out other willing participants along the route,
should be studied further.

A second option to consider if improving existing roads cannot provide sufficient
increased capacity is south bypass departing from SH-46 near (or possibly slightly more in-town)
the point where Ammann Rd intersects SH-46 (i.e. through the Herff family property located at
125a SH-46E). Our understanding is that the landowner (Herff) and/or a developer (Edelweiss
Partners) are in the process of petitioning the City of Boerne to annex the property at 125a SH-
46E in preparation for installing a high density residential development. Since this south bypass
Route directly benefits the residents of this large development (and others) under consideration,
the interested parties may find it in the public’s best interest to set aside land from the proposed
development for a new thoroughfare without significantly decreasing the profitability of the
development. Also, this south bypass option has other benefits in comparison to the current
TPCC south bypass proposals (MSR-3, MSR-4, and MSR-5) in that this south bypass option
would be shorter (in distance to IH-10) and would avoid a potentially dangerous, time
consuming, and expensive intersection between the new bypass road and the existing Ammann
Road. However, the considerable difficulty in defining this south bypass route after the Herff
property though a more developed/settled area may endanger the viability of this option.
However, this south bypass route, including seeking out other willing participants along the
route, should be studied further if all other options have been exhausted.

Transportation planning must continue to be a component in the broader discussions
concerning the rapid growth and future demographics of our county. Transportation planning
must be considered in parallel with other key infrastructure issues including water supplies and
waste water treatment and other economic, environmental and quality of life issues.
Transportation planning must include an open and active participation among the variety of
stakeholders including the public, Kendall County, the City of Boerne, TxDOT, BISD, CCGCD,
and other neighboring counties and authorities.

In summary the proposed south bypass proposals (MSR-3, MSR-4, and MSR-5) do not
satisfy the principals that we believe are important for responsible transportation planning for
Kendall County. These proposals should be eliminated from further consideration. Other
proposals, primarily including improving/expanding existing roadways, can provide for
improved mobility in Kendall County and should be carried forward as proposals for further
consideration.

| am a resident of Kendall County, and work in San Antonio, and as such, | travel through Boerne to San
Antonio, along IH-10, on a regular basis. My wife and | moved to Boerne in 2005, building our dream
future retirement home to enjoy the tranquility of rural Boerne living. We enjoy seeing the deer, turkey,
quail, jack rabbits, grey foxes, ringtail cats, along with the bluebirds, cedar wax wings, doves, scrub jays
and occasional golden cheek warbler, from the comfort of our home. We also enjoy hearing the sounds
of owls, whip-poor-wills, tree frogs, crows and bluebirds, etc. All of these enjoyable sights and sounds
will likely be lost by any arterial near or along Spring Creek Road. We live in a 33 lot subdivision, just
northeast of the Boerne city limits, known as Spring Creek Estates. This subdivision and my home are
directly impacted by the NE Middle Concept and the tranquility of rural living, for the entire subdivision,
would also be negatively impacted by the NE Outer and Middle Concepts. The average Spring Creek
Estates home value is in excess of $500,000 and the combined subdivision value is approximately
$18,000,000, based upon Kendall County Appraisal District data. | only recently became aware of the
Study, and my wife and | have taken the Survey and contacted many of our neighbors, including other
residents along Spring Creek Road, who are not in the subdivision. Everyone that we have spoken to is
extremely upset by the potential impact to Spring Creek Estates and Spring Creek Road. Many of them
consider their residence to be their current or future retirement homes, as well, including several who
moved here from out of state. With all of the existing undeveloped land in Kendall County, | do not
understand why any proposed solution should include the destruction of existing residential or
commercial property.

Some of the stated purposes of the Study are to “relieve congestion on SH 46 and other major arterials
in Boerne” and to “identify solutions that could provide improved mobility as the area continues to
grow”, and to be “as proactive as we can”.

First, | do not believe that any proposed solution that uses Spring Creek Road allows for the “inevitable
amount of growth that is forth coming”. The intersection of FM 474 and Spring Creek Road is only 1.2
miles from Boerne High School and E. Blanco Road, and 2 miles from SH 46 (the intersection of River
Road and Herff Road). This short distance does not seem sufficient to provide for much future growth.

Second, | do not believe that an alternate access, from IH-10 to SH 46, around Boerne is necessary from
both north to south and east to west. Based upon the Survey data provided, it would appear that a
combination of a SW and SE Concept could divert traffic around Boerne and be less costly (less new
ROW and fewer residential/commercial properties impacted). There is currently more growth in that
area, and as such, increased traffic south of Boerne that could be diverted around Boerne. Traffic on IH-

10, coming from west of Boerne, could continue on IH-10 until reaching the alternate SH 46 route south
of Boerne.

Third, | believe that a significant amount of traffic on SH 46, in Boerne, is the result of the two Boerne
ISD high schools being near each other. | believe that the new schools forth coming nearer to Fair Oaks
will also alleviate a significant amount of the current traffic near Boerne

Fourth, as growth continues north and west of Boerne, an alternate east and west access to SH 46 could
be considered further outside the Boerne city limits.

