Bottle with Texas man’s ashes
resumes trek in Gulf of Mexico

A bottle containing the
ashes of a Texas man along
with some handwritten
notes from loved ones has
been returned to the Gulf
of Mexico, resuming its
ocean journey after it
washed up on a Florida

Panhandle beach.
The beachgoer who
found the bottle near Mira-

mar Beach handed it over
to local authorities last
week. Inside were some of
the ashes of Brian Mullins,
a tow truck driver from
Garland, who died this
year at 39.

Sgt. Paula Pendleton of
the Walton County Sher-
iff’s Office said she cried
while reading the notes,
which included the phone
number of the deceased
man’s family. His mother
had placed four $1 bills in
the bettle to help pay for
the phone calls she hoped
people would make to up-
date her family on the bot-
tle’s journey.

“This bottle contains the
ashes of my son, Brian,
who suddenly and unex-
pectedly passed on March

9, 2019,” one of the hand-
written notes said. “I'm
sending him on one last ad-
venture.”

A second note, written
on wrinkled school paper,
especially moved Pendle-
ton, whose husband died
last year.

“When my father
passed, I was 4-years-old,”
the message read. “It has
struck our whole family
pretty hard and, so far, it
has been a very hard road.
But, like my granny said,
he loved to be free. So,
that’s exactly what we are
doing.”

Pendleton knew she had
to help.

“l was overwhelmed
with emotion,” Pendleton
recalled. “I sat in here, in
my patrol car, and cried
like a baby.”

Pendleton enlisted an
acquaintance who owns a
charter boat to ferry the
ashes far off the Florida
coast. And on Friday, the
bottle, the dollar bills and
the ashes were again at sea.

“He was an avid fisher-
man. He wanted to travel
the world,” his mother Dar-
lene Mullins said, noting
that her son had never

gone ocean fishing. Gar-
land, a suburb northeast of
Dallas, is about 300 miles-
from the Gulf Coast.

While
visiting the small Panhan-
dle community of Destin in
early August, the bottle
was released into the tide.
“We thought it might
have been the last we saw
of the bottle,” Darlene Mul-
lins said.

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TxDOT Wants to Expand Loop 1604 to
10 Lanes in North San Antonio

The Texas Department of Transportation plans to expand Loop 1604. But first,
it wants to hear what you have to say about the idea.

The department held a meeting Tuesday evening to explain the project, which
was prompted by congestion on the highway between Bandera Road and
Interstate 35. The billion dollar project, expected to begin in early 2021, would
broaden the highway from four lanes to ten.

Residents who missed that meeting can get in on Wednesday's session at the
Brandeis High School cafeteria from 5 to 7 p.m.

Under the proposal, four lanes would go in each direction while two HOV lanes
would be set aside for carpoolers, TXDOT spokeswoman Laura Lopez said. The

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department also has plans for the interchange at Loop 1604 and Interstate 10.

Though the changes could have SA's highway system feeling more like a major
city's, the proposal doesn't include any tolls. Additionally, the project would
include accommodations for bicyclists and pedestrians while including
protections for water quality.

"We will have schematics, we will have an animation and boards that people can
see what we are proposing,” Lopez told KSAT.

First, | am concerned that the interchange ramps will not be completed in a timely manner. | asked some of the reps at the open house, but didn’t get a clear answer about this. I’'m worried that the
intersection will be much like 1604/281, where only two of the four “direct exchange” ramps are open. Thus traffic coming south toward san Antonio on 281 are experiencing NIGHTMARE traffic if they are
trying to get onto 1604 (either direction). | understand that these ramps are under construction now, but it has seemingly been a dormant project for years. What are your plans to ensure that all four ramps
are built on time and not delayed? This could cause disruption to the flow of traffic and access to our business.

Good morning,

The email address you created to gather feedback on this project implies that you believe the expansion of Loop 1604 is considered an improvement. | suspect most people living along the Loop will feel
the same way. | now live adjacent to the Loop 1604/US-281 interchange, and even | recognize this proposed project as embodying the very definition of insanity: that is, doing the same thing we've done
again and again, but expecting things to turn out differently this time. For 70-plus years we have been building out a freeway system in cities across the country, and nearly every one of themis
congested during peak travel times. Loop 1604 is no different today, and it will be no different once the billion-dollar bill has been paid.

I am conflicted about this project, though. It is clear that the four-lane cross section for Loop 1604's main lanes is inadequate to address the volume of cars that travel this road today. It is no secret that
this stretch of highway is congested nearly all the time. Yet, it is also no secret that induced demand is real and no amount of engineering or marketing or politics will make it less true. So, what then?

As long as we continue to allow this relentless pace of auto-centric sprawl to be built outside the Loop, demand for this freeway will only grow. People who continue to flood the exurban parts of San
Antonio will scratch their heads and wonder why traffic gets worse, conveniently forgetting that they themselves are the traffic they complain about. TxDOT's willingness to widen this stretch of road
only enables this detached thinking.

The consequences of this disconnect between me-first development and me-first travel convenience are being felt now. Flash flooding and extreme weather are becoming more frequent, causing more
and more property damage. Attempting to funnel more people onto our roads and at higher speeds means more people will die in crashes. This is an inevitable result of the work that TxDOT has been
doing through its consultants and construction crews for decades. Put bluntly, consultants like AECOM, Jacobs, Kimley Horn, HDR, HNTB, and CDM Smith are complicit in the deaths of our neighbors
because of the recklessness in designing these highway "improvements." No engineering manual you can point to will make that less true.

