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1         CINDY INCE:  Just positive comments.  I'm very

2  pleased that Pond Hill Road and Northwest Military are now

3  going to be a real intersection with stoplights.  There were

4  proposals for no left turn.  There were proposals for no

5  straight through on Pond Hill.  There were multiple

6  proposals that all would have been very negatively impacting

7  my lifestyle and my husband's lifestyle, and I'm very

8  pleased with what they've come up with.  So that's what I

9  wanted to say.

10         MIKE JANSSEN:  My comment is that the current

11  surface is very coarse, and it puts out a lot of road noise.

12  So when they consider the different surfacing of the new

13  road that they put in, if they could consider a smoother

14  surface or some surface that puts off less tire noise, road

15  noise, I know our citizens would really appreciate that.

16  Some of the houses -- we have like 50 houses, or whatever

17  the number is, that face Military, and it's really high up.

18  So if they can -- I know they don't want to ever just -- if

19  they can do something to just reduce the road noise, that

20  would be wonderful.

21         BOB WERNER:  Overall I think it's a wonderful

22  project.  I love the sidewalks.  I love the curbs.  I love

24  pull them off the street.  It's going to create some great

25  landscaping opportunities for the community going forward.
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1  Lots and lots of new hard surfaces.  And I hope that we are

6         DAVID PIERCE:  Shavano Park is unique.  It's

11  we have a sidewalk on one side and combined with a bike lane

12  that was off the highway.  It would at least go between the

15  they did back, you know, Huebner toward Wurzbach Parkway, so

16  -- like it is out here.  And even though we're a unique

17  city, we just don't have -- and we're totally different in

18  population density and the amount of people that walk

19  around.  I know a lot of people walk around Shavano Park,

6  city limits of San Antonio, but it's similar to being in the

9  basically.  I don't know why TxDOT couldn't do it

10  differently for our city and have a separate sidewalk

11  combination bike path so it's off the road so that it would

12  even be safer.  That's all I have to say.  Thank you.

Response: As requested by the fire department, a 
40 ft wide driveway will be provided for improved 
access to the fire station.

Padilla would need to contact TxDOT and complete 
the permit process to construct a new driveway. 
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Comment: Water 

Response: Drainage is a major design 
consideration for this project, and the project 
will be designed to have no increase in peak 
flow down Elm Spring Lane.

Inclusion of an acceleration lane at this 
location introduces a weaving issue with vehicles 
entering the entrance ramp and vehicles (gravel 
trucks) continuing westbound on the frontage 
road. An acceleration lane could be included with 
future projects along Loop 1604 after ramp 
locations are adjusted. 

Comment: Avoid live oak trees 

Response: In the right of way, trees may be 
impacted to accommodate road construction 
improvements and ensure required sight 
distance. The design process includes 
solutions to preserve as many trees as 
possible. These solutions will evaluate 
avoidance measures at identified live oak 
tree locations to the extent possible.