Attached you will find some annotated graphics to help explain my thoughts.

First, | think we as a community should work very hard to limit the impact on private lands and the significant disruption
of that condemning property can have on people’s lives. We must make a concerted effort to find a solution that
minimizes property condemnation.

Second, any bypass road will only function properly to move traffic if it is ACCESS RESTRICTED to prevent more
development and even more congestion. Restricting access to the road is the only way to ensure it functions to move
traffic.

Third, any bypasses between 110 and 46W are unnecessary. The only bottleneck to traffic flow is the intersection.
Improve this intersection and you can avoid the significant environmental and cultural impacts of building new roads
through undeveloped ranch and family lands.

Forth, there are real challenges connecting 110 to 46E. However, these can be solved with a SINGLE bypass road. There
does not need to be a north and south loop. As the majority residents in the new developments out 46E are likely
commuting to San Antonio for work, a south connection makes more sense. But the south connection could also serve
as a “truck route” and a “Boerne bypass to 110” for people going North.

Finally, the “long-term” concepts with a "4-lane divided highway with grass median," doesn’t make any sense as 46E is a
2-lane road. If more lanes are needed, | strongly urge TXDot to prioritize roads with the smallest necessary footprint. A
2-lane road could be expanded to a "4-lane divided highway with barrier" in the future if needed and would take up a
fraction of the area of the option with the median.

When one also considers the 1-2 feet of flooding at the intersection of Cascade Caverns Road and Old San Antonio Road during heavy rains, you are looking at major mayhem (the culvert under the Interstate creates a violent moat around the Fairfield Inn that is uncontainable which ends up spilling into the road).  



Unfortunately, The City of Boerne isn’t following its Master Plan as we’ve seen at 17 Herff Road, Esperanza, etcetera.  There has been too much overstepping of plan constraints and not enough consideration of long term effects.  Out-of-state developers are enriched while long time, local residents are left “holding the bag.”  The drainage situation around here is a time bomb and so is the dangerous dependency on Canyon Lake water.  



Hopefully, TxDOT can provide a measure of sensibility to this “Gateway” project that has been missing at the local level in recent years.  A road through the back of our property would be environmentally irreversible and financially devastating not just for the business but for the residents of Boerne-Kendall and the State of Texas.

We are currently in the process of re-surveying this second cavern system since it was never fully surveyed in 1972 (see attached map and description);

2) A sinkhole at the controversial South Glen subdivision reportedly swallowed up two enormous earth mover machines earlier this year leading to the abandonment of 2-4 acres within the subdivision by the developer;  

3) A road through the back of the Cascade property -- if it is even structurally possible over an extensive cavern system -- would require a 10-foot wall almost one mile long to keep out noise, trespassers and vandals;

4) The area beneath the green “300 foot” wide line is a flood absorption, detention and retention zone for the rest of the property due to natural and human-augmented flooding (Boerne-Kendall has no substantive drainage code or storm water infrastructure; see Public Works Director Mike Mann’s presentation to the City Council on 10/24/2017); 

5) Cascade Caverns is the primary recharge zone in the neighborhood.  Road runoff from accidents and spills would potentially contaminate the Edwards Aquifer beneath;

6) Cascade Caverns is one of just seven Texas show caves;

7) Cascade Caverns is the oldest tourist attraction in Boerne;

8) Cascade Caverns is the second highest ranked (#2 out of 34) Boerne tourist attraction on TripAdvisor;

Already, Cascade Caverns Road between South Glen and IH-10 is dense with businesses, schools and subdivisions that create stop-and-go conditions between 7-9 AM and 4-6 PM.  When one also considers the 1-2 feet of flooding at the intersection of Cascade Caverns Road and Old San Antonio Road during heavy rains, you are looking at major mayhem (the culvert under Interstate Highway 10 fed by the Regent Park subdivision runoff creates a violent moat around the Fairfield Inn that is uncontainable which ends up flooding the road).  We are right in the middle of “Flash Flood Alley,” the apt nickname hydrologists have given The Texas Hill Country.



Unfortunately, The City of Boerne isn’t following its Master Plan as we’ve seen at 17 Herff Road, Esperanza, etcetera.  There has been too much overstepping of plan constraints and not enough consideration of long term effects.  Out-of-state developers (South Glen, etc.) are enriched while long time, local residents are left “holding the bag.”  The drainage situation around here is a time bomb and so is the dangerous dependency on Canyon Lake water.  As usual, local politicians are more interested in expanding the tax base instead of maintaining quality of life, inspired architecture, historic preservation, green spaces and natural beauty.



Hopefully, TxDOT can provide a measure of sensibility to this “Gateway” project that has been missing at the local level in recent years.  A road through the back of our property would be environmentally irreversible and financially devastating not just for the business/property but for the residents of Boerne-Kendall and the State of Texas who have enjoyed this natural marvel for more than a century.