We absolutely must turn our attention and our resources to ways of getting people around our community that are convenient, climate-friendly, and eliminate as much of the risk of death as possible.
Pretending we can widen our way out of the mess we've all created is going to get us nowhere, and | know that you know that. | worked in this field, and | saw the messages we sent the public. We told
residents that converting the dirt road in front of their house to a 70-mph freeway would improve safety, which is a complete lie. We told them that exchanging their homes for a 300-foot-wide swath of
right-of-way would improve their economy and their quality of life. Thatis also a lie. It was a lie in Lubbock, itis a lie in Houston, and it is a lie here in San Antonio. | walked away from this work because it
is the only job I've ever had where | realized my efforts were making people's lives worse instead of better.

Have the courage to say enough is enough. It is time to stop allowing TxDOT to spend billions of tax dollars on band-aids that do not solve congestion in any real way, that knowingly take the lives of
mothers and fathers and siblings and friends, and that contribute to the worsening of our health in the meantime. If our country was innovative enough to devise this experiment of a freeway system,
we can be innovative enough again to change it. Other countries are taking the lead on this. While we can pretend we are somehow not subject to the same laws of physics that exist in Sweden and The
Netherlands and countries like them that prioritize life over mobility, we are. Learn from them. Study them. Emulate them. And then take things further.

If you've read this far, thank you. It's time to do better.

5. The traffic projections for Loop 1604 appear to ignore the availability of alternative routes, including parts of -35, I-410, Wurzbach Parkway, US 281, I-10, SH 46, and other roads.
Faced with increased travel times as projected by TXDOT on Loop 1604, clearly motorists will switch to alternative routes. Travelers need options in routes, modes, times/days of
travel, etc. So, the travel times will not decrease as projected on Loop 1604 unless travel times on alternatives are also markedly reduced. This is not addressed in the TXDOT
proposal. Creating additional routes may obviate the need for a wider road.

Overall, |am concerned about the reactive, short-term nature of this project. | encourage TxDOT to think longer-term about the transportation needs of our region and how those align
with climate and environmental well-being for all who call this region home.

Dear Sirs I write as Chair of the Alamo Group of the Lone Star Chapter of the Sierra Club.

‘We are in strong opposition to the following “TxDOT proposes to expand Loop 1604 from a four-lane expressway to ten-lane expressway by adding two general purpose lanes and one high-occupancy vehicle lane in each direction.” This is a project out of the past that
should never have been brought forward. Real life experience from here and around the world, with mountains of data, has shown conclusively that these highly expensive highway construction projects NEVER result in long term solutions to transportation problems.
The chief beneficiaries of these projects are the highway construction companies and their suppliers, and the real estate developers that want to sell past sprawl as far into the future as possible. These projects induce MORE traffic, e.g. the $2.8 billion expansion of I-
10 in Houston which resulted in slower travel times.

San Antonio has an official policy in its “SA 2020 to reduce “VMT” (vehicle miles traveled) which continues to rise instead, as do commute times, while our single occupancy rates are among the highest in the nation. YOUR PLAN WILL EXACERBATE VMT, single
occupancy, and provide only short term reduced commute times, IF your predictions are correct. Congestion certainly does worsen ozone problems, but this project, by encouraging still more VMT and single vehicle occupancy will WORSEN O UR AIR Q UALITY.

The proposal appears to make no assessment of impacts on climate change. The predicted traffic volumes, and the physical amount of pavement will seriously impact urban heat island problems we already face. We have just completed our hottest September ever.
These impacts are borne especially and disproportionately by the economically disadvantaged in our relatively poor, economically segregated region. This is a matter of environmental and social justice that needs to be addressed by other means than your proposal.

San Antonio in its Climate Action & Adaptation Plan is committing to a 47% reduction in carbon emissions from transportation--BY 2030! The TxDOT proposal is a BIG STEP AWAY from achieving this goal.

Much of this project overlies the Edwards Aquifer Recharge Zone (EARZ), and will directly and indirectly result in large amounts of ADDITIONAL IMPERVIO US COVER over the EARZ. This is a threat to our water supply, and runs counter to long time City of San
Antonia efforts to purchase land and development easements to protect the EARZ. Citizens have repeatedly voted to incur taxes in order to support these efforts. TxDOT would use public money in direct conflict with the efforts of these COSA monies.

It is past time TxDOT STOP ADDING PAVEMENT to our city. Even if this proposal remains on budget and on time (doubtful), it does not account for the five years of ADDITIONAL congestion CAUSED by the construction. With ONE BILLION DOLLARS and
FIVE YEARS, much COULD be done to improve transit (VIA s Reimagined Plans total only about $850M, and will do FAR MORE to help our congestion, heat island and our air quality), reduce VMT and single occupancy, enhance safety, develop complete street
systems, reduce road flooding, and much more.

This proposal drives us toward the past. DITCH IT NOW.

Strongly urge the inclusion of a deceleration lane on the approach to Springs at Bandera Apartments, 8603 N Loop 1604 W. School buses must stop on the access road; this is hazardous for occupants of each
bus and for persons getting on/off each bus. The proposed relocation of the exit from 1604 for Bandera Road will direct even more vehicles onto this stretch of access road, possibly at higher speeds than
current traffic travels in the area.

Westbound entry onto 1604 from I-35 south (092419-schematic8):
The proposed project shows no planned modifications for the I-35 south exit to 1604 west. This entry onto 1604 is very abrupt, it requires merging onto 1604 in a lane shared with vehicles that are exiting