CASCADE CAVERNS SINK (KCS026)


Alternate Names: Cascade Caverns sink hole, Cascade Caverns Sinkhole, Cascade Sink, Cascade Sinkhole


Length: 331.8 m


Depth: 28.8 m


Quadrangle: Boerne 7.5’


Special Hazards: Thirty meter long ropes are needed for the entrance pit and for the drop into the mud room.  DO NOT ENTER THE CAVE IF THERE IS ANY CHANCE OF RAIN!  The first 12 m of the cave sumps easily, rapidly, and has stayed sumped for up to 4 months following a storm.  The cave also floods completely during major storms -- including the entrance pit itself being 4 m under water.


Description:

Three small stream courses end at a 22.2 m deep shaft which is the entrance to Cascade Caverns Sink.  The shaft is 5 m long by 2 m wide but large rocks choked 5 m down the hole briefly decrease its diameter to about a meter.  At the base of the shaft is waist to chest-deep water and the water stays prevalent throughout most of the cave.  An east-bound passage extends from the south end of the shaft's base.  The passage is 12 m long, about a meter wide, 2 m high and the amount of air space gradually decreases to 8 cm before it opens into a tall south-bound passage.  This passage is 2 m wide and averages 3 - 4 m high.  It is interrupted, after 20 m, by breakdown from a 15 m high dome but otherwise continues with little change for 111 m to a junction.  To the south an infeeding stream goes 22 m to a "T"-intersection.  Both branches of the "T" become impassable within 20 m.  The main passage of the cave heads southwest from the junction, with a few turns in the passage, for 183 m before coming to the surveyed end of the cave.  Beyond this point the cave goes about 300 m to a 15 m drop into a large room.  Immediately prior to the drop are some very large travertine dams which contain unexplored pits.  The large room is an estimated 30 m long by 10 m wide and up to 20 m high.  The greatest ceiling height is at the base of the 15 m drop where there is a terminal sump pool for the cave's water.  South of the pool, and to the south, the room has a huge mud slope which angles upward until it meets the ceiling and the cave's end.


History:

Being located on the property of Cascade Caverns, Cascade Caverns Sink has been known of for many years.  Its deep vertical entrance and the low air space just beyond, however, have not made the cave as popular as its commercial counterpart.  A survey of the cave was begun in August 1969 by Ron Bridgemon, Bob Burney, Bob Henry and Robert Sorrels, and was completed in February 1971 by Burney and Henry.  On Christmas, 1975, Randy Waters (et.al.) went to the back of the survey and pushed past a stalactite that was obstructing the passage.  In doing so they nearly doubled the length of the cave, and discovered its terminal room and sump.


Biology:

The cave has an interesting fauna which is probably much more diverse than indicated by the following collection: Eidmannella rostrata, Gertsch (troglobites) (spiders), Cleidogona bacillipus, (Chamberlin) (millipedes), Lepomis macrochirus, Rafinesque (bluegill sunfish), Eurycea neotenes, Eurycea tridentifera, Mitchell and Reddell (troglobites) (salamanders).


The record of the troglophile Cleidogonidae is the only one for the state of Texas, although this troglophile is abundant in caves of Mexico and the southeastern United States.


Geology:

The cave is a swallet formed in the lower member of the Glen Rose Formation. The sump and mud room are at the local water table.

Length: 331.8 m

Special Hazards: Thirty meter long ropes are needed for the entrance pit and for the
drop into the mud room. DO NOT ENTER THE CAVE IF THERE IS ANY CHANCE
OF RAIN! The first 12 m of the cave sumps easily, rapidly, and has stayed sumped for
up to 4 months following a storm. The cave also floods completely during major storms -
- including the entrance pit itself being 4 m under water.

Description:

Three small stream courses end at a 22.2 m deep shaft which is the entrance to Cascade
Caverns Sink. The shaft is 5 m long by 2 m wide but large rocks choked 5 m down the
hole briefly decrease its diameter to about a meter. At the base of the shaft is waist to
chest-deep water and the water stays prevalent throughout most of the cave. An east-
bound passage extends from the south end of the shaft's base. The passage is 12 m long,
about a meter wide, 2 m high and the amount of air space gradually decreases to 8 cm
before it opens into a tall south-bound passage. This passage is 2 m wide and averages 3
-4 m high. Itis interrupted, after 20 m, by breakdown from a 15 m high dome but
otherwise continues with little change for 111 m to a junction. To the south an infeeding
stream goes 22 m to a "T"-intersection. Both branches of the "T" become impassable
within 20 m. The main passage of the cave heads southwest from the junction, with a
few turns in the passage, for 183 m before coming to the surveyed end of the cave.
Beyond this point the cave goes about 300 m to a 15 m drop into a large room.
Immediately prior to the drop are some very large travertine dams which contain
unexplored pits. The large room is an estimated 30 m long by 10 m wide and up to 20 m
high. The greatest ceiling height is at the base of the 15 m drop where there is a terminal
sump pool for the cave's water. South of the pool, and to the south, the room has a huge
mud slope which angles upward until it meets the ceiling and the cave's end.

History:

Being located on the property of Cascade Caverns, Cascade Caverns Sink has been
known of for many years. Its deep vertical entrance and the low air space just beyond,
however, have not made the cave as popular as its commercial counterpart. A survey of
the cave was begun in August 1969 by Ron Bridgemon, Bob Burney, Bob Henry and
Robert Sorrels, and was completed in February 1971 by Burney and Henry. On
Christmas, 1975, Randy Waters (et.al.) went to the back of the survey and pushed past a
stalactite that was obstructing the passage. In doing so they nearly doubled the length of
the cave, and discovered its terminal room and sump.

Biology:

The cave has an interesting fauna which is probably much more diverse than indicated by
the following collection: Eidmannella rostrata, Gertsch (troglobites) (spiders),
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Cleidogona bacillipus, (Chamberlin) (millipedes), Lepomis macrochirus, Rafinesque
(bluegill sunfish), Eurycea neotenes, Eurycea tridentifera, Mitchell and Reddell
(troglobites) (salamanders).

The record of the troglophile Cleidogonidae is the only one for the state of Texas,
although this troglophile is abundant in caves of Mexico and the southeastern United
States.

Geology:
The cave is a swallet formed in the lower member of the Glen Rose Formation. The sump
and mud room are at the local water table.

For the third time in less than 12 years | am faced with defending the home that my husband and |
purchased as raw land, literally built ourselves, and in which we raised our family. For the third time
governmental entities including the City of Boerne, Kendall County and Texas Department of
Transportation (TXDOT), along with various committees, subcontractors, representatives, etc. have
drawn mapping across our home as a direct route to allow current and proposed high density
developments, (such as Herff developments and Esperanza), quick and convenient access to IH10.
Developers have intentionally bought less expensive land without access to IH10 and San Antonio, and it
appears are now using governmental authority through mapping and potentially eminent domain
proceedings as a means to enhance their profits at the expense of current citizenry, taxpaying land
owners and members of this community. Ultimately eminent domain should NOT be used to the
detriment of landowners for the enhancement of private development, but that is exactly what the
mapping on the SouthEast (SE) ‘inner’, ‘middle’ and ‘outer’ routes of the Kendall Gateway study show.

There are good and viable alternatives to the big lines across my own and my neighbors properties that
are posted to the world wide web for transportation access from State Highway 46 (SH46) to IH10.

First and foremost, as has been repeatedly stated in correspondence, discussions, e-mails, letters, study
commentaries, and letters to the editors in 2005/07, in 2010/11, and now again in 2017, the existing right
of ways (ROW) should be used predominantly in the expansion of transportation for the area. SH46
should be expanded to four lanes with a constant fifth turn lane, and additional on/off ramping lanes for
developments, schools, and commercial enterprises from Bergheim to Herff Road. Likewise, 3351 should
be expanded to four lanes with a constant fifth turn lane, and additional on/off ramping lanes for
developments, schools, and commercial enterprises from Bergheim to IH10. Some development of these
two routes are currently shown on the TXDOT website at:

http://www.txdot.gov/apps/statewide_mapping/StatewidePlanningMap.html

Secondly, as proposed over the last twelve years, SH46 to the Herff Road connector to Hwy 87 (South
Main Street) allows a direct non-stop entrance to IH10 going East. Adding an additional on-ramp going
west on IH10 at this intersection, along with additions to the access road and the SH46 bridge, would
create enhanced access west and north/west.

With these two minimally invasive enhancements traffic flow in Southeast Kendall County from SH46 to
IH10 could be accommodated in both directions, as well as the continuation of SH46 West. Again, for
farther east of the county, 3351 should be the access route to IH10.

We do not need to create ‘NEW roads’ cut across current land owner private property and their homes for
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the ease and convenience of those moving into the area and then wanting quick access back to San
Antonio, or to supplement developer profits.

In reading some of the responses to the January 2017 meeting, it appears that the only positive response
for taking my land is for those that have moved here and want quick access back to IH10 for work.

Again, it appears that Esperanza developers want a quick connection to IH10, for which they did not pay
for, for not one, but two entrances to this development. Unfortunately for us, one entrance happens to be
directly north of my home and my neighbors’ homes, and thus our homes are repeatedly showing up as a
‘mapping option’ over the last twelve years.

When my husband and | bought land in Kendall County over 25 years ago, we did not do so with the eye
of making others pay for our access to San Antonio or for others to supplement our investment as a
developer. ‘Hagee land’ (Esperanza) and the two ‘Herff land’ developments directly south of Esperanza,
along with others along SH46, appear to be attempting to have their investment supplemented by using
other landowners’ investments as their direct path to IH10 via governmentally imposed eminent domain.
This is wrong and should not happen.

Many carefully thought out and respectfully presented suggestions were made in the prior studies over
the last twelve years. However, although virtually all property owners along the SE section responded,
and were vocal during those previous two studies, not one was considered as a ‘stakeholder’ in a limited
meeting of clarifying options for the SE connections of SH46 to IH10 by TXDOT or their representatives.
Not one homeowner who is affected by SE routing lines on the map posted to the web was individually
contacted during this entire process, although numerous other ‘stakeholders’ without land at risk were
contacted. More than one individual along these routes would lose their home if these SE options were
taken, as the NEW ROW would require the removal of my neighbors’ home. All of us along the path of
the SE options would lose a substantial investment in our home that we worked for, built, and have held
for many years. For me, my home is my major asset. The proposal that is posted to the TXDOT web
greatly diminishes that investment. If the SE middle and outer route is built | would also lose the quiet
enjoyment of the home that my husband and | built for our family, our property would be cut in two with
limited access to both sides, and acres of our land would be destroyed. Until these ‘mapping’ lines are
removed from our property as proposed routes, my neighbors’ and our personal investment in our homes
are substantially diminished and are, in fact, potentially unsaleable. Further, the plight of having to
defend the investment in our home with legal support is once again at issue. Again, this is wrong.
Private land should not be taken to enhance profits of private developers, especially with government
entities being used as the avenue for those enhancements by their use of eminent domain.

The mapping shown on the TXDOT web Kendall Gateway Study attempts to portray our county as a mini-
Bexar county with big loops surrounding our hill country homes. Ultimately the loops will only add to the
congestion as noted in the study previously presented over the last twelve years noted as 'induced

travel: “Why are the Roads so Congested? Road Building has Little Effect on Congestion”. For
most of us, we did not move to Boerne or Kendall county so that we could create another San Antonio
and Bexar county.

Although we have submitted similar responses to the City of Boerne, Kendall County and TXDOT on
numerous occasions, through TPPC commentaries, responses to the Gould Masterplan, and several
Transportation Studies, we are now making the following request, comments and proposals to the
Kendall Gateway study.

We respectfully request that the SE middle and outer routes be removed from the routing options
of the Kendall Gateway Study and immediately removed from the TXDOT website.

We respectfully request that existing ROW be used to substantially enhance and expand
transportation as follows:

1. Expansion of ROW for SH46 from Bergheim to Herff to five lanes with on/off ramping lanes
2. Expansion of ROW for 3351 from Bergheim to IH10 to five lanes with on/off ramping lanes
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3. Expansion and enhancement of access from South 87 (South Main Street) to IH10 in both

directions East and West

4. Expansion of the bridge and access of the existing IH10 and SH46 bridge.
5. Expansion of the connections, lights, signage, etc. throughout these routes.

Asmany of usdid, years ago my family moved
to the Boerne area to have our own piece of paradise. We purchased our land from awilling
seller and we were awilling buyer. We did not encroach on others to force a purchase of our
land or demand a more convenient way of life after we moved to our little bit of country.
However, we are now in aposition to fight to hold on to our bit of paradise. We have found
that governmental committees have been working to potentially take our land from us for the
apparent direct benefit of high density developers and make it easier for those that purchase
homes from the devel opers to commute to San Antonio. And there are many throughout
Kendall County that are facing this same battle.

Each of us may have adifferent story. Some are living on family lands that have been held for
generations, some may have moved here last year. But as responsible landowners and
considerate members of this community, we made a conscious and intentional choice to move
thisfar from San Antonio to make our home. We did not move to the country and then
demand that the conveniences of the city and easy access to San Antonio be made available to
us after the fact. We are not expecting our neighbors to give up their piece of the country to
make our life more convenient. We are not demanding that our neighbors give up their quality
of life so that we can profit and in the process use local governments as atool to force our
position.

However, thereis a current threat being posed to many local landowners. The City of Boerne
has already allowed one, and is visiting with more high density developers within one to two
miles of my home. Since these developers did not purchase the more expensive land with
IH10 access, where the infrastructure already exists for mobility; mapping is underway for
easier access from these devel opments to IH10 through people’ s family land and homes,
including mine. In short we are being forced to subsidize developer’ s profits. Itisnot only a
financial burden we are being asked to bear, but aloss of the quality of life welove, and a
destruction of our scenic hill country home.

| believe there are better options than what is being currently proposed by the master plan for
the City and the TPCC proposed maps. And | believe there are better ways to incorporate the
taxpayers into a solidified voice of what growth for our community should look like. There
shouldn’t have to be afight over control between City and County. There should be cohesive,
equitable and fair forethought in how development is approached for all citizens within the
City and the County.
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Some may say that we who oppose these routes are anti-development and are living in the
past, but that is far from the truth. | am not opposed to awilling property owner selling their
property to awilling buyer at an agreed upon price as long as the impact of that transaction
does not put others at risk. | am not opposed to enhancing existing roads for the safety of
citizens and flow of traffic. There are many choices throughout the county to accommodate
growth and the infrastructure required without forcing land owners into a position of bearing a
burden they are unwilling to share, again, for the direct benefit of afew developers.

Developers should be made to acquire and provide the set aside lands for mobility, schools,
parks, water retention/runoff containment, etc. based on the size and impact they are making
on the community.

Dear Mr. Mario:

I am writing you today on behalf of my family, with a grave concem for our homestead property as
threatened by your actions as District Engineer for TXDOT. You have allowed to be published for public
viewing a map showing two possible locations for a bypass route in connection with the “Kendall
Gateway Study.” The path identified as the “SE Inner Concept” places our homestead on the proposed
centerline of the highway. This is our home; I have owned this property since 1969, with the full intent of
retiring and dieing here. This property also contains several very large oak trees that could possibly be
classified as heritage trees. It is not possible for TXDOT to offer enough compensation so that we could
relocate within Kendall County and reincarnate what we have created here on this property and become
whole again. Even if we were inclined to relocate, your action of publishing the map has rendered our
property worthless. Current real estate law, I believe, requires revealing any such known actions, or plans
that would destroy the property. Therefore, our property has no real value except to TxDOT.

If I am able to look past my own concerns, I see that this route passes through some of the most pristine
ecological properties in this county including part of the Cascade Caverns’ property. Efficient moving of
trucks is not justification for the destruction of our environment. People come to Kendall County to
experience life's joys that can only be found in a place of this natural beauty. There is no sane reason for
wanting to destroy our properties when there are other alternatives that would be quite effective and
would use existing right-of-ways, or land of willing sellers of mostly open fields. Highway 3351 is a
logical bypass. It already connects Highway 46 with Interstate 10. There are other potential southern
bypass routes that would consume no one’s home and have no environmental impact.

Therefore, I plea that you remove the “SE Inner Concept™ from your published map. Please seek other
less obtrusive alternatives; thus, restoring the property values and peace of mind, not only to my family,
but to all those in its path and to those who love and desire to protect the natural amenities we enjoy here
in Kendall County.

The TxDOT has created a plan to put a bypass in on the south-east side of Boerne, TX. One of
their plans, the SE inner concept, runs right through the west side of Cascade Caverns property.
Cascade Caverns is one of the oldest of the seven show caves in the state of Texas, having been
in business since 1932. The plan for the road has it running right over one of the caves on the
property, Cascade Caverns Sink. Not only would this be devastating for the wildlife, such as
several endangered and vulnerable species, but it would also be terrible for Cascade Cavern’s

To Whom It Concerns:
We offer comments on the Kendall Gateway Study and proposed bypass around Boerne.

This project of a bypass loop around Boerne going north and south was first presented fifteen years ago.
The stated goal was to alleviate transportation through Boerne coming from the east. The community
protested vigorously against the proposed “loop”, formed a group consisting of citizens, city and county
leaders, to formulate alternative transportation strategies for Boerne. The group found the strategy of a
loop is arguably a weak solution to a growth problem. An alternative transportation plan was developed
with expert assistance and was presented to the city. It died in a trash basket somewhere in the city of
Boerne offices. And the loop plan disappeared from our conversation until now.

Now Boerne has intense growth in the east and south quadrants and the congestion along 46 is highly
annoying. As residents we experience the majority of traffic moving around town heading west and
south. It is reasonable to locate additional east/ west and southbound routes to help ease Boerne’s
growing pains. It makes no sense to move traffic north to connect with 110. It serves few travelers who
can also be served with a faster south and east route.

Many prior surveys of our community note the growth here is related to the hill country charm, old
German culture, historical and environmental resources. Previous quality of life surveys indicate the
community’s need for these resources. As a result additional parklands were purchased and added to
the County’s natural area. It resulted in more hike and bike trails in Boerne and a more walkable
community. The Hill Country Mile Downtown capitalizes on the historic charm of our downtown district.
Destroying more of these resources to add highways is inconsistent with the desires of the community.

The Gateway survey, in my opinion, was poorly crafted. It failed to identify what problem or problems
are trying to be resolved. It presents us with one option and that is a loop concept. Then it asks us to
make hard choices among losing our precious resources, and ruining neighbors’ homesteads and
heritage land. The community deserves alternative ideas rather than this loop strategy.
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Our thinking is a simple southern and eastern route serves us the best. | cannot see the justification for
more with the studies that were presented. It would be helpful to know who is driving the need for this
project; TXDOT, Kendall County, City of Boerne or the development community?

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1. Introduction

On Wednesday, November 8, 2017, the Texas Department of Transportation (TxDOT), in
cooperation with Kendall County and the City of Boerne, held an open house for the Kendall
Gateway Study at the Boerne Middle School South located at 10 Cascade Cavern, Boerne,
Texas, 78015 from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m.

This event was the second open house held to focus on the Kendall Gateway Study
feasibility process. The purpose of the open house was to present and discuss the
preliminary results of the traffic study, public input, and reasonable concepts. Project
exhibits were available for public viewing and the Project Team (TxDOT staff, Kendall County
staff, City of Boerne staff, and project consultants) were available to provide information and
answer questions. A total of 161 stakeholders attended the open house.

2. Outreach

Official public notices (display advertisements) were published in English and Spanish in the
Boerne Star and La Prensa de San Antonio, respectively. The public notice was published in
the Boerne Star on October 24, 2017, and in La Prensa on October 22, 2017. In addition to
the newspaper notices, the following notification methods were utilized:

e Mailouts - A letter was mailed to elected officials on October 16, 2017 informing
them of the upcoming open house and the bilingual open house notice was attached
to the letter. A bilingual open house notice was mailed to 434 stakeholders on
October 23, 2017.

¢ Email Notifications — An invitation email was sent to 18 members of the Technical
Work Group (TWG) and 41 Stakeholder Working Group (SWG) members on October
20, 2017. In addition, an invitation email was sent to 193 stakeholders on October
23, 2017.

e Changeable Message Signs — Four changeable message signs announcing the open
house were placed at strategic locations within Kendall County; the signs were
posted from November 1 to 8, 2017.

e Website Postings - A notice of the open house was published on TxDOT'’s, the City of
Boerne’s, and the City of Fair Oak Ranch’s websites.

e Social Media - Ron Cisneros, the City of Fair Oaks Ranch, and the Greater Boerne
Chamber of Commerce made Facebook postings of the upcoming meeting. In
addition, the City of Boerne posted a notice on its Nextdoor page.

e Media Coverage - KTSA Radio provided media coverage of the open house prior to
the meeting.
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Copies of the various notices are provided in the Documentation of Open House, Appendix
B.

3. Attendance

Approximately 163 project stakeholders signed in at the registration table, in addition to
members of the Project Team. The breakdown is as follows:

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4, Meeting Layout

The meeting was conducted in an open house format, allowing attendees to come and go
during the two-hour period. Tables with sign-in sheets were set up at the entrance to the
meeting. English and Spanish handouts were provided at this table, including a Room
Layout and Comment Form (Documentation of Open House, Appendix E). The Comment
Form included instructions for submitting comments.

Upon entering the room, multiple display boards and stations were set up to engage the
public. Below is the room layout.

Attendees were given the opportunity to view the display boards, engage in the various
stations, ask questions of Study Team members regarding the feasibility study, and
encouraged to provide verbal and written comments.

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5. Open House Stations
5.1 Station #1 - Feasibility Study Process

Station #1 included a display board outlining the
feasibility study process. The board explained the project
was initiated with a Joint Resolution that was approved
on September 28, 2015 by the Kendall County Judge and
Commissioners Court and the City of Boerne Mayor and
City Council.

The result of the study will be the Kendall Gateway Study
Feasibility Report, which will include a recommended
concept(s) and an implementation plan(s). Currently, the
study is in the “Identify Data-Based Concepts” phase.

5.2 Station #2 - Data Results

Station #2 involved multiple exhibit boards outlining the results of the traffic analysis, as
summarized below:

e Purpose and Need - This board presented the purpose and need for the Kendall
Gateway Study. The purpose of the study is to provide solutions for connectivity and
regional linkage to the City of Boerne and Kendall County, while minimizing impacts
and maintaining Boerne’s unique natural and cultural resources. The need for the
study includes:

0 (1) Past, present, and future population growth and travel demand.
0 (2) Lack of east/west corridors in the Study Area.

0 (3) Traffic directed through Boerne along the SH 46 route poses a traffic
circulation problem and conflicts with the downtown center’s walkability and
pedestrian use.

e Population Growth (Need 1) - Three exhibit boards were provided to depict the
population growth need of the Kendall Gateway Study.

0 The first exhibit board provided graphics comparing the existing (2015)
population in the City of Boerne and Kendall County versus the projected
(2040) population.

0 The second exhibit board provided existing daily traffic volumes (2016) in the
Kendall Gateway Study area. The results of the traffic volumes collected in
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relation to existing capacity of roadways showed that downtown Boerne is
already near capacity or over capacity.

0 The third board provided projected daily traffic volumes (2040) in the Kendall
Gateway Study area, which show the majority of the study area roadways at or
over capacity.

e Crash Data Hotspot Map - This exhibit board depicted crash data hotspots, which
show downtown Boerne had a higher than average crash rate between 2011 and
2016.

e Lack of East/West Connectivity (Need 2) - Two exhibit boards were provided to
depict the lack of east/west connectivity other than State Highway (SH) 46 in the
study area. Currently, if SH 46 becomes impassable due to traffic or other reasons,
in order to get back to SH 46, this requires an alternate route of approximately 35
miles (45 minutes) on the northeast side, 17 miles (28 minutes) on the southeast
side, 56 miles (1 hour 10 minutes) on the northwest side, and 32 miles (47 minutes)
on the southwest side.

e Other Concepts Considered - This exhibit board provided other solutions that do not
meet the Study’s purpose and need, but could be considered as complementary
options, including widening existing roads, signal timing, innovative intersections, and
mass transit.

¢ Traffic Collection Overview - This board described the various traffic collection
methods used in the Study. Traffic data was collected using Bluetooth readers for
origin and destination data, bi-directional tube counters for traffic volumes, and video
collection for intersection turning movements.

o Traffic Directed through Boerne (Need 3) - Five exhibit boards providing origin and
destination data were on display at the meeting. The origin and destination data
show how much of the overall traffic in the study area is local traffic (i.e. stays in town
for over an hour or returns to where they came from) versus traffic that is just
passing through. For traffic traveling on SH 46 from the east, the predominant
through movement is from the east to the north. Alternatively, for traffic traveling on
SH 46 from the west, the predominant through movement is from the west to the
south. For traffic traveling on Interstate Highway (IH) 10 from the north, the largest
through movement (excluding traffic continuing on IH 10 to the south) is from the
north to the east. For IH 10 traffic from the south, the largest through movement
(again, excluding traffic continuing on IH 10) is split from the south to the east and
west.
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Origin/destination data was then applied to projected traffic volumes to give 2040
volumes that are passing through downtown Boerne. This analysis showed that
nearly 20,000 vehicles per day (vpd) would pass through Boerne in under an hour.

e Traffic Analysis Summary - This exhibit board provided a summary of the traffic
analysis results, including:

0 In 2040, most of Boerne will
be over capacity.

0 A large percentage of traffic
passes through downtown
Boerne.

0 Downtown Boerne is already
over capacity.

0 There are safety concerns in
downtown Boerne.

5.3 Station #3 - Public Input Results

Station #3 included multiple exhibit boards describing public input results to date, as
summarized below.

e Technical Work Group (TWG) - This exhibit board provided a summary of the first two
TWG meetings. On October 20, 2016, the first TWG meeting was held. At this
meeting the Project Team introduced the project and asked attendees what their
goals and concerns were for the study.

On March 2, 2017, the second TWG meeting was held. At this meeting, the updated
constraints map and initial traffic findings were presented. In addition, a list of
general evaluation criteria was presented for the screening matrix.
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e Stakeholder Working Group (SWG) - This exhibit board provided a summary of the
first two SWG meetings. On December 6, 2016, the first SWG meeting was held.
This meeting followed the same process as the first TWG meeting. Numerous
stakeholders were invited to this meeting, including representatives of local and
regional businesses, environmental agencies, advocacy groups, homeowner
associations (HOAs), and resource agencies. Similar to the TWG, the SWG identified
their goals and concerns for the project.

On April 5, 2017, the second SWG meeting was held. Similar to the TWG, this group
provided their feedback on the evaluation criteria.
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o TWG/SWG Combined Meeting #3 - This exhibit board provided a summary of a
combined TWG/SWG meeting held on August 31, 2017, during which TWG/SWG
members provided feedback on the proposed concepts.

¢ Infographic Survey Results - Five exhibit boards provided a summary of the public
feedback gathered on the level of importance of each evaluation criteria through two
prioritization surveys: one completed by TWG/SWG members in June 2017 and the
second completed by individuals included on the study’s stakeholder database and
other members of the community in August 2017. The purpose of the surveys was to
gather input on the importance of the criteria overall and relative to each other.
More than 500 surveys were completed.

5.4 Station #4 - Kendall Gateway Study Area Maps

At Station #4, four identical sets of reasonable
concepts quadrant maps were laid out on tables.
These maps identified three reasonable concepts
(outer, middle, and inner concept) for each study
area quadrant (northwest, northeast, southwest,
southeast). Attendees were asked to place sticky
notes and/or written comments on the maps to
provide feedback on the following:

e Which concepts you like, and why.
e Which concepts you dislike, and why.

e Any additional concepts the Study Team should consider, and why.

In addition, an overall concepts map was provided to show how the various concepts would
connect and interact with each other.
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Three additional exhibit boards were provided at this station, including the following;:

e Concept Screening Process - This board described the process for screening
reasonable concepts for the study.
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e Example Facility Type - This board provided various typical sections that could be
considered as reasonable concepts.

e How the Concepts Help - This board explained how the reasonable concepts improve
traffic conditions in the study area based on 2040 traffic projections.

5.5 Station #5 - Interactive Survey

At Station #5, i-Pads were provided for attendees to complete an online, interactive survey
regarding the reasonable concepts presented at Station #4. In addition, palm cards were
provided at this station with a link to the survey for those wishing to complete the survey at a
later date. The original survey deadline was Monday, November 27, 2017, but due to
unforeseen technical issues with the survey

link, the deadline was extended to Monday,

December 4, 2017. Survey options included:

e Completing the survey at the open
house using the provided i-Pads.

e Completing the survey online at a later
time by visiting txdot.gov, keyword
“Kendall Gateway Study and clicking
on the survey link.
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e Completing the survey in-person at the Boerne Public Library on Monday, November
20, 2017. Study Team members were available at the library for three hours to help
community members complete the survey.

Results of the interactive survey are provided under separate cover.

6. Summary of Public Comments

A total of 53 comments were received during the public comment period that concluded on
December 4, 2017. The public comment period originally ended on November 27, 2017,
but due to an unforeseen issue with the survey link at txdot.gov, the public comment period
was extended. The Comment/Response Matrix is provided in the Documentation of Open
House, Appendix A. Copies of the comments received are included in the Documentation of
Open House, Appendix D and should be referred to for the actual comments.

7. Summary

In November of 2017, TxDOT, in cooperation with Kendall County and the City of Boerne,
conducted an Open House for the Kendall Gateway Study. The meeting was publicized prior
to the meeting through various outlets in English and Spanish, and was well-attended.

TxDOT, in cooperation with Kendall County and the City of Boerne, has reviewed and

responded to the comments received. Comments received during the official Open House
comment period will be taken into consideration and incorporated into the project record.
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
